3. Step Three: Register and make one post on the free African bulletin board (website address is located in the factbook). 

As soon as you post your first message on the bulletin board, I will include you on the map (I am the mapmaker) and you will be eligible to join the African Union which is the club for the elite states of Africa). All but 4 of the mapped states are in the AU.

I welcome you to Africa, and am really excited you have decided to make this continent your home.
