If your expertise is in economics then you can focus your posts in that area, or if you like culture you may focus on that. If you loved the movie Pirates of the Caribbean and want to resurrect a Barbary Pirate state, then more power to you :) – yes there are pirates TODAY in the international system, although mostly in Asia.

The purpose of this post is that we are excited that you have come and hope that you take full advantage of the expertise of players in this region where you can learn a lot and have a fun time doing so. Ages range from  16-40 and include everything from high school and college students to professionals that work for government, the private sector and elsewhere. The range in geographic location of players range from Sweden to Russia to Malaysia and Japan and across the United States. The diversity allows for many  world views and some issues often get personal!

But in the end, it is a game. Africa is divided into four sub-regions: North (Europe), East (East Africa and the Middle East with Iran), West (West Africa), South (Southern Africa north to the Central African Republic). A current map of Africa can always be found at our website www.geocities.com/nsafrica  at the bottom of the page in the WEEKLY PICS section.  You will want to become familiar with that website and check on it daily as we try to add something new every day. Even if the homepage is not update, the weekly pics section is worked on as frequently as possible with new developments. I also encourage you to click on the HISTORY link at the bottom of the page for a week-by-week review of Africa.  

So how do you get into the game? Very easy! First, read the posts and see what are the current events/trends in Africa. Start thinking about where geographically you would like your country to be, then write to me expressing your interest in getting some land on the map and entering into the Nationstates Africa family :)  Once you have gotten settled in and met your immediate neighbors, we will work on leadership profiles and country information posting your great deeds on the website!!...or your roughish behavior if you turn to the dark side…! At any rate, it is a great region to develop your communication skills and knowledge of real affairs.   

Let me end by saying that the political hierarchy in Africa is very simple. We have monthly elections for UN Delegate and followup the week after with elections for Security Council members where 2 states are chosen from each subregion. You may only vote if you are on the map.
