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1 Introduction

Use this template to prepare your manuscript of  four/six pages (depending upon mode of presentation) in single spacing and two column. Use Times New Roman or an equivalent font 12 pt size throughout your manuscript, in the appropriate size and style for each section (Fig. 1). All text and figures, including footnotes, must fit inside a page of A4 size (Fig2). Leave additional space between paragraphs. Indentation is optional

1.1 Title and author information

Center the paper title at the top of the page in 16-pt. bold. Only the first word, proper nouns, and acronyms are capitalized. Avoid starting with articles or prepositions, e.g., “The study of … ,” “On the ….” Spell out acronyms unless they are widely known. The list of authors immediately follows the title, in 12-pt. regular, with each line centered. Omit titles or 
degrees such as Dr., Prof., PhD, etc. The list of affiliations follows, with clear notation for each author’s affiliation in 11-pt. regular.
1.2 Section headings and attributes
Type each section heading on a separate line in 12-pt. bold capitals, left aligned. Number 
sections sequentially, except for the Acknowledgments and References sections. Typical principal headings are 1. Introduction, 2. Theory, 3. Experimental Details, 4. Results and Discussions, 5. Conclusions, Acknowledgments, and References. Only the first word, acronyms, and proper nouns in a subsection heading are capitalized. The subsection heading is left justified and formatted in 12-pt. bold. Figures and tables should be clear and legible but sized to make economical use of space, and must fit entirely within the manuscript image of  9 “( 7.1 “.

1           No full stop marks are needed any where. e.g.

2       Italics/slanted characters be used for underlined portions, e.g. Indian J Pure & Appl Phys, should be set as Indian J  Pure & Appl Phys, (no underline)

3      After references number use only TAB and not the variable space for full stop.
