The last meeting of the school year was held on June 8, 2006.

PRINCIPAL’S REPORT:

The Smokey Bones fundraiser was FUN!  We should receive the report of how much money was raised on Thursday, June 15 at the Recognition Breakfast.  Both Carol from Smokey Bones and Robin from Wal-Mart have been invited.
Tuesday night’s forum on Newington Public School went very well.  There is only so much we can do to decrease costs of running the school.  The panel will be looking at ways to increase enrollment.  Three areas that the school specializes in are Technology, Foreign Language, and Special Education.  The teacher aides are paid out of the special education budget.  There has been awesome progress this year from the Special Education students.  Mary Reddick is following students closely at the middle school and high school.  Mrs. Reddick may be actually saving the district money, since she is making sure that Newington students are the only ones who are seen by the special education staff during the hours that Newington School District is paying them.

The last part of Artist in Residence for this school year was instruction by Patrick Nearing, President of the UNH Juggling Club.  He came to the school on June 7.  He taught grades 5 and 6, who then taught grades 1 and 2.  He also taught grades 3 and 4.  They all started with juggling scarves.  He offered to come back next fall.  He also invited one and all to Monday night open sessions of the UNH Juggling Club in front of Thompson Hall on the Durham campus.  
The school will have a busy summer.  Major projects will be the bathroom renovation and moving the library.  Helen Maldini notes that the roof will be fixed this summer, and a French drain will be installed in front of the building to draw moisture away from the wall.

Mrs. Rist has some leads on the computer technician and technology educator.  Mrs. Maciolek has organized the school’s computers quite a lot, and has taught Mrs. Rist and the teachers.  The new technology educator will be at the school 1 ½ days/week.  The plan is to have the educator in the classroom helping teachers integrate computers into lessons on other subjects.  The Technician part will be done on a contract basis with a company.
In news from the past, JUMPROPE FOR HEART raised $1098.00!  The school will most likely do this again in February 2007.  The school chose to do “Pennies for Patients” this school year instead of the St. Jude’s “MATHATHON.”  The school may do “MATHATHON” in the fall.

COFFEE WITH THE PRINCIPAL:  Wednesday night’s presentation with the County Attorney was informative and scary.  He said he would come back next year.  Children need to be taught not to put ANY identifying information onto the internet without a parent or guardian watching them.  It is so easy for pedophiles and other criminals to find children through this information, and children of all ages are nowhere near as skeptical about strangers on the web as we would like them to be.  Also, the terms that must be accepted when using some web sites actually grant the site access to your computer’s hard drive!  The Attorney mentioned that parents can install key stroke trackers on their computers.  He then cautioned that using hotel computers could be risky, because someone else may have installed a key stroke monitor.  Mrs. Rist will provide more information about internet safety topics in her last newsletter of the year.
