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INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING TEAM ENTRY CARDS

1
RECORD all names IN STRICT ALPHABETICAL ORDER. Mis-spelling Players' names leads to Un-Registered Player Reports and General Confusion.

2
In the columns headed "Previous Grade", "Year Season" and "Position Finished" please give details of PREVIOUS PLAYER EXPERIENCE, remembering that it is ESSENTIAL that a FAIR PLAYER HISTORY be disclosed. If a Player only "filled- in" in his or her last Season, then  unless more than two or three Matches were played as a "fill-in", refer back to the last complete Season played. If in doubt, note both Seasons. Remember that you should disclose details from other Associ​ations such as the NSNTA, NSLTA etc. Clubs mis-representing the standard of their Players will_be_penalised. 

3
If the Player has no previous record, please give some indication of his or her standard, preferably by comparison with another Player in the Team whose standard is known. Forcing the Match & Permit Committee to guess at a Player's ability is the major reason for Teams being incorrectly graded. "New Player", "Social Player" and "No Previous Experience" mean absolutely_nothing.

4
When entering a "GRADE APPLIED FOR", remember that there are several Sections to each "Letter Grade", i.e. B1, B2, B3. These can be made even more specific by the addition of a "+" or "-", indicating "Special" or "Reserve". 

5 It is essential that Team Entry Cards are fully-completed – including all Team 

Member contact details.

6 It is anticipated that nominated players will be available for play throughout the 

season, for finals and for umpiring commitments.

7 Clubs may make application for Additional Registrations during the season. 

Players so nominated must not be stronger nor better than Team Members. They must have played three matches as Substitute Players prior to nomination. (Refer to Match Result Sheet.) Applications close immediately prior to the second last match of the season.

8 Team Entry fees (and Affiliation Fees if applicable) must be remitted to the 

Secretary at the time of electronic lodgement of Team Entry Cards.
