Dear State Presidents,

This past August, delegates at the National Convention in Cleveland, OH, voted to amend the NASCOE travel policy to clarify the policy for NASCOE Officers attending State Convention.  With State Conventions and Area Rally’s around the corner, I felt it is important to make sure you all are aware of these changes and how I would like to see the process to work when you are inviting a National Officer.

The changes that were made allow for an officer to be invited to State Conventions, Board of Director Meetings, or State Conferences, but states are still encouraged to invite their respective Area Executive Committee Person.  We do not want to leave them out of these very important gatherings.

The changes to the NASCOE travel policy are as follows:

State Associations shall be reimbursed 100% of the cost by NASCOE for visits to their state when the Area Executive or Alternate Executive attends their state convention, Board of Directors meeting, or State FSA Conference if they are the only NASCOE representative invited.  State Associations shall be reimbursed 50% of the cost by NASCOE for visits to their state when more than the Area Executive or Alternate Executive (such as National Officer or National Committee Chair) is invited to attend their State Convention, Board of Directors meeting or State FSA Conference.  If a state invites only a National Officer or National Committee Chair to any of the events mentioned above, the respective state will be responsible for 100% of the cost.  State Associations can request additional financial assistance for special circumstances.

In order for NASCOE to keep track of State Conventions and what states are inviting a National Officer, I am asking all State Presidents to forward National Officer Invitations to me.  Please remember this is not limiting you to whom you invite or which officers you would like to attend your state convention, it is only intended to help us keep track of Officer Schedules and travel needs.

Again, I want to thank you for all you do and for your continued support for our organization.
