Buckeyes shut down Ceramics

	CROOKSVILLE - Another week, another poor performance from Crooksville's offense. 

The Ceramics managed only 78 total yards in a 22-0 loss to visiting Nelsonville-York at Village Park Friday night, overshadowing another courageous performance from their defense. 
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Crooksville, 0-4 for the first time since finishing 0-10 in 2000, hasn't scored a touchdown since the first week of the season, and has only one offensive TD on the season. 

The Buckeyes (3-1) ran for 260 yards and passed for 89 more, but led only 8-0 at halftime and 16-0 after three quarters. 

It was scoreless until Bear Lewis tackled Crooksville's Aaron Adams in the end zone, a turn of events soon followed by a three-play, 30-yard drive capped by Jay Edwards' 11-yard keeper that made it 8-0. 

It stayed that way until Lewis capped a 10-play, 76-yard drive with a 1-yard plunge that pushed the lead to 16-0 in the third quarter. Edwards finished the Buckeye scoring with a 79-yard touchdown run in the fourth. 

A multi-dimensional quarterback, Edwards ran for 153 yards on 15 carries and hit on 6 of 13 passes for 52 yards. Lewis had 93 yards on 16 attempts. 

Fullback Brandon Williams' three catches for 27 yards and his 31 yards on nine carries was the lone bright spot for Crooksville's offense, which ran 26 times for 38 yards and had three turnovers. 

Chris Gleason and Daniel Campfield each recovered a fumble for the Ceramics.
