     Let me just congratulate you all for a job well done thus far!  Each month, 28 MRPFs should be submitted to me.  That makes a total of 140 MPRFs that should have been submitted.  With your hard work and dedication, a total of 109 MPRFs have been submitted during the past 5 months!  That brings us to a 78% MPRF submittal rate and a service hour total of 13,656! In fact, the New York District is currently in 2nd place for service hours throughout all of Circle K International!  Great job New York District Club Secretaries!  Just keep working hard…we can raise that percentage and reach our District service hour goal of 27,500!
