Resolutions Committee: The Resolutions Committee is charged with preparing all resolutions to be voted on by the delegates at the House of Delegates. The chair of this committee will give a report of the resolutions for approval by the House.


Sergeant-At-Arms Committee: The Sergeant-At-Arms Committee will be comprised of no less than 4 and nor more than 9 members, including the chair.  One SAA member must be outside the 4 caucus rooms during the caucus rounds.  The chair of this committee will ensure committee members are assigned properly.
