One point
would be removed for each day late
and a maximum of 3 points can be
removed for submitting an MPRF late.

tips for you to remember when filling

out future MPRFs:

Time spent at a Kiwanis Family
meeting or a Circle K Divisional
does not count as service. Only
time spent doing a service pro-
ject at one of these meetings
counts as service.

As this is a new Circle K year,
you can only report any service
your club has done since April
Ist. However, if you receive
service hours from a member
from a previous month during
the 2005-2006 Circle K year,
you can always send that to me
in an e-mail. Just be sure to let
me know which month itis from
and also provide a description of
what was done.

Be sure to fill out the heading of
your MPRF, including the num-
ber of dues paid members that
are currently in your club.

Service done outside of Circle K
projects can be reported as well!
ust be sure to provide a de-
scription of any individual service
ours on the MPRF like you
would do for any service pro-

jects done through your club.

Please make sure that the hours
isted in the service project de-
scriptions add up to the service
our total you provided at the
start of the MPRF!

Talk to your Club President and
other Club Officers to see what
District Officers contacted your
club. In addition, talk to them to
get feedback on what you should

write under the club progress
questions.

When giving the number of
hours completed for a service
project, please include the total
number of hours completed
along with the number of mem-
bers that participated.

Lastly, please send the MPRF to
myself as well as Governor
Helen and District Administrator
Johnny K.

Landmark. lts history dates back as part of the
site of the Battle of Guilford Courthouse during
the Revolutionary War. The park offers a dis-
play of recreational activities such as cultural,
physical and social activities. Fellowship Day at
Country Park will include some planned activiies
in the morning, a great lunch and then some free
time to explore the area or relax in the after-

noon.

LSSP kicks off the night of August 8th and goes
through the afternoon of August |2th. Atten-
dees will be accommodated for 5 nights at the
Quality Inn and Suites in Greensboro.
