Life Membership Drive “Sue-Sue” 

The way it works & it’s purpose:

The explanation & tradition of origin differ depending on who you talk to, but it’s idea is that a group of individuals (Sigma’s) decide to go into a form of “self savings”.  These individuals are charged with the responsibility of making periodic ($100 monthly) contributions amongst each other whereas a name amongst the group is picked, at random, at each gathering.  The name picked receives the lump sum of the collected contributions to pay his Life Membership dues ($1,200).  This continues until ALL contributors have benefited from the mass collection.

Advantages & Drawbacks

The main advantage is that a person saving up for something will now have a more controlled method in which to do this savings.  The main drawback or disadvantage is that you MUST have trustworthy people amongst your “sue-sue”!  There have been “sue-sue”’s when the participants have received their collection early in the meetings and do not finish fulfilling their financial obligation / contributions in order for the others in the group to get their lump sum.
Rules

1. Must be a financial brother of Sigma (recent reactivation accepted).

2. Must list the name & phone numbers of 3 active Sigma men that you know & vice versa.

3. Must fill out a form listing your contact information and attend & meet ALL the contribution meetings and your financial obligation to such (unless otherwise noted).

4. Must maintain active and financial status with your chapter during such time.

5. Must initially pay the 10% ($120) to IHQ directly to receive a LM# before January 31, 2003 (extended to February 15, 2003)

6. Each brother MUST attend monthly meetings (held at the end of the month, place & time will vary) with his $100 contribution.

7. If you reactivate 3 brothers (or more) and they have been verified (financial) then the State will pay / reimburse your 10% (valid thru March 31, 2003)

Reactivation

1. If you would like to become a Life Member and currently not financial, you may reactivate yourself.  The fees for 2003 are as follows (note “A” = Alumni and “C” = Collegiate):
National Dues (A - $110; C - $60)
Late Fee (A - $11; C - $6)
Reinstatement (A - $12.50; C - $6.25)




Regional Dues (A - $20; C - $10)
Late Fee (A - $2; C - $1)

2.  If you reactivate 3 brothers (or more) your Regional Dues, Late Fees & Reinstatement Fees will be reimbursed (valid thru March 31, 2003)
