Rules

Grading Policy

Homework 15%

Current Events – Current events are due once a week according to your grade.

Classwork 35%
Jumpstarts – On most days when you enter the room there will be a “Jumpstart” on the back board.  Copy the assignment & number it in your binder and begin work immediately.  Keep your Jumpstarts in a “Jumpstarts” section of your binder.  Jumpstarts will be checked frequently.  Each Jumpstart is worth 5 points and will count toward your classwork grade.

All tests are announced and are worth 100 points.
