When Is It A Good Time to Worship God?

When He Answers Your Prayers

(Genesis 24)


Abraham’s servant had quite a task; he was responsible for selecting the bride for Abraham’s son Isaac.  The servant was ordered to seek a woman from Abraham’s relatives in his own country.  He was to ask the woman to leave her family, friends and home and be joined to a man she had never met.  Obviously, the servant was under some pressure.  So he turned to God for help.  He prayed, “May it be that when I say to a girl, ‘Please let down your jar that I may have a drink,’ and she says, ‘Drink and I’ll water your camels too’ – let her be the one you have chosen for your servant Isaac.”  It may seem like a strange request, but God answered his prayer just the way he asked.  Beautiful Rebekah came and drew water for both himself and his camels.  And what is the servant’s response?  He bowed down and worshiped God (v26).  Later when Rebekah’s family heard his story, they agreed that God was at work and sent Rebekah to be Isaac’s wife.  Again, the servant’s prayer was answered, and again the servant bowed down and worshiped the Lord (v52).  


God still answers prayers.  Sometimes, not as we would want, but God does answer us.  Can’t you recall some of God’s answered prayers in your life?  Usually, I spend much more effort requesting of God than observing how He has answered my prayers.  Do you?  Abraham’s servant reminds us that answered prayer is no small thing.  It’s not to be overlooked.  No, it is a good reason to worship God.  Perhaps today you could find time to recount some answered prayers and bow down before the Lord.  He is worthy of all praise and honor and thanks.                        

To God alone be glory,
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My thanks again for the support of all those who made possible our recent trip to India – especially to my favorite church member, who kept our home front intact while Dad was away!  

God richly blessed those 16 days.  We all arrived home safely, and the Lord added a great many people to His Church.  I was able to preach in 27 villages, with names like Jangalagunta and Mannarupolurukandriga.  Of those I preached to, 922 were baptized into Christ, and the total our team saw baptized was over 5,500 in those 2 weeks.  They are now part of local church congregations, some of them brand new.  The local preachers will work with them now.  Past study has shown that over 80% of these people will remain faithful to the Lord.  That’s a tremendous rate of retention.  Zane and I will take an opportunity on a Wednesday evening in the near future to share more details about this trip.

Why this amazing response?  In retrospect, I think there are two main reasons.  One is the hard work of the local evangelists who have spent months making contacts, staying in the villages, making arrangements for the meetings, and training their own co-workers.  These are the real heroes to be remembered.  The people I worked with were diligent workers, and their hard work prepared the way for the amazing responses.  Brother Sathya planted, Brother Probaker watered, I spit on it, and God gave the increase!

The 2nd reason is the power of the gospel.  Here are these people, many of them have spent 70 years worshiping at the feet of idols, at decorated trees and animals, burning incense and offering devotion to a god that has never done anything for them.  Their greatest hope in life is to die and come back to earth a little better off than they were.  Along comes the news that there is one, personal, loving God Who wants to have them live with Him forever in heaven – One God Who has lived among us, died in our place, and Who lives forever.  Now do you see why they’re so quick to respond?  Paul said, “I am not ashamed of the gospel because it is the power of God unto salvation for those who believe – first to the Jew, then to the Gentile.”  Just that message is powerful.


Incidentally, there are somewhere around 1 billion people in India.  If I’ve done the math correctly, for each one Indian who accepted Jesus during this trip, there are still around 181,817 who haven’t.  Please join with me in continuing to pray for the souls of people there.

Now, here on the home front, I’m more convinced than ever that the message we carry as Christ’s ambassadors is as powerful and needed as ever.  Every day, we’re taking the message of life into a society engulfed in idolatry much better-funded but just as empty as the deception of Hinduism.  And I am as convinced as ever that when people are shown the value of knowing Jesus against the emptiness of materialism, they also will gladly embrace real life.

Let’s have our theme for this year on our lips every day!  Speak it, show it, live it!  Get into the habit of saying to people,  Come and See!
