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General Rules:

All classes are open to amateur growers and designers.

Judging will begin promptly at 9:00 a.m.

The classification chair reserves the right to mark “not for competition” any exhibit not of show quality, late entries and those not conforming to the flower show schedule.

The committee will endeavor to protect all exhibits against loss or damage to exhibitors’ property, but cannot be responsible for loss or damage.

See awards rules for judging procedures.

Only required personnel will be allowed in the room during judging.  Note asterisk on page 2.

The Show will be open to the public from 11:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.

All exhibits must be removed after the Show on Saturday, between 3:30 p.m. and 4:30 p.m.

The decision of the judges is final.

Awards may be withheld if not merited.

Rules for Horticulture Exhibits:
1.  All specimens MUST have been grown by the exhibitor, or if container grown must have been in the exhibitor’s possession 90 days.

2.  All horticultural specimens should be labeled with the correct botanical name (genus & species), variety or cultivar, when possible.  (The common name may be added.)

3.  More than one (1) entry per class may be made by an exhibitor, provided each is of a different cultivar, type or color.

4.  The committee will subdivide classes by cultivar, type and/or color.
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5.  All entries must be checked by the Classification
Committee and each entry tag/card must include exhibitor’s contact information and club name.

6.  Exhibitor must provide proper-sized clear glass containers, with no design, for cut specimens. 

7.  All specimens are to be a single bloom or blooms on a single stem.  Miniature or petite specimens must be three stems to a container.  No foliage is to be exhibited except that which grows on the stem only.  Cut specimens should not have foliage below the waterline.  All exhibits must be clean and free of insects.

8.  Measure length of shrub or vine specimens from cut stem to tip as noted in the schedule.

9.  See:  Scale of points in Flower Show Handbook, edition 2007, pp. 297-308.

10.  Horticultural exhibits are to be placed by the Placement Committee.

11.  Endangered native plants may not be used, unless grown by the exhibitor from plants obtained from nurseries.

12.  Minimum number of entries is twenty (20).

Awards for Horticulture Division:
THE AWARD FOR HORTICULURAL EXCELLENCE (Horticulture Top Exhibitor Award)

The Award of Horticulture Excellence may be awarded only to the named exhibit of FRESH plant material judged as the finest in the entire Horticulture Division.  It must score 95+ points. Point system is based on the NGC standard. Ribbon color is green, orange and blue.  See Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition, p. 42. 
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THE AWARD OF MERIT

The Award of Merit is a section award and may be awarded to a botanically named, blue ribbon winning exhibit of FRESH plant material in each of a designated number of sections.  The Award of Merit cannot be given to an exhibit unless it has the correct botanical name and it must score 95+ points. Ribbon is orange.  See Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition, p. 43.

OC DISTRICT COLLECTOR’S AWARD
Each exhibit must contain at least five (5) different cut specimens, exhibited in individual containers.  Containers should be uniform and labeled with correct binomial or genus and cultivar name.  Container grown plants need to have similar containers.  Plants must be labeled with correct names either on a label or with a label or with a chart.  Each specimen within an exhibit must score 95+ points.  Ribbon is brown and green.  See Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition, p. 44.  Must make arrangements in advance to enter collections.

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RULES FOR DESIGN EXHIBITS:
Designs must be entered between 7:00 & 8:30 a.m. on Saturday, November 22, 2008.  Only exhibitors and the  committee will be allowed in the area during this time.

Design class is open to all amateur designers.

All design entries must be registered in advance.

No artificial flowers, fruits or foliage can be used, nor can fresh plant material be treated in any manner, except as indicated in the schedule.

Accessories are permitted in all classes, unless otherwise specified.

The use of any part(s) of plants on the state conservation list is strictly prohibited.

Display space requirements are noted in the schedule.

All judging is based on the NGC standard system of judging found in the Flower Show Handbook, 2007 edition, pp. 5-7.  

Designs must be the work of one individual.  If you are unable to fulfill a design, please let the committee know ahead of time so a replacement can be found.

AWARDS FOR DESIGN DIVISION
In order to qualify for top design awards, the exhibit must be a blue ribbon winner, either creative or traditional, scoring 95+ points.  See scale of points in the Flower Show Handbook, 2007 edition, pp. 45.

TABLE ARTISTRY AWARD
All general Design Award requirements must have been met.  Exhibitor has complete freedom to choose plant materials and other components for this award, within NGC policies.  Schedule is not permitted to specify type of plant materials or components to be used.  Ribbon is purple.  See Handbook for Flower Shows, 2007 edition, pp. 38.
