Orange District Meeting

February 4, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 9:50.  Carole asked that three club presidents review the minutes of the general meetings.  Homer Wishek of the San Clemente Club, Caron Mount of Sea Isle, and Sharon Smith of Canyon Crest volunteered to review the minutes.  The minutes of the October 1st meeting were approved by 3 Club Presidents via email.
Virginia Carlson described the designs that were brought as part of the raffle.  Carole introduced the Anaheim and Del Norte Clubs’ officers who had arranged for the meeting.  Former District Directors and the Executive Board were introduced.  Our special guest, Robin Pokorski, the CGCI President, was introduced.

Carole is working with the old members of the Floral Arts Guild to re-institute the club.  It was announced that the Palms to Pines District is having a Flower Show and Luncheon in Banning.  Attendees were urged to start preparing for Garden Week in June.  Anaheim is having a Flower Show and information about it is on their website.
When it was time for the speaker and she had not arrived, Harriet Behrens and Eleanor Barbour filled in with information about succulents and cacti.  Anaheim is having a speaker on the third Friday of the month who will talk on succulents and cacti.

The written treasurer’s report was put in the Presidents’ folders.  The balance as of October 1st was $10,738.42.  Total income was $3478.50 and total expenses were $3582.31.  The balance as of February 4th was $10634.61.
Our speaker, Deborah Lee, finally arrived and gave a very interesting talk on succulents and cacti.  She also demonstrated how to pot a collection of plants.  The pot was then included in the raffle.
Under Old Business, Carole said that the District by-laws will be reviewed at a meeting with the Club Presidents on March 1st.

Betty Jackson spoke about the upcoming Garden Study School.  The School will take place at Soka University on March 28th and 29th, 2008.  Registration info is in the Club Presidents box.
Under New Business, it was suggested that Julie West be contacted to ask her if she can ask Rogers Gardens if we can use our Club member cards to get discounts.  Virginia Carlson made a motion to hold the 2011 Winter Board Meeting in our District.  It was seconded and then passed with no opposition.  Robin explained that the reason for the long lead time is due to contracts (i.e. with hotels) that need to be made way in advance.  After some discussion about a Design Tour event it was decided to table it until we get more information.  After some discussion a motion was made and seconded to suspend the Gardener of the Year for 2008.  A committee will be formed to review the criteria.  The motion passed unanimously.  Robin addressed the attendees and told us about 2 Flower Show schools that have been scheduled.  Information is on the State website.  She also told us that grant money is still available for Blue Star sites that need refurbishing.
Paddee gave an update on the refurbishing of Modjeska gardens.  The Tustin Garden Tour is coming up and information is in the Presidents’ box.  Sea Isle reported on their success in refurbishing the curb area of Edinger in Huntington Beach
