This arrangement requires that Hole 3 Draw be bent down a whole step: b3

Play the tune at a steady and slow-ish tempo (like the marked 90 beats per
minute), so that each note can be heard distinctly.

The melody should progress smoothly, with each line phrased as a unit.

All notes should be in pitch, and the tone and attack should be
the same for all notes.
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
