
Roy Moore’s extremely strong Christian beliefs drive him to take a defiant stand in this issue over the Ten Commandments.  Moore’s beliefs are so strong that he is considered to be a Christian Fundamentalist.  A Christian Fundamentalist, by definition, is simply one who belongs to the most conservative wing of the Christian faith.  Moore expresses his Christian Fundamentalism through his support of the expansion of the death penalty and how he feels “that it is his duty to keep the Ten Commandments posted and to open court sessions with prayer” (Kurnit).  His actions also serve to further support his character as a Christian Fundamentalist.  For example, sometime in 1997 in Etowah County, Moore issued an injunction that prevented the schools within his jurisdiction to enforce a District Court ruling that “prohibited schools from endorsing or sponsoring prayers and other religious activities”  (Kurnit).  Although Moore doesn’t actually have the power to issue injunctions of this kind, he still persevered and the injunction was passed.  Another instance occurred in early 2002 when Moore denied a lesbian the right to have custody of her children and ruled in favor of her ex-husband.  Moore classified homosexuality as a sin that is in direct violation of both revealed and natural law. In his verdict he quoted both the book of Genesis and Leviticus as legal grounds to justify his decision.  Moore felt that the “sin” of homosexuality was severe enough to be punishable by death, which goes beyond complying with his Christian Fundamentalist beliefs and could even fall under the category of Christian Reconstructionism.
