Special Reminder - Opening Night

Before we get to news on November and December, we must remind you about a very important event coming up on Sunday, October 22 - the OLA 20s/30s+ Opening Night.  This is our opportunity to do two things: remind the parish about our group — what we do, how we contribute, why we’re so much fun, etc. AND spark some interest among new young adults to learn more about us and participate in some of our activities.

We ask that you do the following:  

Show up!  Come to 6pm Mass, wear an OLA 20s/30s+ shirt if you have it, and stick around afterwards for the reception.  The food and drinks are already taken care of (many thanks to those of you who volunteered to bring stuff!), so just bring yourself.

But if you feel funny about walking into a party without anything at all, here are some suggestions … 

1) Bring an item for Project WeeCare.  Project WeeCare collects different food items each month and distributes them to needy families in the community.  This month, the group needs grains and canned meat products (examples: cereal, rice, pasta, crackers, tuna, deviled ham, beef stew, etc.)  There will be a basket available in the back of the church, so drop off your donations there as you walk into Mass.  (The basket will be brought up along with the gifts.)

2) Bring a friend.  Bring two friends.  Bring ten friends.  We promise we won’t put them to work or make them sign up for anything (except maybe to leave their name and e-mail address with us).  Think about anyone you know — relatives, coworkers, neighbors, potential love interests, etc. — who might enjoy meeting some new people.  Remember, if everyone brings a couple of people, we will pack the room and get some great new ideas flowing into the group.
