Pilgrimage to France

We are considering a pilgrimage of Discovery, Prayer and Community Life at the village of La Viale, in Southern France in summer 2002. La Viale, a remote and mountainous village founded and run by Jesuits of Belgium, is a place where hundreds of young people from around Europe arrive every summer in their search for God through the beauty and power of nature, a rhythm of prayer, manual labor, simple community life, modest meals and evangelical teaching. At La Viale all nationalities share life together. Taizé songs in various languages -- French, Dutch, English, German, Italian, etc. -- undergird prayer in the chapel. Lectures and discussions are also held in the different languages. 

The approximate cost will be $1,200 that will cover air and ground (train) transportation, modest lodging and simple meals.
