Piko`ole (no piko):

*A piko sentence can become a piko`ole sentence if the piko is the same as the kikino.  This is because you omit the piko if it is the same.

*ua becomes i if it is a piko`ole sentence.

Piko Hou (new piko):

*A piko hou sentence stays a piko sentence, so:

*papani jumps and uses a-class possessive

*ua ____ becomes i ___ ai;
*Ø ____ becomes e ___ ai;

*e _____ becomes e ___ai.

Pua is the person that saw me.

3.  `O Pua kai `ike ia`u.
Pua is the person that saw me. (ka mea i =kai)

4.  `O Pua ka mea nana i `ike ia`u.
Pua is the one, that aforementioned one, that saw me.
