Heart Diagram
In the diagram of the heart below, label the 4 chambers (right/left atrium, right/left ventricle). Then label the tricuspid, mitral, pulmonary and aortic valves. Next label the blood vessels: aorta, superior vena cava, inferior vena cava and pulmonary artery and vein. Finally using blue and red colors to indicate blood rich in oxygen and blood high in carbon dioxide content, draw arrows showing the direction that blood flows through the heart (start with the superior and inferior vena cava).
