A hierarchy of settlement
A hierarchy is an ordered grouping of similarly classified features.  They are arranged in order of importance and usually form a pyramid.

· The larger the settlement the further they are away from other settlements

· The larger the settlement the fewer there are of them

· The larger the settlement the more services it will have.
