Predicting the eruption of Volcanoes
Before a volcano erupts several changes take place.  These can be measured, recorded and the gradual changes used to indicate when an eruption can take place.  

Tremors - Seismographs
Magma increases ground temperature – satellites 
Swelling and Bulging – GPS Clinometers, Tilt meters
Gas and Steam – measuring gas concentrations on the ground
