How do we calculate changing population size?

Both Birth Rate and Death rate together determine the size of population.

Birth Rate [BR] = the amount of live babies born per 1000 population

Death Rate [DR] = the amount of people who die per 1000

The difference between BR and DR is termed the Natural Increase 

NI [Natural Change] = BR – DR

Migration is also important 

Emigration is when people leave a country [think Exit]

Immigration is when people enter a country [think In]

TOTAL POP = BR – DR + IM – EM
Natural Change has slow response rates whereas migration can change rapidly

Doubling time is the amount of years it takes for a population to double its size.  The shorter the period the more uncontrolled growth is.  It usually relates to LEDCs where infrastructural change is most limited.  
Why are infant mortality and Life expectancy important?  
Infant mortality indicates the Deaths which relate to young denying them reproductive rights.  This will limit the population further up the structure.
Life expectancy adds to the DR as longevity maintains a higher population.
