Places in Japan which determine our perception
_________ was the first city in the world to be subjected to nuclear warfare.  The city was heavily damaged in World War II by the nuclear weapon Little Boy, the second such device to be detonated, and the first ever used in military action. The American atomic bombing along with Nagasaki was the major factor leading to the surrender of the Japanese government six days after the latter attack.

The site of a major earthquake in 1995 ______ is located on a minor fault above the destructive margin of the Phillipine and Eurasian Plate.  

The magnitude was 7.2 but only 5500 people were killed and 230 000 made homeless.

Considered the capital of Japan ________ is a prefecture, similar to the counties of England.  The government of Japan is based here and the emperor resides in the imperial palace, crossed by the Nijubashi Bridge.  Most of the city surrounds a large bay which includes the cities of Yokohama and Kawasaki. With a population of 27 million it is the largest conurbation in the world.
The site of the 11th Winter Olympic Games in 1972  _________ is on the northernmost island in Japan.  It was the first games held outside of the USA and Europe and the first in which the Japanese won Gold medals.  The 2006 Winter Olympic Games will be in Torino.  [Turin]
