Note open your command prompts in windows and type following commands.

Create Virtual Environment

Go to your project folder (where you want env):

python -m venv env

Activate Virtual Environment

On Windows (CMD (command prompts)):

env\Scripts\activate

Install Django Inside Env

After activating:
pip install django
Check:

python -m django --version

Create a Django Project

django-admin startproject myproject
Now go inside the project folder:

cd myproject



Create an App

Inside the project folder (where manage.py is):

python manage.py startapp myapp
