I am writing to you as a constituent and someone who feels it is important to support our troops by concrete action.




The General Accounting Office (GAO) found that approximately 16,000 active duty members of the U.S. military file for bankruptcy each year. The current bankruptcy laws provide little protection for active duty military. Earlier this year, a G.I. Protection Amendment was proposed to remedy this situation and prevent military personnel from being victimized while serving their country.

This effort has the support of the Military Officers Association of America, the Air Force Sergeants Association, the National Consumer Law Center, the National Association for the Uniformed Services, and the Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United States and the Adjutant General of the Illinois National Guard.
