It has been said that there is no force so powerful as an idea whose time has come, and the time has come for a new tradition two paths of earth-based spirituality.

And the MCC? Well, it isn’t going away, it will continue to be the basis for learning and growing in a greater organization, serving it’s part in reaching goals which will encompass much more.

A community no longer needs to be bound by geography; a community is formed when people of like minds band together for a common purpose.  MCC’s purpose to encourage religious diversity and freedom for all will be guaranteed by pulling together people of this conviction together.

What does the coven do?
Statement of Purpose

Light of the Goddess is a coven of the AnkhaCross tradition.

We are a spiritual order that utilizes personal insight, learning, ritual and magical practice to promote personal and group teachings on the Universal Deity.  Members take an active role in their awareness through coven and personal rituals, Sabbats, Esbats, discussions, and open festivals. This branch of witchcraft recognizes and honours both goddess and god.  Emphasis is on learning to live in this world as well as the others around us. And defending your self with and without weapons.  We have no set limit on the size of the coven. We have 3 degrees with an extra degree elder, which has two degrees in the title.  We welcome anyone to join.  AnkhaCross pagans make use of the kabbalah, runes, celebrate the 8 sabbats, and also emphasize the talents of psychic awareness.  We do not work skyclad, and stress initiation as the formal means of entrance into the coven. We try to have polarity balance between male/female energy.   We use the basic tool athame, pentagram, pentacle, censer, wand, and chalice then including the broom, sword, and staff. We use both goddesses from the Egyptian pantheon and goddesses from the Celtic pantheon as well as gods.
Community service
MCC serves the community at large, not just pagans.  Social service projects of the MCC have included organizing a Help The People In Need Fund; and is working on buying land for a 2nd chance animal shelter for unwanted pets.

Ask a Witch
For those in need of counselling or other religious services, the MCC maintains a list of local licensed pagan clergy available to perform weddings and/or handfastings, wiccanings, house blessings and other life rituals.

The Children of Isis

I have founded the Children of Isis.  This is more than simply a series of workshops, but rather a comprehensive program of workshops and activities designed to stoke the fires of creativity while personally empowering a child by opening their true potential.

The Children of Isis will also be focusing on finding and developing presenters and facilitators.

With these twin goals MCC is acknowledging one of the most powerful truths facing the pagan community today – children are our future.

Look for Children of Isis activities at all MCC’s events in the future, as well as special workshops to be presented on their own in the future.  All children’s admission fees to MCC events go toward the Children of Isis program.
