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Herr Graf, the Accused’s paternal grandfather, was exiled to Ireland.  It is not recorded in history when this took place but it was perhaps a short while before Kurt Anton was born (in l910).  It was an ambition of Viennese parents for their children to be born British citizens.  This could be achieved even by being born on a British ship.   There was probably an army of Smihs and Jones who were secret ship-born foreigners.  According to Accused-mum Herr Graf was “disinherited” by “the family” for becoming a Christian or (Roman) Catholic.   It occurred to the Accused that this statement contained at least four mysteries.  What was meant by ‘the family’?  What was meant by “disinherited”?  What was meant by “Catholic”?  What was the crime?

The family would be defined by the list of  Onkls.  These, however, were surely Kurt’s Onkls at a later date and not his father’s Onkl’s in 1910.  This family appears to have been a Friendly Society containing some people with the surname Graf into which even relations by marriage and their relations by marriage did not object to being recruited - and all were “Grafs” and all were Onkls and Tantes.  The term “disinherited”, the Accused was told, referred to exclusion from the family law of  providing finance to impoverished relatives to enabe them to set up a means of earning a living.  It was supposedly a crime to become a Catholic because the Grafs were Jewish.  But a Christian who is not sure whether or in what sense J.C. is God is called a Jew.   A Jew who is not sure whether or in what sense J.C. is not God is called a Christian.   The Accused is unaware of any evidence that any Graf,  other than his mother, who was not Jewish, ever entered a synagogue or met a Rabbi or possessed Jewish paraphernalia.  The Grafs did no look typically Jewish.  In Vienna and Dublin Roman Catholicism is the uncontroversial version of Christianity.  So it is not clear why being Christian or Catholic should have been a crime and, therefore, it is also not clear what was meant by ‘Christian’ or ‘Catholic’ when those words were used to define crimes.   According to Accused-mum the alleged crime was that Herr Graf had become a Catholic in the hope of retaining his job as a civil servant or of being awarded a Grafdom (which would have made him Graf von Graf).

Herr Graf taught at a Dublin grammar school and Kurt studied at a Dublin grammar school.   There is no report of Herr Graf having met Sir Roger Casement, as might be expected from an Austrian  Minister of Finance, but he will meet in the film of  the book. At some point, for some reason, they returned to Vienna...possibly around 1924.  In Vienna Kurt attended the presigious Schottengymnasium, their equivalent of Manchester Grammar School, in central Vienna.  There he was known as Der Irre, a typical Austrian pun meaning both ‘The Irishman’ and ‘The Mistake’ or the ‘Congenital Aberration’.  He spent his time playing the piano, filling notebooks with reviews of  plays and operas, writing a play and poetry.  He considered himself to be too bulky to be an olympic athlete or footballer and to short to be world heavyweight boxing champion.  However, he opined, bulky people float on water.  So he came second in a swimming race.  [As a matter of fact, in adult life, although he 5ft 8” and thirteen stone, he was not fat.  It is a mystery what swimming stroke gained second place in a race with more than two participants.  Neither he nor Accused-mum are known to the Accused to have used any stroke except the sidestroke!].

Herr Graf worked in some sort of an office.  Was it perhaps during this second period in Vienna that Herr Graf  was a Minister of Finance.  But that, surely, could not be.  There was no Kaisar and no Hof.   But then the Austrians would not have known this.  They sat around in the same coffee houses unaware that anything had changed in the previous fifteen years exchanging reports about the Austrian Kaisars Naspoleon, Maria Theresa and Franz Joseph.  Franz-Joseph’s greatest claim to fame was his longevity and the length of  his reign, believed by all Austrians in l950 still to be in progress.

Kurt entered Vienna University. About this time Frau Graf conveniently divorced Herr Graf.  We do not know why, though both Accused-mum and Frau Graf reported that he was very wicked.  But then all men were).  Frau Graf married Professor Spatenka who was the typical Swiss or Austrian who appears in tourist adverts dressed in a lederhosen and a tyrolian hat sitting on a bench outside a mountain villa brandishing a pewter mug of schnapps.   Professor Spatenka was a specialist in Latin and ancient and modern Greek.

It was convenient for Frau Graf (‘Oma’), now Gusti Graf-Spatenka, to discard Herr Graf became, with him out of the way, she was free to do the rounds of  the Onkls to raise funds to finance Kurt’s studies at Vienna University.  This Accused-mum reported with jealousy and resentment  - apparantly because she believed herself to be a peasant without the required social skills, while Oma supposedly pretended to a countess and was a great social success.).  In fact, it seems only to have been the Rich Onkl who provided finance (though supposedly he acted as banker for the Onkls acting in concert and, the accused suspects, that Herr Graf, who had disappeared, might have secretly contributed via the Rich Onkl).  Accused mum also reported with jealousy and resentment that the Rich Onkl refused to to hand over the money to Oma because she would have kept all or most, claiming it was payment for services and provisions.   The Accused in his early years supposed that the tones of condemnation in his mother’s narrative at this point referred to Oma’s greed.  He realised even then however that his own mother had an even more possessive attitude towards any money that might come in his direction.   However, as he grew to know her better, it seemed to him more that she approved of  Oma’s alleged greed as the rightful enforcement of the First Law of Heterosexualism and that she was jealous because Oma came so close to enforcing it.   Accused mum also reported in tones of resentment and condemnation that Kurt had to visit the rich Onkl every two weeks to collect the dole.  Again, in his infancy the Accused supposed that this meant that the Onkl tormented Kurt with lectures and threats of  terminating the payments and kept him short.  Accused dad however reported  in later years that he had enjoyed the visits.   It was maybe that Kurt was unable to visit Accused mum when visiting his Onkl.  The Accused cottoned on early in life that if his mother had the chance, were he in need of such a subsidy, would not only make absolutely sure that all money went to her,  that the Accused would get little or none, that he would be prevented by maternal meddling from obtaining cash from any other source and that he would be required to report not fortnightly but weekly to be cruelly tormented.

At Vienna University Kurt attended the lectures given by the Jewish professors  to the Jews, whereas the Nazis attended the lectures given by Nazis.  In alternative terminology, those who received the lectures for degenerates were ‘communists’.  Or they may have been foreigners or homosexuals.  The Nazi party was nominally the Labour or Workers’ party  but was supported also by the Military Officer Class.   It was an organisation of  people born with the right to jobs.   The standards required from the Nazi medics, as in the corresponding situation of  l960s Britain, when there were also two rival educational systems, were lower than those espoused by the Nazis, but the Nazis got the jobs.  There was therefore in Austria at that time (presumably 1929-34) a social system akin to that in Britain in the l960s where employment was restricted to members of approved social classes (the Working Class and Military Officer Class) and what was supposedly reserved for the degenerates was taken away and converted into lucrative working class or officer class occupation.   The Accused found that medical practice was reserved for the Public School, with whatever posts they did not envy being given to a separately created social class of improrted slaves.  There is a difference however in that in  Austria there was a long-established degenerates economy for the ‘Nazis’ to steal whereas the opportunities for degenerates in Britain grew up during World War ll and were limited and not solidly established when in the l960s the Nazis appropriated them.

There was open  hostility between the Nazis and the Jews (or communists or whatever:  The various labels were in effect synonymous).   The accused when originally informed of this supposed that the young people involved were engaging in a sham for the benefit of the audience and the Press but that the two groups would make sure that they never came into contact with one another,  that anybody could belong to either side and that it was easy to evade street barricades by nipping down a side-street.  In the l960s the Accused was informed that the disturbances were more serious.  On the other hand, the degenerates were not so completely crushed in Vienna as they were in l960s Britain.   The refusal of income can be more savage than the open hostilities.

Whatever the case, there was in Central Europe and some parts of Western Europe antagonism between Nazis and Communists.   Although in Russia or in parts when they were later invaded by the Red Army the roles may have been reversed, for present purposes the Nazis will be assumed to be the bosses and the Communists to be the losers.   In the heterosexualist triad that has been described a Superbitch persecutes a Him who in turn persecutes degenerate woman, who also contains, internally repressed and persecuted within the degenerate woman, the real self, the qualities of a human being or what a human being wants to be.   In a heterosexualist hierarchy,  from the point of view of the real self or the objective outside observer the Superbitch always differs from a Him only be some trivial detail,  from the point of  view of  members of the hierarchy,  of  stupendous importance but from an outside point of view even no difference at all.  It may just be three stripes on a tunic instead of  two or a Mogan David instead of Swastika.  Communists claim that their preferred socio-economic system is a democracy and Nazi bosses may also say that their minions actually want the government which they are ordered to want.  However, the third degenerate hierarch which is repressed is democracy, which is seen by the superior hierarchy as ‘anarchy’, organised confusion, an inferior version of their own totalitarian system [the term ‘anarchism’ was originally used for what we call ‘democracy’].  In the l930s the British Public School saw Hitlers invasions initially as his saving various ill-governed territories from communism.   But there was no real difference between the two gangs and the members of one could readily switch from one to the other.

The Accused’s mother came from a different background.   Her father’s family came from a ‘village’ on th border  between Hungary and Austria.   Although the accused cannot remember the name, it appears on maps as a major Hungarian city - which means it must have had a population of at least one hundred.  The hundred lived on ‘farms’, which from Accused-mum’s account sounded like sizeable farms.  The men of the village may not all have been brothers of  Accused-mum’s father, Hans Pendl, but a good many of them were.  The women, presumably, were the Pendl witches.  The road or path on which the villagers trod when on their way to visit relatives had across it an invisible line.  On one side was the ‘Hungarian-speaking with the inhabitants  also occasionally termed Hungarian or German without the ‘speaking’ added.   If so those on the Austrian side must have been the only Austrians who spoke German as we currently understand it.  The accused was assured that the villagers (living on the Hungarian side) were Hungarian rather than Magyar or members of some other named Hungary-inhabiting tribe and that they spoke ‘Hungarian’ and not Magyar or some other language.  

One of the Pendl brothers was the venerated mayor of the Hungarian part.   He therefore was the only person in the village important enough not to own a farm.  At least three Pendls owned farms in the Austrian part.   Or maybe their wives owned the farm.   It made no practical difference.  If in fact there wee only two Pendl brothers with farms, according to the principles whereby family history was related, there would be farmer A, and then another farmer B, and then another farmer A, and then another farmer B.  But the best interpretation available is that there were at least three.   By other principles there was an infinite number of farming Pendl brothers just as there was an infinite number of paternal Onkls.   One of the farming Pendls was a cut above the rest because he owned a stud farm.  There were two further Pendl,  brothers who had decided to become millionaires in ‘America’ -  accused mum revealed in her eighties - one who owned a ‘ranch’  (‘Is that the American name for a farm?’, she asked) in a place which may have been called Chicago and the other who owned a farm in a place which may have been called Santiago (except for it not being in the City centre - this is not unlikely.  There are dozens of Santiagos in the the Americas, though this one seems to have been in Argentina).  There was a further Pendl brother who was head gardner to a Graf, which carried equivalent status to being a Graf.

The accused’s mother was a Theckla Casca.   It is spelled thus in what records the Accused has seen and not Kaska.   The C (now usually an ‘S’) appears to have been used quite often in  pre-l907 central europe where a K would now be natural  (eg Jacob-Creutzfeld Disease).   Ms Kaska came from a Bohemian family of farmers or peasants.  The Accused supposed during his childhood that his mother’s mother during hers had spoken Austro-German.   She did so on the one occasion he met her.   Accused mum later in life revealed however that she was embarrassed socially by the fact that her mother could not speak German and that that also made it difficult for mother and daughter to communicate.   Ms Kaska, it was now revealed, spoke Russian, which could be the explanation of the handwriting Accused-mum produced when emotionally affected which she insisted was ‘Gothic’ but actually consisted of wavy lines (somewhat similar therefore to Cyrillic handwriting).   The story about Ms Kaska was supported by another tale.  When the Russian army settled in Austria and was billitted in Austrian houses, most of  the population greatly feared the Russians.   Ms Kaska, however, because she spoke and understood their language, got on famously with her Russians who turned out to be general issue entertaining young men who were not greatly interested in militarism or politics.   Possibly they they provided nylons.   Although the audience may have seen photographs of well-fed  Russians accompanied by emaciated Austrians - the Russians claim to have been generous.  Accused-mum’s brother Hans however lived in the American zone and the Americans had rather more nylons and hamburgers to offer.   However, it was only his wife, Tante Mimi, who maintained regulation Austrian bulk.

There was no report of  Ms Casca, nor of  Herr Graf, also supposedly Bohemian (Bohmisch) speaking Czech or whatever they speak in  Bohemia.   But this does not prove they did not.  The Accused’s parents, in any case not very forthcoming with information, were a  little cagey over this question.  The Accused’s parents never  broke into Czech, except for a few words in his mother’s  ‘Austrian’.  But then she did not remember Russian either!   People may forget languages familiar in their youth or cease speaking some language they once spoke.

Since Hans Pendl was the poor relation he migrated to the city to become an even poorer relation.  There the Pendl family became housekeepers of and looked after the market garden of  the summer home of a Viennese Jewish Jeweller,  Herr Heldwein,   There were two children,  Hans and Hilda.   Ms Casca, known as ‘Mutti’ was the zenith of perfection.  However, despite her  being later revealed as only speaking Russian,  was addicted to assaulting Hans Pendl’s Hamlet-like erogenous zons, the external auditory meati.  This however  troubled Hilda more than her father. 

“How so you put with up with it?”, she asked.

The Accused would not have been permitted to ask such a question.

“No trouble at all!”, answered her father, “It goes in through this ear and goes out through that ear and it does not register as it passes between.”

Amongst the most frequently recited anecdotes were that on one occasion Hilda and her brother were caught by their mother climbing on the apple trees in the garden.  On another,  they were caught eating the fallen apples.  Or when Accused-mum related the story she might start with the tree climbing but then describe the crime as having been eating fallen apples as if that is what is what she had originally said (or the story might start with fallen apples and then turn out to be about climbing trees).  So Mutti would yell at Hilda that she should apologise for her dastardly criminal activity.   Because she had in her view committed no crime - she had never been prohibited from performing these acts - she said nothing.  So she was beaten ‘black and blue’ and then locked into the coal-house.   This was then a Kasten, as per Freud, a dark place with no windows.   She was then hauled out of the coal-house and her mother again asked her to apologise (i.e. to plead guilty!  Torture was being used to extract a confession).   She again said nothing and was therefore again beaten black and blue and again locked in the coal house.  This would be repeated an undisclosed number of  times and  then her father would let her out and tell her to run off and keep out of the way of  her mother.  He would deal with her and  it would  be all forgotten.   The reader will recognise this as an example of the homosexualist St George’s reaction where the father takes responsibility as opposed to the heterosexualist St George’s reaction in which the father takes the girl to the police or psychiatrist.

The reader will also recognise this maternal behaviour as example of  the Heterosexualist Orgasm in which the nanny or mother engages in a frenzied and uncontrolled assault on a small child.   Examples will be found in ‘Momma Dearest’, a biography of  Jane Crawford, an actress, written by a step-daughter.  Pip, in Dickens’ Great Expectations also suffers from this treatment at the hands of a heterosexualist stepmother.   The heterosexualist orgasm was usually accompanied by accusations of sexual impropriety and the assaulting person identifies herself with God and screams out various religious accusations and exhortations.

Accused-mum did in fact report her perfect and faultless Mutti as suffering from more typical attacks of  heterosexualist orgasm,  a feature of these being that the daughter was beaten frenziedly a predetermined number of times.  Heterosexualist orgasm is a feature of  perfection that is inherited by a dominant gene carried only by females or so it used to be according to the literature.   Accused-mum however assaulted the Accused in this manner only once, when he was eight years old.   It has been explained that heterosexualist hierarchies are inbuilt into character and that the heterosexualist is still a Him persecuted by a superbitch Nanny and when persecuting the Degenerate Woman takes on the personality of  the Superbitch.   It does appear that this behaviour can be described realistically as both compulsive and unconscious.   The heterosexualist becomes divorced of rational control  (which is a definition of heterosexualism), acts repetitively and compulsively and usually has no provable memory of the event after it occurs.

When the accused was first told this story when he was around three years old he had never experienced any heterosexualist assaults.   Possibly he was already aware that women entrusted with the care of children often behaved in this way.  It could be seen on the streets of  Cardiff and Newport.   He also had no notion what sexuality signified to an adult.  But he knew there existed  in adults what Freud might call a complex, a set of  interconnected notions surrounding  female underwear (when found on a female)  which provoked in adults irrational phobias or irrational emotions (not that the Accused’s parents had at that time displayed any such psychosis).   So Hilda when climbing the tree was flashing her knickers.  The Accused knew that adults associated the tale of Adam and Eve and the apple with their knicker-psychosis (though he thought it unlikely that humans in so primaeval a time were concerned with such phobias nor that God was likely to be) and he suspected that this was the emotion attached to the fallen apple!   The eating of  the apples was not theft.   The family were permitted to eat the fallen apples.  At harvest time the picked apples were sold but the fallen apples were stored in the loft for the Pendls to eat.   Also, the Pendls were not afflicted with germ-pbobia.   On other occasions fallen apples were eaten.   Nor is it likely that there was a prohibition against climbing trees.    There is accompanied with the heterosexualist orgasm a fear on the part of  the aggressor of  being  blamed for something by a superbitch or by  intolerance in the surrounding community.

Accused mum claimed that she was picked upon by her mother on these occasions because she was a girl and therefore the person in authority and always blamed.   In Austrian children’s books it is always the girl who is the leader.   Her brother she reported, with some resentment,   when confronted by his mother would merely smile sweetly, say ‘Bitte Verziehung!’  (literally, ‘Please forgiveness!’, the h is mute) and run off.   Accused-mum in her reminiscences was apt to portray herself as not having social skills to engender popularity and as resenting and condemning those who supposedly did.   Accused-mum also claimed that because she was a girl her brother received parental finance for his career as a policeman whereas no finance was available for her  (in later years, however, she said this was not true and that her parents could not afford to finance either child).

Another example of  Mutti’s perfect behaviour was that during Die Nod (the starvation) she would provide food for her children and sit mournfully gazing at her own empty plate.   The Accused did not feel this was perfect at all but cruelty.   A few years later  Accused-mum said that their family was not affected by Die Nod because they lived in the countryside and produced their own food.

The Accused during his first five years felt that there was an obvious discrepency between the supposed perfection of  Mutti and her actual behaviour.  He felt it was unhealthy for his mother to suppress the awareness of  Mutti’s failings and that it was a suppressed guilt on account of  that emotion that caused her to persist in the belief  that she had in fact misbehaved when thus beaten by her mother.   She would in later years still quote this as evidence that she was obstinate and disobedient (when there were much more obvious and critical contemporary cases of stubbornness)  and that she might have an aberrant character (though she refused to see any fault with her more troublesome behaviour).   The Accused felt also that the maternal reaction to these memories was not likely to prove in his interests.   She was unable to see her Mutti as not perfect and was therefore likely to believe that it was compulsory for parents to be perfect, that they would be condemned for non-perfection, and that she would in consequence have no insight into her behaviour towards the Accused.

This applied particularly to the notion of  mothers having ‘love’ for children.   If this is seen as a duty the parent, the infant accused opined, the mother will suppress her awareness of  her own resentments and the consequences of  the resentment.   It was necessary to have insight, not to be perfect.   In his early years evidence of maternal jealousy was, perhaps, minimal but nevertheless the accused did within this period concoct the notion that his mother had been jealous of  her brother,  did not fully have insight into this, and was therefore identifying him with the brother and  enacting out her jealousy against him.   If  her brother had been younger than she was, the story would not have seemed to the accused at all strange.  Younger sisters were good news, but older and first born sisters were seen to be routinely trained to identify with their mothers,  to become Superbitches and bully their younger brothers.   However, the Accused assumed from his mother’s story that her brother was older than she was.   Why else should she resent being considered the sibling most responsible or resent the parent apparently giving preferential treatment to the brother.   It did not emerge until the brother died aged 71 that he was, in fact, younger.

When the Accused was told in his infancy the oft-repeated anecdotes the Accused did notice that they reflected an excessive faith in doctors who seemed to him to have been more prejudiced city idiots who wrongly condemned the country girl.   An example of  this was that when Accused-mum in Vienna had applied to be a nurse at  (‘German’ as opposed to ‘Jewish’)  Viennese hospital all went well until a doctor at the compulsory medical examination declared her to be excluded because she suffered from ‘chlorosis’.   In retrospect it is not clear what the ancients meant by ‘chlorosis’.  It seems to have been a greenish or bluish colouration attribute to anaemia attributed in turn deficiency of iron in the diet.   Children with congential heart disease may have bluish skin.   In what is often termed (incorrectly) iron deficiency anaemia there is pallor and if the children already have green skin it would appear more obviously green, but most such green children are Martian space invaders and not Austrians.   The Accused did in his childhood encounter the occasional contemporary who had a pallor and slightly greenish skin, but they did not appear to be in any way physically handicapped.   A clue may rest in ancient references dug up by the Accused reporting that ancient medics treated ‘chlorosis’ (i.e. people whom they diagnosed as suffering from chlorosis) with sodium chlorate - i.e.weedkiller!.   The Accused does not know whether eating weedkiller turns people green.

In October l964 the Accused was informed by a registrar teaching at medical school that microcytic anaemia was accompanied by  low levels of  serum iron and therefore ‘obviously’ was due to lack of iron in the diet.   This may be obvious to the Public School.   The Accused said nothing but he felt that the logic was blatently stupid.    Dietary iron deficiency is very unliikely.   Iron is one of  the commonest elements around.  When the Accused heard this story as a three year old he did not know that iron deficiency anaemia was a delusion espoused by the Public School  but he did know that his mother’s country diet would not have been deficient in (metabolisable) iron.   He also knew that what was relevent was whether or not there were any symptoms of anaemia.   It was quite clear that  his mother was then strong and active physically and had been as a child.   The diagnosis of ‘chlorosis’ was therefore not to be taken seriously.   The doctor had to exclude somebody to earn his keep and therefore picked on the country girl who had no friends on the hospital board or in the Freemasons.

The Accused did not know until later what were the standard routines when clinically diagnosing ‘anaemia’.   When he did however he wondered whether the doctor condemning his mother had perhaps used such routines without realising that they could be unreliable.   Did the doctor, he asked, examine her conjunctivae or  look at her fingernails or her tongue?   His mother looked puzzled.  No, he had not even looked at her.  He had not taken his eyes off  the papers lying on the table, had told her she suffered from chlorosis and told her to go.

The Accused’s mother, when he was five years old, was convinced it was unwise for her to have any more children because supposedly she had had rickets (‘rachitis’) in childhood and had a spur of bone growing out of the pelvis which  obtructed the birth canal.   If she had,  it must have broken off when he was born!   Accused-mum was convinced she had contracted this disease because of  her unhealthy country upbringing and diet.  This rachitis turned out to be disease caused by lack of sunlight and/or Vitamin D and therefore might have been expected in city rather than country people!   It turned out to be disease of bones which gave people bow legs and nobbly ribs.   Accused-mum had no visible deformity of  bones!

Wherever had Accused-mum got this notion about rickets?   She had been told by another doctor when applying to be a nurse at another hospital that she had had childhood rachitis.  This doctor too did not examine her and indeed he too did not even bother to look up from the papers he was reading before sending her out.   Accused mum however remained all her life convinced about the rachitis as well as the chlorosis (despite no X-ray having been taken to verify or exclude the birth canal story.  In X-rays taken for other purposes her pelvis was perfectly normal).

There is a similar oft related anecdote about faith in dentists which may here be included.  Accused mum, as a dressmaker, had been told never to bite thread with her teeth instead of scissors.   His mother had a black tooth.   This she explained was due to ‘death of  the nerve’, she explained.  ‘What exactly was meant by ‘the nerve’ asked the bemused three year old.  Did she mean there were blood vessels in the teeth and that obstruction of these had caused pooling of  blood?  Was this possible?   The Accused obtained no answer to this and therefore that to be filed until later.    Accused mum had however been told that jerking the tooth when a tread was caught in the space in between might kill the nerve.   A dentist had told her that was the reason for her black tooth.  The accused did cotton on that his mother had fed the dentist with this theory.   It was in her character to help experts along in their confidence tricks instead of  letting them make up their stories for themselves.   The expert will always take the victim’s existing fixed delusions on board.  Why a tooth should turn black overnight we have yet to discover but accused mum was convinced, and remained convinced, that  this was the explanation of  her black tooth even though she had no memory whatsoever of ever having jerked a thread in her mouth in the manner described!   Possibly the infant accused should have tried to convey his private thoughts more forcibly.  He just asked questions and hoped this would lead his mother by own efforts to the required conclusions.

The next item  of  infallible medicine, also revealed to the Accused in his early childhood, was that his mother and her brother had been diagnosed by a doctor in their childhood as suffering from  ‘Basedov’.   As a three year old the Accused did at least know that this diagnosis was very suspicious and that his mother should have made more inquiries before believing the diagnosis.  Frankly, it seemed to be obvious nonsense.  He realised then that something did not quite make sense about the official story concerning endemic goitres but took a few more decades what it was.

Basedov’s disease, according to textbooks,  is the continental name for Grave’s Disease, exophtalmic or hyperthyroid goitre,  an overactive as well as enlarged thyroid gland.   The name is often printed as Basedow, though it is not pronounced Baisedough.  Possibly the ‘ow’ at the end is meant to signify a noise akin to a dog’s bark or wuff.   Accused-mum however used the term Basedow for any goitre.   In the present case according to Accused-mum the ‘goitres’ were caused through the water supply in Die Hinterbruhl being ‘Hochgwellenwasser’, derived from mountain streams.  It was deficient in iodine.   It was treated by provision of iodised salt or butter containing iodised salt,  though Accused-mum did not recall receiving a lot of it or actually eating it.   This is ‘endemic goitre’ which supposedly occurs or used to occur in isolated  communities living at high altitude dependent on local hard water.  The usual examples given were Derbyshire and Switzerland and in textbooks the term Derbyshire Neck was used.

The accused’s mother possibly looked slightly myxoedematous and it is possible that she had a modification of thought processes sometimes found in people once diagnosed or not diagnosed as suffering from thyroid deficiency.   Nevertheless the story she told when the Accused was three years old had holes.  Neither she nor her brother actually had a goitre!   No medical tests were conducted.    They suffered from no disability or retardation.   Nobody else in the neighbourhood had a goitre.  Die Hinterbruhl was not an isolated community.  It was on the outskirts of  Vienna and its inhabitants had access to Vienna’s Hamburger bars.    It seemed to  the Accused that it was necessary to find  some test of  the veracity of the iodine deficiency story.   This test seemed to him to be whether  farm animals suffered from iodine deficiency or whether there was any disease of local vegetation.   Accused-mum said there was not - and this is a regularly finding where allegedly there has been endemic goitre,  though some report stupid sheep in Derbyshire.   If  the animals and plants are unaffected, also,  the humans should be consuming iodine when eating them.   So this was a Public Health Scheme, the discovery and treatment by medics of an imaginary disease.

The Accused in infancy had some information about goitres in drug company adverts,  but was formally educated in the topic, in greater detail than subsequently at medical school, during his first year at grammar school.   Textbooks still claimed that endemic goitres were found in Switzerland or Derbyshire, but it seemed to the accused that if this was true the sufferers would be treated and, therefore, it was not found.  The stories had to be out of date.   In fact, endemic goitre is more of a l900 phenomenon, though as well as the Alps and Derbyshire,  the Himalayas are given as a location.  It is not likely that any medical experts knew what went on in the Himalayas!   The story was that both endemic goitre and cretinism were present in affected areas.   The initial response to thyroid deficiency in the child, supposedly, was hyperplasia, excessive growth,  but when this failed to rectify the lack of thyroid hormone production due in turn to the iodine deficiency,  the thyroid gland eventually disintegrated and the child became a ‘cretin’.   This means that cretins should be expected to be older than children with endemic goitre and every cretin should at some point have had a goitre.   The Accused had available an unequalled supply of archaic medical books and photographs.  It is true he was not permitted access to them, but nevertheless he had noticed that the published evidence did not accord with the theory.   Cretinism did not appear to have a later age of onset to hypothyroid goitre and, in fact, it seemed the other way round and that a high percentage of alleged hyopothyroid endemic goitres pictured were in adults.   That endemic goitre evolved into cretinism appeared only a conjecture and not proved by any observations.   If in fact hypothyroidism had been correctly diagnosed and treated it would no longer be possible to determine whether the goitres preceded cretinism.

Later in life the Accused noticed that it was not unusual for young people to have visible thyroid swellings (which counts as goitre).   This is called ‘adolescent goitre’.   According to the textbooks or  popular folklore also thyroid swelling occured in young pregant women.  Supposedly Egyptian princesses were fitted with metal bands round their necks so that when they would choke to death  if they were impregnated by their brothers before they were actually married or engaged to be married.   According to Egyptian genetics, as discussed in the context of the Oedipus legend,  when the parents are mother is married or engaged,  the child inherits the Royal genes and perfection irrespective of actual parentage.   Actually, the metal band was unnecessary since the girl would have been married to her brother soon after her own birth.

At medical school the pitch was further muddied through medics love of the term ‘colloid goitre’.  Medics like reciting terms when they sould impressive, particularly when they mean nothing.  No doubt there is a pathologist’s definition of colloid goitre  - but amongst medics the term appeared to be used arbitrarily and included not only endemic goitre but adolescent or normal goitre.

The Accused spent decades puzzling over the endemic goitre story.   Was it perhaps a fake?   Then he found an account in an old encyclopaedia of public health workers treating this endemic goitre with potassium iodate.   Potassium iodate is another rat poison which would destroy the thyroid gland and cause cretinism.  QED!

Accused-mum also reported not that she and her brother had been diagnosed by the mysterious telepathic Vienne city doctors’ medical diagnosis as suffering from Lungenspitzencattarh (apical tuberculosis) but they actually suffered from it.   Well, at least the doctor was not a Jew!   The standard cure for this was to be evacuated to the countryside - though, in fact, Die Hinterbruhl was itself countryside.   But then it was also customary for poorer Austrians to send their children to rich relatives  (i.e. those with farms).   Hans was evacuated to the Onkl who was gardener to the Graf and Hilda to an Onkl and Tante in the village on the Hungarian border.

When Hilda arrived at the farm, she reported, she refused to eat the food which the Tante provided.  This she said was because she was pining away for her mother.

The Accused in his own mind recalled that Mutti  had been in the habit of  supposedly fasting and gazing at empty plates.  Was Mutti trying to imitate this?   The Accused felt that perhaps she was more afraid of her mother than pining for her - she was her mother’s property.   The Accused was also aware that his mother had faith in John Bowlby’s claim that children separated from their parents became psychopaths and suspected that she now had a concealed fear that she had an abnormal or inadequate personality.   However, in this story, as in the story about Freud’s nanny, the father is conspicuous by his absence.  The Accused was under the impression that in the Oft Repeated Anecdotes his mother was on occasion telling him something, consciously and deliberately, without stating it openly and that he was not supposed to point this out because the subject was too painful.   He supposed that in this tale and its sequel she was telling him that she had been evacuated during World War l and was worried about the safety of  her father who had been called up into the army.   When the Accused put this to her in the l990s his mother replied that this was probably true but it had never occurred to her!

The sequel is that Hilda lay awake in bed at night listening to the border guards shooting people escaping across the border from Hungary to Austria.   History texts do in fact report such events, but the Accused on hearing this story had his doubts.   His mother on other occasions averred that in the Austro-Hungarian empire there was no concept of nationality.   All lived together in Vienna and there were no national boundaries, especially not between Austria and Hungary [though as a matter of fact there existed problems over the Serbian border...].   The Accused supposed the nobody would wish to escape from Hungary to Austria but rather would wish to escape in the other direction.   Hungary he supposed consisted of vast plains or semi-cultivatable land that was of no interest to any invading army.   The locals would hardly be shooting at their own relatives (who crossed the border regularly) and, were there border guards, those crossing would know where and when to cross so as not to be discovered.   The Accused suspected that his mother would in fact have been hearing gunshots in the afternoon, not night, since small children in those days went to bed early.   He supposed his mother was in fact hearing  poachers shooting rabbits or  the local home guard at target practice!

The Accused assumed, since he would have done so, that his mother would have picked berries and mushrooms in the countryside to make up for the meals she was supposedly not eating.   He also asssumed (since he would have done so) that she had conducted some researches to confirm her theory about the border guards shooting refugees and that she would to confirm her story have sightings of some border guards in uniform or of men patrolling with guns, would have located some building full of  border-guards somewhere on the border and would have seen a coffin or a funeral.   Such evidence he felt however would not be conclusive.   When he asked his mother about this some decades after first hearing the story (over which decades he had kept his comments to himself) she replied to his astonishment that she was far too shy or fearsome a child to explore the district,  search out edible berries or to investigate the alleged shootings.   The hearing of gun shots while lying in bed was the sum total of evidence and she did not even know from where, if anywhere, she got the interpretation that people were being shot while crossing the border.   As it turns out history texts confirm that there large numbers of  people early in World War l did cross over from Hungary to Austria, but the Accused was right in so far that his mother had not investigated sufficiently to rule out other possibilities.

In her later years Accused-mum mentioned that when she was staying on the farm she and other children, on just one occasion, at some maize seeds picked from a large field on the farm full of  this crop.   Accused-mum had given the impression that she considered her behaviour (at least towards the Accused) to be beyond criticism and that any other suggestion was unforgiveable sacrilage.   Yet she still felt guilty at having eaten these two or three seeds of maize and at not having confessed the crime to her Tante.   Was this a very serious crime, she asked.   The Accused verified that she had wasted no seeds and had not damaged any plants nor trodden upon the maize field itself.   As far as  the Accused could ascertain his mother had taken as her just reward for being a human scarecrow less maize than a baby rabbit consumes in an hour.   If  she had for an entire year consumed her Tante’s maize and nothing else this would have hardly have a made a dent in the crop!   It was well within country custom for the children to eat the maize!

Accused-mum was forever telling the Accused that at school she had been  Vorzugschuler (Top of  the Form).   He was therefore suprised that she was so embittered and jealous when he, a year younger than the usual age, he entered a state grammar school and found himself with the highest scores in weekly ‘mark orders’.   Only  in her eighties did she reveal that she stayed on the farm for a year longer than her brother stayed with the gardener at the Schloss (a castle or a house inhabited by a Graf).  In consequence she found herself in the same class at school as her younger brother.    This she said ‘created problems’.   It was necessary always for her to be on top.   It sounded from Accused-mum’s account that she fancied her brother’s friend.   The Accused  suggested this might be one origin of  her obsession with homosexuality.   Little girls might resent that they were expected to be angelic and incapable of activities that amongst boys were open and commonplace.   This was still true even within the Accused’s generation.  As it happens, his mother,  in her eighties, less repressed and obsessed than in her past, agreed.   The Accused had discovered that this obsession with homosexuality was common amongst women of his mother’s generation and some of his own and had unearthed other evidence for such a theory.

The secondary schools, which were in Modling, a significant walking distance from Die Hinterbruhl, were financed by the Trade Unions.   The boys attended a technical school.  One was son of a forester and therefore would become a forester and was known as a forester.  Another was son of a carpenter and therefore would become a carpenter and was known as a carpenter.  Several were sons of engineers, known as engineers and expected to become engineers.   All boys were identified with their father’s occupation.   The girls attended a Fraungewerbeschule (Domestic Science College).   The paths home from the boys’ school and girls’ school converged onto a hillock where the young  people, after school, met.

Accused mum would recollect the Grampus Ball, effectively the school leaving ceremony.   The Grampus is an Austrian demigog who together with the Christkindl comes down the Chimney on St Nicholas’s Eve (December 5th.  December 24th is the feast not of St Nicholas but of St Stephen.  It is not usual was not unusual for continentals to celebrate pagan and  Christian Saturnalia on different days.   The Russians, on New Years’ Day, had Jack Frost and his paedophile companion Snow White).  Hilda had a friend called Der  Kater (The Tomcat or the Tomboy).   Hilda was an accomplished dressmaker.   The two girls worked during the days and evenings making their dresses for the Grampus Ball.  The Accused at least until recently still had in his possession this Grampus dress and other dresses his mother designed and made.  She had in those days an elegant figure and was admired for her curly Titian red hair (as the Accused was in his thirties).

It was during her last years mainly that Accused-mum  reminsced over these childhood or adolescent romances.   Along list of young men was produced.   Roland turns out to have have had a slim figure, fair skin, blue eyes and fair hair!   This is a very sad story considering what a life of  uninterrupted misery Hilda was going to lead for the next sixty years after departing to the city seeking fame and fortune, or, perhaps, because there was no alternative.

One of  both of the Heldwein boys had been called up into the army.   Because they were Jews or because they were pacificists they were employed in a non-fighting capacity.   Let us suppose it was just one.  This youth, an engineer,  worked in the medical corps.   He used in his work a Harley Davidson Motor Cycle.   It was every young man’s ambition to own a Harley Davidson (‘an American motorcyle’).  Hilda would assist the young man when cleaning and repairing the motorcycle.

The youth also owned a dog, Bob, who was trained to detect and  assist in rescuing fallen soldiers.  Bob was a Wolfshund.  This is the variety which was known before World War l as a German Shepherd Dog, then renamed  Alsation (because all things German, including the ancestry of  the Royal Family were now banned).  Bob was very clever.  The house and estate communicated with the outside world via a gate beyond which was another gate.  The inner gate was left open.   The outer gate could be opened from outside via a ‘secret’ catch which Hilda used when returning home from school.   Would be intruders kept away because they were afraid of  the dog.   However, he was not trained to bite intruders but to bite their belts (or knicker elastics) so that the intruder would be immobilised by the knickers round her knees and be embarrassed.   Nobody however underwent this ordeal.   The Accused felt sceptical.   Would there not be an epidemic of  debagged postmen?   The Accused suspected that this story was spread around the district to deter burglars (though Accused-mum claimed that this behaviour of  the dog was a family secret).

There is a story which the Accused unfortunately has forgotten which is still repeated, generation after generation, within the Pendl family.   It goes something like this.  Bob was a pedigree Wolfshund and therefore obedient.  However, his sister or daughter Fricka was not entirely Wolfhund and therefore a cunning bitch.   Ralph who was some other relative was even less Wolfshund, loveable but stupid and easily led on by the mischievous Fricka.   “Never go walkies”, the humans ordered, “on the Pothole Mountain”.  So one day the wicked Fricka took Ralph for a walk to the Pothole Mountain.  “The humans say we mustn’t go onto the Pothole Mountain”,  said Ralph.  “Did they say that?”,  replied Fricka, “They will never find out!  They are just spoilsports!  We can have a shag in a pot hole!”.   So they reached the Pothole Mountain and Fricka suggested:  “Why don’t we go over there!  You go ahead!”.  So Ralph bounded into the indicated direction and suddenly found himself sliding into a pothole.   Fricka looked down into the pothole and grinned: “Join you in a minute!”, she promised.   It was rather a long minute but Ralph expectantly waited.   Fricka trotted back home and when she arrived without Ralph the humans felt she looked a little too innocent.  Soon they were out searching the moutains with lanterns.   After five hours of search they discovered Ralph in an inaccessible pothole from which there was no hope of escape.  So they shot him.   Fricka was never forgiven.  Or, at any rate, she became symbolic of the Fall of Dog brought on by the fickleness of  the Degenerate Bitch.

Hilda was a Vorzugschuler who was forever reading books.   The Heldweins, being  Jews, did not disapprove of  such degenerate behaviour and offered to sponsor Hilda,   She was however her mother’s property and realised this could not be accepted.  Her mother would continuously plague her that other mothers were continuously complaining about her misbehaviour of reading books when she should be ‘helping’ her mother  (though Accused-mum did not know what help specifically this referred to).   When Accused-mum played this out against the Accused he knew very well that the complaints from rival mothers were an invention.   In the l980s the Accused asked his mother whether she had any actual evidence of  these rival complaining mothers and it turned out she did not.   Nor had the rival mothers been named.  It turned out that it had never even occurred to Accused-mum that the story was an invention  nor that if it were not an invention the story about Hilda’s disobedience and failure to serve her mother could only have been fed to the rival mothers by Mutti.  The Accused had never doubted that the corresponding tales told by his mother (which she may not have subsequently remembered) were fabrications.   He supposed rather that this behaviour was transferred from generation to generation from mother to daughter through establishment of an internalised heterosexualist hierarchy in the manner previously discussed.

This ‘disobedience’, as it was called, created a Little Hans style transitional crisis or heterosexualist St George’s Reaction.    This Reaction has been described as involving the mother tormenting the father into recruiting the psychiatrist to persecute the child.   The duty of the father is to protect the child by instead invoking the homosexualist St George’s reaction (anything that is not consistent with  formal social system but engineered by rational processes is regarded by Superbitch as ‘homosexual’).   However, the mother, in the absence of the father may run to the doctor directly.   This does not contradict the basic pattern of  the Babyman (the heterosexualist male) becoming or being replaced by the Pseudocognitive Robot.   In the present case Mutti ran to the priest.

The priest duly arrived and interviewed Hilda.   The three year old Accused when hearing such stories was not aware of adult terminology or  the relevent adult concepts but he could see the system behind adult behaviour.   It does not affect the nature of the system or the mathematics what terminology is used or what complexes of ideas are attached to the variables (A, B, C etc) in the computer program.   So it did not escape the Accused that the priest was actually hired to discover which of the roles permissible to a girl of her social class she was to adopt.   The Accusation is not just what is said about the child which up to that point is untrue or meaningless but it is what the Accused must become.   There were, the Accused realised, three alternative careers:  A Lesbian, a housewife married to a man:  A Lesbian, a nun married to to the Virgin Mary: a Lesbian, a servant married to her career.   [There are actually male equivalents also to the latter two varieties of  Lesbian,  the Priest and the Butler,  and these in a heterosexualist hierarchy are Hims, babymen or Lackeys of  Woman].  The priest decided that Hilda was ‘vernumftig’ - which means ‘sensible’, not a person who chases after men and who does not wear make up or miniskirts and does not flash her tits...   Therefore she could not be housewife (since to establish this status it is necessary to chase after and capture a man).    She was ‘disobedient’, which meant she could not be a nun.   So she had to be a career servant.   Hilda believed what she was told - that she was ‘vernumftig’ and ‘disobedient’.   She took ‘vernumftig’ to be a compliment, or sort of compliment, though perhaps also a negation of  her attractiveness or social graces.   She felt she had to live up to this!   ‘Disobedient’ was a severe criticism (since after all Mutti tormented her with such an accusation) though it turns out that Hilda had no clear idea what,  if anything,  was meant by this term and was secretly and irrationally tormented by this accusation for the rest of  her life.

Hilda therefore decided she would become a nurse.   She wanted to become a doctor  but nurse was the nearest available.   Her family did not altogether approve.   She was deserting them to chase after a middle-class career in the city.   She no longer saw so much of her family. 

According to Accused-mum there was a distinction in Vienna between ‘Germans’ and ‘Non-Germans’.   The ‘German’, as far as the sociology is concerned, is the same person who in other stories here related known as the Nazi.  Accused-mum claimed that a  ‘German’ was a person who spoke Hochdeutch (the equivalent of  the Queen’s or  British  Broadcasting Corporation English) but this is very unlikely.   Accused-mum claimed that non-Germans but not Germans spoke Austrian or Austrian dialect, which was a mixture of  many languages.  German potatoes were Kartoffl  whereas Austrian potatoes were Erdepfel.  The language Hilda spoke, though she was not aware of  this, was indistinguishable from Yiddish.  Non-Germans could only work in Non-German institutions or within the separate non-German economy.   These institutions or this economy was known also as ‘Jewish’.   Just as the Accused in his youth was so remote from opportunities in the Military Officer Class that he saw the Working Class as The Privileged,  Accused-mum saw the Jews rather than the Germans as the enviable ‘middle class’ with the monopoly of  the arts, business, finance and intellectual occupations.   The ‘Germans’ were born with the right to work.   They did not have to be very bright or skilful.

Accused-mum therefore was trained at a ‘Jewish’  nursing school to be a ‘Sauglingsschwester’ (nurse who looks after new born babies or infants).   It might appear to the reader that she was simply being used as cheap labour and that she should have been paid.   However, there was a fee.  There were scholarships or awards for those who could not afford fees available.   Hilda applied for remission of  half  her fees.  She could have applied for remission for all of  them and this would  have been granted  but she did not dare or was too ashamed (much the same was to happen to the Accused when he entered Casmbridge University).   She therefore supplemented her income by sewing at night for rich ‘middle class’ Jewish ladies [The actor Michael Caine has reported that his mother, who lived in the East End of  London,  where the native language was Yiddish, earned a living this way].  She ‘hat die Augen ausgeneht’ and it was during this period that she supposedly blackened her tooth by the mechanism previously indicated [She didn’t.   This is caused by ingesting some drug  when the new dentition is emerging.   Tetracyclines do this, but they were not then yet invented.  The infant accused  suspected his mother might as a child have drank iodine - not because there is any reason to suppose it blackens teeth but because it black or, at any rate, dark blue].   While other girls chased after boys she would be sewing or on night duty.   The Primar and ward sister only trusted her to do the night duty during which she would be in charge of  several wards simultaneously (there was a ward sister  but she might be occupied with other business elsewhere).

The student nurses lived under some anxiety.   They might Get  The Blame.   One of  her colleagues had not been on the spot when a baby had died.   It was not easy to be everywhere at once.  She had nevertheless been dismissed.   There was a memory of  babies having died during an epidemic of diphtheria and during an epidemic of  scarlet fever.   As a matter of  fact, there was no direct memory.   The story was passed from nurse to nurse by word of  mouth.   Also, the babies did not die of  diphtheria or scarlet fever but from the effects of  vaccination.   There turns out the was in the first half of the twentieth century a considerable mortality from vaccinations and blood  transfusion  (and this was the major cause of  death amongst battle casualties).   Accused-mum had great admiration for the Primar (Principal), a gynecologist,  who had long fingers such as were required for his occupation (!).

Accused-mum after qualifying as childrens’ nurse could have proceeded in her studies further to become a nursing administrator and/or could have obtained additional qualifications as a housekeeper so as to become a housekeeper-nurse - either of  these designations carrying a higher salary than a mere nurse.   However,  maybe Hilda felt she needed to earn some money or to cash in rather than try for more.   She did as previously related apply to be a hospital nurse, but it turned out that these were ‘German’ and not ‘Jewish’ hospitals.   Accused-mum became a domestic childrens’ nurse, but, because she was not ‘German’ she could work only for Jewish families.   She obtained her jobs via agencies,  there was  no shortage of  jobs and she was paid more money than a servant (but about the same as a housekeeper).   The nurse did not come under the authority of the housekeeper and her terms of  service were determined by national regulations (there had, for instance, to be one afternoon off  every week), though she was ‘on duty’ every night.   At Christmas it was traditional for servants and employers to change roles and for the employers to cook the Christmas dinner and serve it to the servants!  Because the nurse earned more money than a servant she would be dismissed when no longer needed - at the latest, when the child was five years old.   To avoid being dismissed before that the nurse needed some skill in avoiding giving the mother the impression that she was stealing the child or usurping her authority.  Accused-mum did not find this a problem and was well treated by all her employers in Vienna.

One of  her employers was ‘Primar’ of a hospital.   She mentioned to him that she had unsuccesfully applied for posts as hospital nurse.   He replied that if she wished to work at his hospital she needed only apply.   But she did not dare do so.   It turns out this was the Rudolf  Hospital.   Accused-mum may at the time not have been fully conversant with the politics.   The Rudolf was (she appeared not to have been aware of this) the most eminent Jewish hospital in Vienna whereas the ‘German’ hospitals to which she had applied were second rate.   [Again, this was similar to the experiences  of  the Accused and other congenital degenerates in a later era in England.   They are welcomed with open arms in the ‘best’ institutions but are so humiliated by the abusive manner in which they are rejected by the worst that they come to have of themselves the low opinion which the prejudiced project on them or consider their assessment of  suitability based on social class to be held universally.

Accused-mum unfortunately tended to amalgamate several stories into one and thus the impression was given that all her employers (except this one) were called Herr Kugel (a banker) and that they all lived in the same house as the singer Tauber and the composer Lehar.   Both were Jewish (at any rate, accordint to Accused-mum according to whom virtually everyone was Jewish).   Tauber was a great hero amongst Austrian  girls who would sing to themselves a song about a Forelle (Trout).   One day  Hilda wandered into the wohnung next door (or it may have been one staircase up) where Tauber would visit and Lehar would try out his new songs.   She started playing the enormous grand piano.  Meanwhile Lehar returned home via the door and caught her at it, but he just informed her that she played the piano very well!  Tauber, who appears to be the same man as Harry Lawrie, another Jew,  later fled from the Nazis to Schottland.
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
