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The Alkibiades in Chief of  the Twentieth Century was one Guy Burgess who, according to legend, was worshipped by a Cambridge University covern called ‘The Apostles’ which proved, also according to legend, to be a training school for spies (for the other side) including the legendary  Kim Philby.  According to Accused-dad it was regulation that members of  the Secret Service had to be ‘homosexuals’ which, in this context, meant that they had no wife or family to share their disgrace if  and when they defected, in the course of  duty, to the other side.   These ‘homosexuals’ were expected to have loyalty to nothing but The Cause, which loyalty remained for life.  It was not possible just to play for the other team, with or without payment of  a transfer fee.   Indeed, it was not permissible to play for the other side in any circumstances, not even when permanently relegated to the bench or thrown into the river - and anyone who did this, if the other side did not win, would find himself in hot water.   It is necessary, to discover whether Kim Philby had the credentials to be such a homosexual,  to re-examine the Swiss Watch Dogma with particular reference to the functions of  the Perfect Male or Public School Boy (the term Perfect being here meant in a relative sense, since all males are degenerates).

“Society”, Accused-dad informed the three year old Accused as they walked from the gate, up the drive towards the House,  “ is a machine.   The person is a cog in the machine.  If the cog does not fit exactly, the machine cannot function.   The cog that does not fit must therefore be discarded”.

This, the Swiss Watch Dogma (it called Swiss to distinguish it from the Black Watch or Neighbourhood Watch), belonged to a cathechism of oft word for word repeated speeches.  The entire cathechism was attributed to John Bowlby, described the Accused’s as an army psychiatrist or  ‘Chief Army Child Psychiatrist’.  Bowlby, who did claim ownership of  the Swiss Watch Dogma, came from a high fallutin’ Military Officer Class family but the author has been unable to confirm that he was ever an army officer or  held any military rank or title.   This particular dogma, however, that of  thye Swiss Watch, was only repeated, by the Accused’s father, during these early years, on three or four occasions at the most.  It may, even, have been only once!   Accused-dad did recite such  ideology as dogma but nevertheless it carried no threat and was not indoctrination, discipline, rule of conduct, threat or required belief.  In fact, Accused-dad at least once let slip that the army psychiatrists themselves regarded their ideology as ad hoc, for the purpose of  winning the war or of economic reconstructionand not as  long term ideal.  It was Accused-Mum who became the fanatic.

Readers who have visited doctors or hospital casualty departments may have noticed that they if  they refuse treatment that is evidently incorrect, absurd or inappropriate, they are abused,  subjected to threats or violence or even forced to accept the refused treatment - or they may given treatment with which they do not agree without even being told they are to be given it or that they have been given it.   The reasons or excused produced again may be obviously absurd.   The nurses, attendents, secretaries and  outside society all turn upon the victim.  Their authority is the infallibility of  The Doctor.   The victim is accused of  claiming to know better than The Doctor.   This is a crime or insanity.  But in the Casualty Department there may not be a doctor, or he may just be a decoration, a rubber stamp,  or a fake or novice who depends entirely on the nurses.  If  he disagrees with the treatment he will be receive the same hostility from the same sources as does the patient who refuses the treatment.

It may be that once there was a very wise man or doctor who decided to put the system into place, to set up a means of  treating the diseases or  accidents that befel the nation.   To enable himself to do this he trained a collection of  people who supposedly were unable to acquire all at once his entire skill and understanding.   He taught them a potted version of  theory, or they became specialists, or they acquired the master’s knowledge and skills, but did not have the capacity to learn from experience or to amend what they were taught.  Maybe these people were also organised into a  great ergonomic structure of  Swiss Watch nature in which the activities of  every specialist had to fit in with the rituals enacted by every other.  Or there was a conveyor belt system acting according to a fixed formula.   What eventually happens in such a situation is that the tail wags the dog.   The pupils consider their potted training to be the sum total and they then impose the dogma on the master.   They become dependent not only on the algorithmic or machine like ergonomic structure to which they belong but on their own function therein, which is just a very narrow algorithm or computer program.   In the tupe of authoritarian structure which we are investigating also there may not be any  Great Master.   He may be an invention - an imaginary god in whose name the unadaptable specialists all perform.   Or there may be a nominal Great Master who is non-functional or a nonentity from a Public School whose name can be used by manipulators - or the manipulator can invent a Great Master from whom he receives his supposed orders.   This phenomenon of  the tale wagging the dog has also been encountered already by the reader in the context of  Sigmund Freud being obliged, to maintain his own reputation, to take aboard Max Graf’s dubious use of  his theories in setting up the Little Hans dogma.   It is not unusual for the inventor of a philosophy to have to identify with the simplistic and distorted version invented by critics or for his name to be used to promote dogmata he only repeated because it was the only way to obtain publication of  his works.

Thus, in the case of  the Neobowlby Doctrines,  Accused-dad was the Chief Ideologist (or No2 to Bowlby).   The Accused was the Chief  Ideologist Presumptive and was the person to be trained to be such.  Accused-mum was not ignorant or stupid - but her authority was purely one of accident, not through any qualification or  selection by any criteria.   Moreover, her obsessions were irrational, a fanaticism that shut out her own reason or capacity for criticism and shouted down any contradiction.   Through being policeman over he family she was also policeman over the nation and prevented the overthrow of  what was intended to be a temporary ideology.   But her justification for this action was not entirely eccentric.  This ideology which army psychiatrists or John Bowlby attributed to themselves was, in fact, existing ideology and social system.   Accused-mum considered (and, indeed, Bowlby said so himself!) the Matriarch to be the overall policeman, the Representative of  Society, that protected the ideology or system and destroyed all dissidence.  This she regarded as her ‘responsibility’.  Society, she believed, would destroy both herself and her family if  she did not comply.   Whether this was a truth created only by her own faith the reader will have to judge.

The Accused when he heard for the first time the Swiss Watch doctrine from his father kept his thoughts to himself.  Possibly even he did not have then available adultoid language to convey his thoughts.   At any rate didn’t.   He thought however that the analogy was inappropriate.   Plants and animals or what are known as organisms or living (though not necessarily in the sense of amming) were, according to adultoids,  composed of cells.  These could be seen down the microscope.   The Accused had received this adultoid education in biology more from his mother than his father.   It made sense.  There were animals consisting only of one cell and  plants or even animals which were strands of cells which could survive independently if split up.   Moreover,  plants could be a considerable degree be split up so that a small part could be replanted and grow into an entire plant just as if  it was a seed.   When it came to a more ‘complex’ animal such as an ape the body was composed or contained cells which still retained a degree of independence and/or the structure of  cells that in another context were independent.  These cells might be aggregated into organs or might just float around so that the greater organism, the ape functioned though there was variation in the shape or size of organs or their exact position and a flexibility in the behaviour of  the component cells.  Apes organised into a society also comprised a flexible structure not one fixed in the manner of a watch.

The Accused felt also that the Swiss Watch doctrine was inappropriate to Accused-dad since the foreigner, outsider is never employed in Swiss Watch capacity, except maybe to wind up or repair the watch.   This doctrine reappears regularly in the form of various vocabularies which also date to the l930s and l940s army.  There is the General Medical Council’s ‘fit to practice’ which refers to class characteristics and not aptitudes   Whenever in the latter twentieth century class discrimination was the reason for exclusion this was justified  by the phrase ‘square peg in a round hole’ (or it may have been ‘round peg in a square hole’: the author forgets which.   The Accused saw the strenth of the argument.  If a tentpeg with circular cross section is inserted into a hole of circular cross section it is likely to slide out.  If, however, the peg is square in cross section it can be pressed in more tightly.   For a tight fit it is desirable for the peg to be in at least two cross sections slightly of wider diameter than the interior of the hole, but, also it is advisable for the peg not to be of  the same shape as the hole.  The Public School however did not have metal sockets in mind but holes that stretch round holes of  fixed diameter.  The Accused felt nevertheless that since the shape of  pegs was variable it was advisable to adjust the shape of  the hole to accommodate the pegs.  When organising his chess club in later years, that was the principle - and that club was probably the only twentieth century organisation based on such principles - or the only one catering largely for mathematicians and scientists.

The author takes all forms of  stereotype theory to be Degeneracy Theory and Degeneracy to be political rather than scientific.   In the nineteenth century Degeneracy Theory was disguised as a supposedly scientific ideology - Neodarwinism (which preceded rather than followed Darwin).   Each species or sub species was obliged to be stereotyped since it had been perfected to live in a particular environment by a particular routine (the human species to which this did not apply being therefore degenerate and to be eliminated).   Or the individual might live in a society, in which case it was adapted to live within the society and the society supposedly was adapted to survive within the environment.   ‘Survival’ was also seen as intensely competitive and no characteristic of the perfect organism was permitted other than to have a use in the ‘struggle for survival’ (which made the organism incapable of evolution).

If the Neodarwinists were right, or to the degree that they are right, the human would just be an uninvolved observer.  In fact, it would not be known who were the ‘fittest’ until millions of  years later, when the fittest were either long gone or  on the way out.   Fittestness is a retrospective disovery.   If  the Platypus was fitted with a wooden spoon and there were a great many Platypi, though none with silver spoons,  it might be presumed that the possession of a wooden spoon was an ‘advantage’.   But this need not have happened.  The first Platypus with a wooden spoon, however much of an advantage it might be,  might have been snuffed out at birth by the Nazi.

However, even Neodarwinism as a supposedly scientific theory was projected under the guise that the ‘advantage’ would be recognised prospectively and that it was a duty of  the ape set upon the duty of survival to commit suicide or to give evolution a hand by less altruistic means.   Neodarwinism became a justification for whatever social class system existed and for whatever buggeration took place.   The winner was always right and the loser always a degenerate.   The perfect had to be perfect and imperfection eliminated and therefore it was important not to be Found Out.  The perfect apparantly were somewhat injudicious when legislating what was perfect or required.   To prove their perfection and innocence they had to buggerate some innocent degenerate.   The Degeneracy Theory was always a theory of social class to justify social class.   The cogs in the Swiss Watch could only be accurately moulded within a specialised social class which produced only such cogs or just a limited series of cogs, each very accurately defined.

It is desirable for the militarist to dig up some ‘objective’ ethics or morality in the sense that it is outside the individual and is taught by the expert and can be identified with the General or his nanny.   The ‘objective’ morality recognised by the amming or degenerate ape is not considered by the militarist or goblinoid to be objective.  It belongs to the amming ape and could induce her to rebel.   This ‘objective’ morality is provided by the Law of  Nature - that which is,  though with a little spindoctoring.

The Accused from his earliest years was on friendly terms with  All Species.   However, he was deprived of access to Television and therefore knew nothing about animal behaviour or animal politics.   Written texts said very little about this politics, or if they did mention it failed to hammer home the implications.   The Accused did not have the benefit of  seeing a thousand times the same lion killing the same valuable zerba on a game reserve and, therefore, was lacking the essential knowledge shared by all experts and society upon which sophistication was based.   Had there been an exam question, it would have been about this Zebra.   If  there had been a training course,  familiarity with the subject would have been defined entirely by this Zebra.  When the Accused first saw a TV Nature Documentary he concluded immediately that it was ‘obviously’ faked and when he saw more of  them, they were still ‘faked’.  However could the Accused be aware of  what was not known to the world for another fifty years that these documentaries were ‘faked’.

The words spoken or information given by  the socialised ape, in the absence of  direct access to the fact to which the information refers (or if  the ape who receives the information is himself socialised, perhaps even in its presence)  is merely a collection of words, pictures or allegations.   The  methods whereby it may be determined whether the events represented by these words or pictures is ‘truth’ differ from the criteria by which an amming ape determines the ‘truth’ of  her own (rather than second hand) observations of  the outside world.  In fact, they are just about diametrically opposite.

There supposedly apes called ‘scientists’ whose second hand reports are as reliable as direct observations of the real world and whose own observations are reliably conducted by the methods previously discussed and without self-deception.   There scientist is however a very rare species of  degenerate.   In the Middle Ages, according to History,  there were at any time no more than one or two of  these ‘scientists’ alive within the world at one time.  Some, of course, might have been in China,  which History did not reach and there might have been a few million who were eliminated as degenerates and who have been written out of History.   So the ‘scientists’ who survived History had to be nasty types.   Today, we are told, there are millions of scientists.  Not so.   They are as rare as they ever were.   The alleged ‘scientists’ are laboratory assistants or  Experts or  goblinoids who have been put on a two week’s training course by a drug company, dressed in white coats and  paid £30.000 a year.

The following are amongst the characteristics of  Fiction.  It is clearly communicated.  It is the story which the audience expects and which it might reasonably expect in advance the witness or expert to tell.   It is the standard story, or the story in newspapers or consistent with the great body of  socially accepted contemporary history.   It is complete and consistent.  It remains the same after repetition, is confirmed exactly by one or more further witnesses, is repeated over and over again and is identifical to some other tale told on a previous occasion.

The reader may have noticed that confabulations may be full of contradictions or that when one AIDS fabrication is refuted by fact, as objective consideration might have anticipated, another is substituted to maintain the original political objective.  This another phenomenon.  Some goblinoid classes are addicted to this type of truth    Then the answer to any question is ad hoc, in accordance with the objective or need to avoid buggeration,  but the previous answer is forgotten.   It is a truth in isolation.   It is not that the reports are inconsistent with themselves - the previous allegation is forgotten and no longer exists.

There was and is nothing  unusual about films, videos or pictures being faked.   The goblinoid  depicts what he supposes is the truth or what he can get away with or manufactures what he considers to be an illustration of  the text.   In the l960s there was a law that wherever journalists gathered together in any number there were riots.  There were then television pictures of  ‘a riot’.   The producers looked under ‘riot’ in the index of  videos and the riot shown was always the same one.   Goblinoids when viewing a picture however imagine they are undergoing a similar experience to an amming ape watching the happenings in the real world.   However, as with their observations in the real world,  there may be information even to an uncommitted observer obvious in a picture which contradicts the story that is being attached, but the goblinoid does not notice.   The goblinoid’s observations of  the outside world are in any case apt to be interpretations or conclusions and to have gaps in observation fit in with retrospective pseudo-observations or pseudo-memories.   The socialised ape, in company, comes within seconds to remember seeing what is perceived as the social consensus,  quite apart from any conspiracy and amendment of  reports or memory that takes place later.

The Accused, when serving at London Medical School in the l960s went oft in the evenings to the Preview Cinema on Edgware Road.  Very few film critics attended previews.   The companies would also produce leaflets with a summary of  the film and advertisement of  its merits.   The film described in the leaflet ws a different film from that which actually appeared - but newspaper reviews were all Leaflet and remained so.   Before the main item there would be a preview of a preview, an advert for the next film.   The advert was a little film in its own right created by cutting out segments from the original film, some or all of which had to portray attractive young women in negligible attire and then rearranging the segments to create a new film with a new plot with relation to that in the film being advertised.   The TV nature films could also be recognised as being rearrangements of  clippings,  one scene being recognisably the continuation of one earlier but slotted into a different place.

A good  TV nature film should  be about lions.   At least, a lion should appear somewhere in the story.  The lion, after all, is the King of  the Jungle.  He eats everyone else.  Everyone wants to be lion or  the cherished servant of a lion, basking in his glory.   That is why  there no longer that many wild lions around and still less wild tigers.   According to Degeneracy Theory, the lions being superior, should survive while the sheep, which are eaten by lions, should not.  It appears however  that  there can be sheep without lions but no lions without sheep and that the apes, as the new bosses, have a use for sheep but none for lions and are not generous towards rivals.   There does however remain a career in TV for large people who eat smaller people.

All TV nature films have the same plot.   The photographer has to sit for hours to obtain a picture which fits in with the plot.  Fortunately most popular nature film animals now live only in reservations and can be trained or  the scene can be set.   Animals living in jungles can be very unreasonable pottering around for hours doing nothing in particular unaware that they are expected to act out some standard item of  behaviour.  Also, is not actually necessary for the lion cubs to be eaten.  It is true that with so many photographers and journalists milling around in the jungle a rival lion or tiger might be tempted to think something is up and to investigate quietly during the night.  But, in fact, lion cubs are valuable Tourist  Reserve property and highly unlikely to be eaten.   All that is necessary is to show a picture of an empty nest - which is absolute proof  of  the predation of  the rival lion (or the parent).   It is also not necessary to fit up a great variety of sets for a single Nature Film or  for a hundred nature films in which the plot is acted out successively by different animals.   The same tree owned by the same Tourist Board can be be used for scene after scene in the same film and in film after film.   The Industry eventually managed to produce a documentary starring what they called  ‘Dinosaurs’ and one starring what they called ‘Sabre Toothed cats’ and although the actors and the plot could hardly have been authentic, it was the standard plot and equally convincing.

The presence of  humans is apt to modify the behaviour of  other people.  When the people live in the jungle and have no previous acquaintance with  television crews - though this is unlikely to happen - their first instinct is to run away.   They  have television detector vans and can detect television crews from a great distance.   However,  should the television detector vans fail and should the jungle people actually find themselves confronted with photographers that too is apt to modify their behaviour.   For an ape to interfere with the affairs of  other people, even where those people live in the company of apes, is confusing.   They are faced with situation which they cannot adequately analyse.   Thus when they are in a polite conversation with some other person and the ape arrives and starts throwing its weight around the unfortunate person does not know what is going on.   He is in a situation of fear or danger and therefore is no longer so polite or controlled towards the person with whom he was conversing.   This is  very convenient for the preconcieved notions or for the photographer.   Also, when animals live in cities or in the environs of  human habitations, they take on the politics of  the human society  on which they depend (a cat or bird, for instance, becoming dependent on  a particular human and assuming a territory which coincides with that of  the human).   In the animal reservation where the TV documentary is actually filmed the animal is earning a living and is even more obliged to adopt ape politics.

The terminology used in TV documentaries is anthropomorphic,  that is it describes the activities and alleged thoughts or motivations of  other people as if  they were those of apes or as apes see their own activities.   Not merely are they  anthropomorphic but they are Nazimorphic.   They imply that animals share the  apes’ political system.   When an ape chats with another person it may be helpful for the ape to iinterpret the other person’s language in terms of  porthole experiences similar to those of  the ape himself  or converse in language which implies that the person is an ape very similar to himself.   However,  if  the observer wishes to be come to weighty conclusions about animal behaviour he is better advised to observe in detail and simple terms what actually takes place and not to use complex concepts which are part of  ape society or part of  the psychology of  the socialised ape.   What happens then is that behaviour is eked out which supposedly is consistent with the preconceived notion,  what is seen is misinterpreted and what contradicts or is not relevent to the plot is thrown away.  The actors in the TV documentaries are a little too keen on being dominant and defending territories against ‘rival males’ and fighting with these ‘rival males’ to prove their genetic superiority to the female whose job is to adjudicate and to choose the most perfect genes.   Political systems amongst animals, even within the same species, even within a narrow region or a limited stretch of time, are highly adjustable and variable, are adapted to convenience, and  it is not necessry to conduct a great deal of argument to enforce the regulations.  The Nazimorphic terms may have their uses but they can also obscure the actual mechanisms.  In his childhood at Abergavenny it is unlikely that the Accused has been told much about animal ‘territories’ but he did notice that particular clubs of a particular species would confine themselves to a particular area.  One reason for this was that within this area they could readily speak to another, such as from one tree at one end of  the site to another at the other end.   Behaviour  of some of  these species was also consistent with the suppositions that what adultoids call the ‘territory’ was that of which the animal has a detailed and reliable internal map.   When the animal came to the edge of  the territory it bounced off  and what was outside the territory appeared not clearly perceived and therefore potential danger.   Similar behaviour can be observed with criminals or medical students.   Their ‘territory’ may be cut off by an invisible line across the pavement.   When they reach it they stop still, just as do some animals, and then turn back!   They do not own the territory.   They are confined to it.  It is meaningless to talk about ‘owning’.   The ‘territory’ is their entire world.   It may be that this concept of  territory does not readily apply to all species or all situations where the term is used but understanding is lost through interpretation of  ‘territory’ always in terms of  some possession which is vigorously guarded against rivals and never merely to the limits of  the animal’s perceptions.  In the present work the reader has become familiar with ‘territory’ as just that - the private world of  the individual or  society or club beyond which understanding does not extend.    The Nazimorphist’s  attitude towards sexism also seems somewhat divorced from reality.   There are different customs in different species,  though apes might be most interested in those where life long partnerships are set up between husband and wife which persist all the year round and not merely in the breeding season.   But no great war is involved in setting these up.   Arguments seem to take place hardly at all and those reported seem to be largely misinterprations.   Amongt the Accused’s blackbirds, for instance, there might be incidents which appear to be the winning male having an argument with the losing male.   But on closer inspection this turns out not to be much of  an argument and that both males remain part of  the family.   In fact, in the Accused’s garden threesomes rather than twosomes are commonplace, even usual, amongst many species (one of  the threesome on one occasion was a cuckoo!).    When it comes to caring for the young this can be useful.   Moreover relationships within species or between species are far less competitive than Nazimorphists suppose.   There is cooperation and organisation between families not only of  the same species but of differing species. 

The tourists at the animal reservation crane their necks and announce that this animal or the other - their favourite - is ‘dominant’ or even the ‘dominant male’ or they might suppose there exists an ‘alpha pair’.   As a matter of fact, the manager of  the reservation or the film director is ‘dominant’.  In other situations the environment is ‘dominant’.  The tourist identifies the animal with the school playground bully which the tourist aspires to be.   Animal watchers will also claim to see the male animals battling with one another to be chosen by the female (who always chooses the winner) as the purveyor of  the most perfect genes.   Terminologies and theories may be invented by scientists, who are boring people who look at the world as if  it was a chessboard, are not particularly bothered whether their terminology or  theories of convenience are accurate or permanent and do not identify their terminology and theories with their own psychopathology and politics.  Non-ape animals have to set up their own viable political systems  both within their own species and embracing all species as a whole.   There is a considerable variation even between the local political sytems of  the same species and they change as circumstances change.  There are psychopaths even amongst non-ape species, though not as many,  sometimes apparantly from birth but more often through injury or deterioration or through existence in close relation to apes.   The system has to accommodate them or deal with them, but they are a liability and not the spearhead of  evolution.   The notion that everything amongst the non-apes is determined by rule of force is an interpretation due to excessive anthropormophism and identification with the non-apes, to the supposed evidence for the anthropomorphic theories being the easiest to describe and to insufficient attention and attention over too brief a period of  time.  

There may be some value in the Nazimophist’s concepts - but the Nazimorphists are obsessed.   Their constantly repeated stories about animals being canabalistic,  eating their own young or those of the same species and of  engaging in a continuous internecine war do not bear out with observations.  Many of  the examples they quote are exceptions or  reports of single delinquent animals and may moreover not even be true (as in fact most reports of  human cannibalism have proved false).   When a Nazimorphic theory supposedly fits it is immediately adopted without further consideration.   A story which is forever quoted is the supposed driving out of most of  Britain of  the red squirrels by the imported grey squirrels.   It is supposed that it is impossible for two species to exist in the same ‘ecological niche’ and that one must drive the other out  (or one leaves voluntarily).   Naturally, it is inconvenient for two families to eat the same potato,  whether the families belong to the same species or not.   But as soon as one lives in the house next door rather than the same house they are in a different ‘ecological niche’.    The grey squirrels are traditionally more associated with human habitation than the red and indeed where one species has replaced another (e.g. rabbits replacing kangaroos) the old species is generally one less traditionally associated with the ape invader.   So there has to be scepticism on that account.  Further,  red and grey squirrels are differing animals who do not share the same ecological niche.   When the Accused first moved to the family home in Leicester in l951 there were in the garden tribes of  both red and grey squirrels.   The same was true throughout the neighbourhood.   It is true that they were rarely seen in each other’s company.   But both in anatomy and behaviour they different considerably.   Some say that red squirrels live only where there are pines nearby and this could very well be so.  However, the feeding habits of  red squirrels and grey differed considerably and particularly in winter it was the reds rather than grays who seemed to be faced with hard work.   They would be forever burrowing under the snow for  elm nuts,  whereas greys were little seen at ground level in winter nor apparantly particularly interested in elms (which are now much rarer than they once were).   What there was not ever was any sign of  hostility or competition between the grays and reds and, in fact,  although the reds are no longer found in Leicster and the greys are plentiful (as they always were)  favourite red habitations have not necessarily,  if  they survive, been taken over by grays.   It is true that the gray squirrels are present in hundreds and have an elaborate organisation  (they even once cut a tree down to gain access to the Accused’s roof, a favourite meeting place, when the creeper previously used was removed!)  and that they could  perhaps be  very good at finding ways of  overcoming difficulties - but if  the reds were not so professional in their ways, their departure is not due to being ‘driven out’.   No driving out took place.   They just disappeared.   They were less omnivorous than the greys, their was an attack on their habitats and sources of food and the cold winters were to them a greater bugbear than they were to the grays.   But there is no reason to blame the grays for their disappearance.   This story about the strong gray squirrels driving out the weak red squirrels (which actually were larger)  has been repeated again and again and again by the Nazimorphists when there is not a shred of evidence for it and it is just as likely that their environmental became inimicable.   The red squirrel did not inhabit the same ‘ecological niche’ as the gray.   It occupied a more narrowly specialised niche.

The Accused therefore concluded that TV animal documentaries were Nazi progaganda.   He did not discover until much later that this was not such an eccentric view!   The German Nazi administration had when in power produced TV animal documentaries to advertise their politics.   The author does not know what Professor Tinbergen was doing when this  was going on.   His youthful works are ammunition for the degenerate,  but he surely had to watch his step.   When he came to produce TV documentaries he did appear to consider it his duty to Nazify.   The Accused thought this was a reaction found in later years by those previously exposed to Nazi administration even where no compulsion currently exists for them to Nazify.   Tinbergen’s favourite phrase, when referring to the cavorting of  the Prep School animals behind the bikesheds was ‘Learning to Fight in Earnest’.   There is an ambiguity in the English language regarding the importance of  being earnest which does not exist in the German, where Ernst and ernst are the same word!   Not only were German children reminded of  the importance of being earnest more often than the English but the word means ‘serious’ as opposed to being flippant or enjoying oneself  as well as ‘dedicated’ and ‘of serious intent, really meaning to..’.   The significance is lost in translation.

The Accused while at Cambridge was viewing one of  Professor Tinbergen’s  programmes on penguins.   The photographers had evidently been working hard to illustrate the plot.  Professor Tinbergen was railing with ever greater enthusiasm about the penguin’s eating each other’s eggs and chicks and on how this was the greatest threat to the survival of  the individual penguin and the strength of  penguin society as a whole.   The  Accused was getting increasingly mystified.   Suddenly there appeared in view a penguin followed by a great flock of baby penguins.   These were clearly not all her own.   “How are you going to get out of that, Professor Tinbergen?”, wondered the Accused.   There was a silence.   The Accused thought he heard the Professor cursing the photographer and the compiler of  the film.  But then he chirped up again.  He had had a brainwave.    A Nanny Penguin!   Well, yes, if  the Penguin is paid for it, that is consistent with Nazimorphism and O.K.!

The tradition however turns out to antedate even  Adolf  Hitler.   Eugene Solomon Talbot M.D. begins his book book ‘Degeneracy Theory’ (1888) begins his work with the statement that it is ‘well-known’ that animals of  all species eat their young.   Apparently they do not merely eat the genetically inferior young or the weak or  those who lose out in the competition with siblings but they eat them in general.   The reader may feel that he is somewhat inferior and uneducated in that he has so rarely seen this essential principle of  maternal behaviour  which is so frequently enunciated.   Eugene however  shares an ideology with his contemporary Sir Oscar Wilde Bart., though he got the idea first.   “Well-known” means the same as “ By all let this be heard!”.   Nobody knew that this generalisation about  infanticide was ‘well known’ before Solly told them so but when told they realised it was wise to avoid buggeration by being fully aware of  what is well-known.   Solly’s theory however does not accord exactly with that of another contemporary Sigmund Freud, who progandises the Oedipus Syndrome and presumes that children, were they big enough, would be more likely to eat their parents rather than vice versa.   It turns out however that they are bigger only when they in turn become parents and that the facts more accord with the Kronos Principle.  Ziggy however has to reverse truth since, after all, the parents and the Nazis are the bosses and although the point of  generalising about All Species may be to ensure this too is done by apes it is best at the same time to deny that apes are following suit.    So Solly does not begin his argument with the Swiss Watch Dogma.   But then he is not an ergonomist.  In fact, he is a dentist.   A bilingual dentist called Solomon who practices in Germany and who is an expert on degeneracy theory is  likely to be Jewish.  Should it be so, however,  the author does not know whether this fact was discovered when Degeneracy Theory ceased to be merely, as Talbot puts it,  ‘espoused by all medical practitioners’ (which supposedly is a recommendation) but espoused also by politicians with faith in the opinions of  medical practitioners. 

It turns out also that according to Solly ‘the male invented hunting, shooting and fishing’ and, supposedly, the male ‘invented’ nothing else.   The reader may have wondered where this obsession with the male hunting, shooting and fishing came from.   The photographs and statues of stone age apes in the local museum invariably show a hut with, outside it, the female at the cooking pot and the male holding a spear with whch he is about to go out chasing  (on foot) wild elephants.  These stone age families can also be seen on television with the males chasing after the tigers and the women cooking or  tending the herb garden.   Or they may not have a herb garden - they are ‘hunter-gatherers’ in the same way as modern famers hunt cows gather corn in their own fields.   In fact, this stone age family is usually seen outside a cave rather than a hut.  The reason for this is that caves last a long time.  By the same token  the present era will be the public lavatory age.   Public lavatories will be all that remain.   The receptacles found within them would be altars on which Lavatory Ape worthipped his gods and there would be TV documentaries portraying  Lavatory Ape conducting these ceremonies.   Surely this story about stone age apes running after elephants cannot be correct?   It is highly inefficient.  One elephant will feed the tribe for a month but  it is a bit risky chasing after them barefoot with a little spear.   It would be easier to wait until one drops into a hole near the reservation.  So it now turns out that the hunting, shooting and fishing dates back to the nineteenth century military officer class and consists of  Public School Boys chasing after foxes.   If stone age apes did eat foxes there was likely to be a more efficient way of catching them. 

The claim that the male invented hunting, shooting and fishing, however,  does not hold water.  It may have been  Francis Bacon who invented gunpowder, or his wife, or maybe it was some woman in China.  It could have been Maid Marion who invented the long bow.  We don’t actually know.  If  Robin Hood was forever chasing after food in the most inefficient and dangerous manner available, he wouldn’t have had time to invent it himself.  It is also not clear why she could not  have used it once she had invented it.  But all sorts of  people hunt, shoot and fish.  It is not only males.   Nineteenth century TV documentaries showed only male lions catching zebras, but  the film directors have since had to face facts.   Gangs of female lions have been known to go foxhunting and, indeed, they do so rather more regularly than gangs of  male lions.   If male predators ever had the monopoly of  hunting, shooting or fishing, they have long forgotten about it.   Amongst birds also, if  there is a married  pair, both go hunting for caterpillars, snails and birdseed.  At any rate, they look around and if they see an earthworm they pick it up.  It  is rather more convenient to take advange of an ape who turns up with a spade than to spend the day hunting one particular caterpillar with a bow and arrow and a gang of dogs.   Some species such as the stickleback are famous for the male exclusively bringing up the babies and catching the food.   Amongst ants and bees neither the reproductive males nor the reproductive females are particularly keen on hunting meat and vegetables.   But if we have to concoct a theory, then, surely, there were females before males.   Whatever  produces the offspring or the eggs surely has to be female rather than male!  In that case,  surely, since there was no alternative, the female had to do the hunting, shooting and fishing.   Whether or not she invented hunting, shooting and fishing is a philosophical enigma, but it wasn’t the male, since he wasn’t around to invent it.

If the Degeneracy Theorist does want to postulate an invention that belongs to the male it has to be vanity.  Degneracy theorists have to have a use for everything.   So the lion’s mane has to have a use,  the stag’s antlers have to have a use and the bright colours of  the cock chicken have to have a use.   What possible use can there be for the lion’s mane?  For hunting, shooting and fishing, surely, it is an encumbrance.  Maybe it impresses the wildebeest and causes them to lie down and be eaten?  The stag’s antlers are supposedly there to enable them to butt other stags when they have an argument as to who deserves the favours of a woman or maybe it enables them butt delinquent sheep or maybe it enables the stag to hide in the bracken disguised as an oaktree.   Since the stag is lumbered with the antlers it might as well use it for such purposes, but this hardly convincing.   Stags do not argue that often and if they lock antlers they are likely get stuck.   The unicorn’s horn is rather more efficient at chastising sheep than a stag’s antlers.  The excuse for the cock chicken’s bright colours is that it frightens off cats and foxes.  It does nothing of  the sort.  The cock struts around the chicken run looking important but he is the first person the fox or cat notices and the cock or fox’s first target -  though that might be convenient for the hens.   It may be that lionesses have learnt to be impressed by manes, that hinds are impressed by antlers and hens are impressed by coxcombs.   A social behaviour of  people or  the reflex responses they evoke in each other may depend on the manes, coxcombs and antlers and maybe this results in the evolution of more resplendent antlers.  But if there were no manes or antlers it would be something else maybe more useful.   Amongst apes it is usually the females who are afflicted with the vanity gene but amongst most people it is the male!

The reader  has already become familiar with a less flattering degeneracy theory assessment of the male.  Sigmund Freud’s males have to Fulfil Their Function.   Actually this function is impregnation of  the female with cash, a civilised version of hunting, shooting and fishing - but he persuades himself that it impregnation with babies.   This view of  male function might be encouraged by observation of  the reproductive behaviour of  the Common or Garden Spider, Epeira Diademata.   Angie Spider developes in the same bundle of eggs as Millie Spider, Gerry Spider, Posh Spider and three hundred apparantly identical sisters, to say  nothing about  Tommy Spider, Arthur Spider,  Sid Spider and three hundred other brothers who also are apparantly identical to the sisters.   Actually, there are rather more sisters.   Although each of these spiders has so many siblings,  they do not notice them and go their own way without any idea what a spider looks like.   A few years later Millie Spider is big and fat and has a great web.   Tommy Spider is a wiry anorexic creature.  Nevertheless, his genes tell him he has to go on a voyage.  He voyages around and eventually finds a web.  Maybe he knows this is Millie Spider’s web and maybe, somehow, he does know what she looks like.  Maybe he is just a machine, he has been attracted to Millie’s web by some chemical and he is now  triggered into a series of  machine reactions.   Even though he may have been faffing around before this compulsion descended upon him his ‘courtship’ behaviour, as it is amongst some other people, does have the markings of  the mechanical.   Maybe the gods or genes do not trust  Tommy to search out Millie by his own monition.   If  he does not know what she looks like the gods may have a point.  So Tommy taps on the wire.  Millie sits in a cave which she has furnished out of gossammer and when the inquisitive ape taps on the web she politely ignores her, or she may rush out to the source of  the vibration.  If a bat gets entangled in the web she probably also will not rush out.  On the other hand, if it is a fly, wasp or butterfly which has gotten entangled, she rushes out and gives the visitor a friendly nip and wraps him up in gossammer and then either effects an interchange of bodily fluids with her jaws, or takes the visitor back home and interchanges bodily fluids or she just hangs him up in her nearby larder.   The vibration of a struggling fly differs from that produced by a small metereorite and Millie responds to an appropriate signal.   The problem facing Tommy or the Tommy Machine is to lure out Millie and then to hypnotise her by some appropriate tapping and then sit on top of  her and fulfil his function.   An observant ape may perhaps see this ceremony once in a lifetime.  Whatever usually happens, even if  the ape is very careful he is likely to breathe on the web.  So it is not known for certain whether what ensues is inevitable.  Tommy is very careful and it looks as if he has a chance but then suddenly Millie wraps him up in gossammer and carries him off to the larder.  Maybe he then fulfils his function by artificial insemination or  maybe he has got a quick jab in before disaster strikes.   Spiders are not committed to letting apes discover their secrets - but it does happen that Tommy ends up in the larder.   It may even be usual, though there are a great many female Epeirae and not that many males and in a good year a great many of  the females lay bundles of  eggs (which they do not eat!  Some species even keep their eggs in a bundle at home near the larder but do not eat them).    So if  Tommy is really needed for fertile eggs he gets around a bit!  Whatever the case, however, this fate of fulfilling the function and then being eaten does occur.   Thus impregnation with money is the only function of  the male and then he is merely food.   Naturally, when he faffs around before he eventually decides to fulfil his function he may suppose he has some other function, such as eating flies or winning games of  backgammon, but this is all a waste and not part of  The Function as recognised by the ergonomist.   The purpose of  the spider is the perpetuation of  spiders and all else that is function is some subfunction of  this overall function. 

A similar story is provided by the males of  ant species.    Most ants are classed as females but in fact have only half the number of chromosomes per cell as the ‘queens’ and rarely lay eggs.  The males have only a quarter of  the number of chromosomes per cell of  a queen.  The males and unimpregnated queen ants originally have wings and wander around the colony but, on hot summer days, when they know it is not going to rain there is a great ant ceremony which thousands come to watch or participate in during which the females fly off into the air and are chased, a short time later, or sometimes a short time later, by the males.   When the copulation is affected, the female decides to land back on the ground , she loses or tears of  her wings and returns back home.   The male perishes while fulfilling his function.   If  he does not fulfil function and returns back  home is told to get lost.  Some apes say that also the ‘queens’ which failed to be functioned are told to toddle off.   Ape textbooks also claim that all the ‘nuptial flights’ of all the colonies take place on the same day, only one day during the year, and  that this ensures cross fertilisation.   As a matter of  fact, although all colonies in the neighbourhood - if, in fact, the independence of colonies is a realistic concept - take advantage of a suitable hot day,  there will be flights of  various dimensions on  a successsion of  hot days.  Moreover, the unfunctioned males and females are let back in again and they may even be found inside the colonies when the flying season is over or even in winter.   But again, if  faffing around is not a function,  then the male has just this one very narrow ‘function’ to fulfil.   It may also be that male ants are responsible for the ant nuclear energy industry and write plays.

According to the fulfil-his-function formula the male has a single use - he was developed to effect sexual reproduction.  Not all species reproduce sexually.   Some reproduce both sexually and asexually or else have apparantly a mechanism of  sexual reproduction but do not use it.   The goblinoids suppose that the main issue behind sexual reproduction is the preservation of  the perfect genes.   There is a great ceremony to suppose ensure that these perfect genes are selected in the sexual reproductive process.   There has to be a great battle between the males for the right to impregnate which, supposedly, ensures that the best genes win (how exactly does it do that, whatever best genes may be?).   Or the sperms have a great race and the best sperm wins.   Maybe so.  But if preservation of  the best genes and stereotype is the objective, why have sexual reproduction at all?   Surely all that would be necessary would be to break off a twig from the original plant or a piece of rib from the original ape.   One way round this objection is to suggest that sexual reproduction is a protection against degeneration.   The genes of the oak tree are perfect but the cells deteriorate and if  new oak trees just budded off from old oak trees or new oak trees grew from the fallen leaves of old oak trees, then there would be perhaps an overall  deterioration over time.   The swopping around of genes in sexual reproduction might avert this degeneration.   It seems to the author that if this was all there was to sexual reproduction the species would still deteriorate (or ‘degenerate’).   The Degeneracy Theorists are also particularly keen on inbreeding amongst the perfect.   Rebels are more inclined to the view that sexual reproduction exists not to preserve perfection or stereotype but to permit variation and adaptability.   Although there may for the Degeneracy Theorist be some embarrassing secret about sexual reproduction,  it does seem that the male was a machine invented by the female to effect sexual reproduction and an interchange of  genes.   It would have been possible to arrange for sexual reproduction involving just two females without involvement of any separate gender, but presumably the female had some reason for chosing a bi-gender model. 

In the Accused’s era the single gender model of sexual reproduction was considered customary amongst unicellular organisms and unless there has been some dramatic discovery in microcytology still is.   The  Lesbian antedates the bisexualist.  Then the bisexualists decided to specialise and to preserve one of the reproductive systems at the expense of  the other.   If then it is postulated that the male had no ‘function’ beyond the impregnation then there both there are rather more males than needed and the male has a great deal of  redundant capacity.   If  the function of  the male is to carry the most perfect genes and not to be a vehicle of  variation, then it is only necessary for the school captain to impregnate all the nurses.  The redundant capacity carried within the male can be used to elaborate vanity, or it can be used to elaborate functions other than the immediate female functions of  creation of children and hunting, shooting and fishing.   The male could concern himself with the useless or  with long term evolution rather than immediate survival.   Thus males would be responsible for compiling television documentaries, stamp collecting, Rugby Football and nuclear physics.   Actually,  although there may be a sharp difference in gender construction and non-reproductive functions of females and males in some species,  the redundant functions tend to be shared.   But we are trying to create an argument for the Degeneracy Theorist.

Thus there emerges the viewpoint promoted by  Platon’s token woman which appears also in the introduction of  Nazi editions of  Kraft-Ebing’s Psychopathia Sexualis (and, for all the author knows, in the original editions) that the superior female has the superior functions of creating babies (i.e. lying on her back while a mechanical process takes place) and of cooking.   Woman is the Supreme Vegetable, concerned with the basic functions of survival, taken by the ergonomist to be supreme.   It would be very useful for the male to be blessed with some vegetative short time survival role of  his own, such as hunting, shooting and fishing,  though neither Token Woman nor Kraft-Ebing try on this bluff.   Whatever else males may do, such as writing music or  novels, is inferior and degenerate - the reward for failure in fulfilling the function.   Naturally, if woman does these things that is even worse, since she has no excuse!  The male, apart from the function fulfilled without difficulty by the winner (to flatter Superbitch she is pictured as choosing the winner or by whom to be raped on the basis of  the result of  the competition or war), is redundant or superfluous and his activities are non-vegetative, inferior, degenerate and without function in short term survival.   It is true that one other function can be allocated the male - that of bodyguard to the female.  Here too the male is redundant, protecting what is not redundant and that whose function is not fulfilled in ten seconds.   The Degeneracy Theorist’s faith that the male in other species is better than the female at protecting, however, is somewhat hopeful and a distortion of reality 

It is thus not entirely inconsistent with the underlying  Degeneracy Theory religion that the Public School Boy should be redundant and expendable ‘homosexual’ to be utilised a spy.   Devotees of  television will be familiar with the King Walrus model.   The fattest, most immobile,  and most senior walrus is the consultant, entirely surrounded by nurses.   There he remains until not even the nurses remain him and then he is replaced as President by the next oldest walrus in Russia.  Around the nurses is another ring, the homosexual walrusses.  They cavort on the beach and have a good time, together with the occasional degenerate nurse.   The homosexuals however are forever nipping in and cavorting also with the nurses on duty.   The consultant is forever lunging here and there to drive off  the homosexuals, but he doesn’t stand a chance.   The nurses surround him in ring  fifty nurses deep and there is a large number of  homosexuals, all of  whom are younger and niftier than he is.    What better use for these homosexual walrusses than to send them off as spies to undermine some other consultant!

However,  the Public School must not only find a use for males.  It must get rid of  the degenerate functions of males and the males for this purpose must police themselves, under the ultimate supervision, of course, of  Superbitch.   It is not inconsistent with perfection to be totally incompetent and, indeed, incompetence must be preserved.  The Public School has to get rid of  the scientists, and for this function it has created MI5 and the SIS.  Modern technology was a consirable threat.  Industrial  and technological dirty tricks and a world of  technological expertese threated to undermine the espionage world of  Us and  Them.

The upper echelons of  the Public School or Military Officer Class  might get away with being a degenerate.  Churchill managed to muddle himself  through it.   He was the son of a Lord and Prime Minister.  Bertrand,  Earl Russel, who was the son of an Earl and Pime Minister,  managed to get away with being a  mthmatician - though, admittedly, he was locked up in prison.  Like the Accused in his secondary school days he read secretly bed while his parents, who by no means approved of  his degenerate intellectual tendencies,  were asleep.   There were cases of  very rich or  high status Public School  Boys getting away with being Mathematicians.  An official High Flyer was allowed to be a degenerate, but he had to be good at at it.   The degenerate was expected to put up with the discrimination and persecution and survive nevertheless.

The greatest triumph of  MI5 was the elimination of  the Old Etonian Alan Turin.  Perhaps they had a point.  Computers are called Turin Machines, or used to be.   So presumably he invented them.  Without Turin there would be no Microsoft Windows, no Internet,  telephone call centres, jargon, Personnel Officers (though Accused-Dad was the first Personnel Officer) and employment system restricted to button pushing robots.  But  MI5 did not manage to get at Turin in time to stop all this - and even if  they had not, someone else would maybe have done the damage instead.  But it was not because of  this that Turin had to be eliminated.   He was traitor to his social class or adopted social class.   A public school boy is not supposed to be a mathematician.

The Public School eliminates its degenerates by invoking its own internal regulations.   The Public School Boy is assumed to be Guilty but must not be Found Out.   So long as he keeps to the rules he is not Found Out.  However,  there is no difference between being Found Out and being Accused.   If  he is Accused he Guilty.   Since Turin was a mathematician he was Guilty.   According to data supplied to the author,  Turin had, in fact, set up house with another boring mathematician.   Sir Alfred Douglas set up house with a poetess, the daughter of  a General, but there was a shortage of  mathematicians and this one was another Public School Boy.   That however was no use to MI5.  He was, after all, a Public School Boy.   But then Turin claimed that a ten shilling note and a copy of  Plato’s Republic had gone missing.   The police decided that this had been captured by the young lad who came round to cut the hedge.  MI5 noticed this was a young lad and therefore flagellable.  Therefore the missing ten shillings and  Plato’s Republic was the wages for legitimate flagellation or else the legitimate wages of  the mugger.

Turin could presumably just have pleaded guilty of  being Found Out at the Magistrates’ Court and been told not to be Found Out again.   However,  he concocted a notion that because he was not guilty he was not guilty.   That might well have resulted in his getting away with it.   But the Public School utilises its internal politics.  MI5 got at The Mother.   If young Alan appeared in Court that would be public disgrace and ruin and she would be ostracised from the Mothers’ Union.   Therefore she tormented young Alan to seek the services of  a psychiatrist.   This, she was convinced, would avoid public humiliation.  Anyway, it was expected.   Turin would then be guilty and found out because he would be guilty of  degenerate genes,  guilty of  his own accord and  not through inheritance of  degeneracy from his mother.   According to Librabitch this is not an exercise of  Matriarchy of  policing by woman through agency of  the Lackey of  Woman (the Psychiatrist) but domination by the male.  Freud’s nanny on first sight was the victim of  his mother who was enforcing the First Law of  Heterosexualism .  But then it turns out that she was being manipulated by the Lackey of  Woman,  Freud’s half- brother.  So eiither interpretation is permissible.  The Magistrates ordered that Turin submit himself to the psychiatrist.   Naturally, the treatment was the injection of  oestrogens.   This could naturally be expected to cause psychosis and depression.  So Turin spent his time proving by mathematics that he was God and eventually and committed suicide - and  thus MI5 won the war.

Nevertheless, MI5 created great trouble for the scientists because so many of  them were foreigners.

Their greatest triumph in this respect was exile of  Klaus Fuchs., who was Head of  the Department of  Theoretical Physicas at Harwell.   M.I.5 accused him of  accepting money from the K.G.B., for which, supposedly, the K.G.B. got something in return.   Spy writers claim that he revealed to them the composition of  the alloy used to encase the atomic bomb - which, he was unlikely to have known beyond that it was SL 239/B/2a, produced by Stewart and Lloyd’s of Corby.   If he did accept money from the K.G.B.  MI5 didn’t stop him.  Accused-mum would portray Fuchs as a person who had been wronged.   She accepted Fuch’s defence that scientists were an international community dedicated to the advancement of  knowledge collectively and that science existed for the benefit of the whole human race.   Accused-mum supposed however that Fuchs had really blurted out some secret or secrets and that he had done so out of misguided altruism and kindheartedness.    However, this is extremely unlikely.   As the Accused understands it Fuchs was accused of  transmitting ‘secrets’ that could have been  discovered by reading the scientific literature - supposing that the reader could understand it.   There were not that many theoretical physicists (who, in any case, do not build bombs)  and they depended on each other for their advances.    If  Fuchs had wanted to impart information to his Russian colleagues he would no more have used the KGB than his Russian Colleagues would have used the SIS.   The KGB,  SIS and MI5 were as much a pain in the neck as each other.  We read that SIS officer Philby could not even understand Russian.   The scientists in Britian were daily reading  Russian journals while those in  Russia were reading  English journals.  They were in free communication.  Russia was an ally. 

Fuchs ended up running off to East Germany, where he was put in charge of a nuclear power station, or supposedly so.   That was the object of  the exercise.  The KGB or Soviet Union had no use for any information to obtained from Klaus Fuchs in exchange for KGB monies, but they did want Klaus Fuchs.   MI5 fell for it.  Nevertheless,  MI5 got the last laugh!  The physicists at Harwell had been closely cooperating with physicists in Russia.   Lord Rutherford’s Cavendish Laboratory at Cambridge had not had the monopoly of  Nuclear Physics and, indeed, its graduates were few in number.   There were rather more in Russia.   Eventually, interference by MI5 threatened researches to severely that they and Russian scientists at Harwell were clandestinely transferred back to Russia.   Then eventually there was a nasty accident at the Chernovyl nuclear reactor which was followed by the appearance of  camps of  Gipsy children supposedly suffering from AIDS (known in those parts as SPEED).   The official story was that all the scientists had been forced to cooperate in a nuclear powerstation programme which emphasised mass production and rapid erection of  powers stations at the expense of  safety.  In Western oountries where nuclear industries were under less pressure to fulfil government policies, the story went,  more modern reactors were built which were not quite so dodgy.

Now that the reader has some background knowledge of  the Public School he is in a better position to examine the credibility of  the fairy tale of  Guy Burgess, the twentieth century Alcibiades.  Harold Adrian Russel Philby was known to his colleagues at Eton College as ‘Kim’.  The reason for this was, they supposed, that the ushers considered him a backward Mick.  As a matter of  fact, it turns out they were wrong.   Philby was not Irish, or probably not,  but that in itself  is little relevent.  If he was a backward Mick he was a backward Mick.  His father, however, was Philby Pasha,  a latter day Lawrence of  Arabia who set up house in Syria, dressed himself in a white sheet and was generally ‘Arabist’.   These ‘Arabists’ were a well known degenerate offshoot of  the Military Officer Class.   His parents called him ‘Kim’ in honour of  a young degenerate portrayed by the Anglo-Indian author Rudyard Kipling.   He was therefore at Eton a backward Mick.   There was a precedent for this.  The Irish future Duke of  Wellington had attended Eton College during an era, it must be mentioned lest there be some misunderstanding, when that institution had not yet any playing fields or bikesheds.   The future Duke of  Wellington was so backward that he was expelled from Eton (no factual excuse is given for this expulsion, but presumbably his backwardness was Found Out).   Kim Philby was however neither backward enough nor Irish enough to be expelled from Eton.   After all, the British government was paying his fees and there was no danger of default.  

In those days it was compulsory for Old Etonians to attend King’s College, Cambridge.  Or at any rate, if  they were a little degenerate.   If  they were harmless they were sent to Balliol College, Oxford.   Alan Turin, another Etonian degenerate, was also at Kings.   When the Accused attended next door St Catharine’s it was alleged that a plentiful supply of choirboys was part of  the deal.   Kim was to become a journalist.   To be a succesful journalist it was necessary to drink a great deal of alcohol and to become aquainted with newsworthy people.   So  Kim jointed The Apostles and became press officer to the SIS, handing the KGB the official press releases.   Fewer and fewer people however turned out over the years to be interested in articles written by Etonian journalists, particularly if  they had gone to Cambridge rather than Oxford [though Simon Hoggart, a school contemporary of  the Accused, went to King’s Cambridge].   By l963 nobody except MI5, who in any case couldn’t read,  read Kim’s articles.  He needed urgent action to salvage his career.   No journalist had yet succeeded in crossing the Iron Curtain into the USSR.  Kim had the advantage of  his connections in the SIS and KGB.   So he duly defected, but, instead of  being awarded a Nobel Prize found himself cutting out articles from British newspapers for Isvestia operatives to translate into Russian.   This had not been the plan.

Why ‘the Apostles’?   The Alkies who starred in the Symposium worshipped the perfect aristocrat,  Alkibiades.   By sufficient thinking, or, maybe drinking, they could all aspire to the perfections of  Alkibiades.  The  Apostles existed to worship Guy Burgess.   Everyone else was Socrates.  However, still, why ‘The Apostles’?   The typewriters and wordprocessors used by the original Apostles bore only Greek characters.   This resulted in the Hellenist movement in the early Christian Churches, or it may have been later, which saw J.C.’s philosophy, or that of  the Apostle John, as derived from  Aristotle and Plato.

The Last Supper, since it took place in an attic (Greek ‘anogeon’) and the Symposium in an early version of  the text  took place not on Mount Obimbos but in Attica.   So the Symposium becomes identified with the Last Supper and the Apostle John with Alkibiades.   Also, the club was a  witches covern - Guy Burgess and twelve others.   The covern had a high turnover.   Although Guy Burgess was a virgin by definition,  the rest were forever being seduced by the German Lady.   Not only Burgess, but Philby and all others whose names have ever been linked with Philby and his alleged spy ring (except those, if any, who were  educated at Oxford) are alleged to have been members of  the Apostles and ‘homosexuals’.   In most cases the evidence for either allegation is conspicuous for its absence, but, nevertheless, it is an essential part of  the story and no biography of an alleged Philby spy is complete without the Apostles and the homosexuals.   The Public School is dedicated to the School and Country - i.e. the social class.   But a covern must also worship the antigod,  the reds under the bed and inside it.   This is an inevitable consequence of  the Public School split personality.   The true self is suppressed and the only way it can get out is under the cover of  respectibility,  the veneration of  the antigod.

However, it also essential for an aspiring journalist to be on friendly turns with communists and Nazis.  They were news.   So Philby went off to Germany and hung around with the Nazi Lady and spent his time being entertained by Nazis and meeeting many communists.   This pleased .  This pleased the British Government.   They were preparing for the continuation of  World War l, which had been temporally suspended, wanted to know all about Nazis (quite a few of whom were living in Germany with which Philby was familiar)  and wanted the Russians on their side.   The Russians were communists.    They needed Philby to make friends with the Russians, that is to say, communists.   So he became the friend of  the Communists rather than the Nazis, but did not at that time try too hard to be Found Out..

Being friendly with the Russians became even more important when the U.S.S.R. officially became an ally in l942.   Philby, after his departure to Russia, to avoid shattering anyone’s illusions,  produced two books.  He claimed to have killed a great many people in the pursuit of  treachery.   Actually, he didn’t kill them himself.   He felt that Stalin was short of  people to kill and got Stalin to kill them on his behalf.   During l942-6 London was the base for ‘governments in exile’, belonging to what was described in Russia as ‘burgeoise’ political parties, of  various future USSR satellite states.   These were given overt support by the British Government but were also somewhat of  an embarrassment because of  their failure to cooperate with the allies, the USSR.   Rather than unequivocably  supporting the allied cause,  they might even undermine it in pursuit of  their private argument with the communists.   Philby claimed that he was employed or employed himself to tip off the Russians (by radio messages) whenever partizans based in Britain were parachuted into these countries.   Although this may make some sense,  the author’s investigations find no evidence for this.   The USSR forces were neither in a position to undermine these parachutists nor had any intention of doing so.   They may have met a hot welcome from the locals or may just have decided to vanish.   There would have been no difficulty in intercepting these signals, yet nothing more has been claimed by Philby watchers beyond, on certain occasions, an increased number of signals from MI6 to Moscow.  Later, when the Russians were no longer official allies Philby claims that he had to protect his double agent status by at least once turning in an intended Russian defector who might have given him away.   If he was a double agent, supposedly, this would not have been generally known amongst his  SIS and KGB colleagues and they had to be prevented from finding out.

Later (l951) Philby was transferred to  Washington and that time the CIA were worried about the Russians gaining an advantage in negotiations surrounding the Test Ban Treaties.   They had hoped the USSR would be swindled  but the USSR delegates always appeared to have the texts of  USA proposals well in advance and were able to prepare.   This does not appear a great tragedy nor a great mystery.   It was not the CIA who were negotiating with the USSR.   However, the CIA or FBI were very keen to discover who it was that was supposedly leaking information.   Part of  the Test Ban Treaty was a spy exchange scheme in which Russian observers would be planted in the USA and  American observers in the USSR.  The CIA therefore looked through the list of Public School Boys and, in their traditional manner,  chased after chimaeras.   Philby  however felt that the culprit must be the diplomat Donald McClean.   He had possibly met McLean some twenty years previously but had not been acquainted with him since and was not acquainted with him then.   McLean may or may not have had some previous connection with Guy Burgess and the  Apostles.   Philby feared that it was only a matter of  time before the CIA or  FBI found out.   For this reason he supposedly needed to rush back to London to mount a rescue operation.

To get to London,  Philby had to get himself sacked and transferred back.   He therefore got drunk regularly and engaged in all manner of  misbehaviour.   Because of  this or in spite of  it, eventually,  Philby was referred.  On the way back he called in at Hamburg to have a chat with the Swiss physician Dr Gruber and then in London called on the alcohol-loving Guy Burgess, with whom he had had little or no recent association, though they may or may not have met at Cambridge.   The object was to invoke the Rescue Clause in the contract between the SIS and KGB.  This guarantees that either organisation will accept as defectors anyone in the other organisation who finds himself  in hot water in his own country.    Burgess was merely to be told the lay of  the land and not to panic.   McLean, but not Burgess, was to be escaped.   Burgess was to hold the McLeans hand on the way to Moscow and then return.   He did not return, which caused considerable embarrassment.   Philby shortly afterwards resigned his post as SIS Press Officer and became a more regular journalist, though he later returned as Head of  the so-called Russian Department. 

Philby’s past was however in danger of  catching up with him in the mid l960s.    There was then in the Public School a great panic because of  the totterment of  Harold McMillan’s Tory Government.   McMillan himself was not too popular with the Public School.   He was regarded as a ‘socialist’.   But there was an even greater threat,  Harold  Wilson and the Labour Party.   All Loyal to the Country had to unite and it was also necessary to detect and eradicate the fifth columnists, those who might be Government Men or  communists.   An article written by Philby in The Times was not well received.   Philby was being openly named in newspapers and by politicians as the Third Man who had tipped off Burgess and McLean  (i.e. Philby had deduced from information from colleagues in the FBI that they were likely soon to be onto McLean).   So Philby went off to work in Moscow.  

James Moore and Norman Dahl in ‘Famous Lives -Crime and Justice’ tell us that largely on account of knowledge gained as Head of  the Russian Department of  the SIS left the Western Nations without any secrets worth  having.   Presumably, they had had secrets.  Philby, they write, was not motivated by expediency or self interest but  by his  great admiration for the soviet system which he picked up as an Apostle.   But does either story,  that he was a British Spy or that he was a Russian Spy, make any sense.

The Accused supposes that the story that Philby was spying for the British on the Russian is reasonable, but this because he naively supposes that Philby studied Russian at Cambridge.   In that case the only jobs open to him were in the Russian Department of  the Foreign Office or  SIS.  Also the SIS or  Foreign Office would have had to have Philby because there was a limited supply of  people who could speak Russian.  If Philby joined an espionage agency he would have joined it long before he went to Cambridge and before he met any Nazis or Communists.  People are born into espionage rather than recruited.  Like everything else it is a club.  So he would have been a British agent primarily and not German, Russian, Syrian or Israeli.  When his bilingual skills were no longer required in England, there was nothing else he could do but sell them in Russia.  Naturally, nobody would emigrate to Russia who did not speak Russian.  Foreigners in any country are unwanted and they do not stand much of  a chance if  they do not speak the language.

As a matter of fact, there were plenty people around who could speak Russian.   The Accused was himself acquainted with quite a few of  them.   They served Britain with greater loyalty than did the Public School, even though they mainly were foreigners.  But on top of that, after World War ll the youth of  Britain were afflicted with National Service (compulsory military duty).  One of  the options was to spend three years studying Russian at the Armed Services Language School at Cambridge.  When they had completed that they had the option, at government expense, of spending another three years studying Russian at Cambridge University.  Then they would have had employment available with the government.  A fair number attempted to travel on their behalf to Russia, but if  they their intentions were not found out by MI5, who would then have had them psychiatrised.,  they found the psychiatrists waiting for them when they arrived in Moscow.

However, despite this superfluity of  Russian speakers who met an uncomfortable end,  it is sworn by Philby Watchers that Philby did not speak Russian, did not write Russian and could understand Russian neither spoken nor written.   He did not even attempt to understand Russian and supposedly had an aversion to it.  In addition to this remarkable achievement, he did not try to learn Russian or pick it up by accident even when living in Russia!   This blows the Accused’s theory to smithereens!   How would you react if  you were Prime Minister and disovered that the head of  your Russian Department couldn’t speak Russian.   His main job is to read Russian newspapers!   If  the head of  the Russian Department cannot understand Russian how is he to know which love letters from Mrs Kruschev to Mr Kruschev are worth kidnapping? Or, if he is listening in to a conversation between Stalin and his bookmaker, how will he know which parts of  the conversation are worth recording.   So whatever could these Public School Boys who could not understand Russian be doing. 

Moore and Dahl claim that Phiby depleted the Western Alliance of  its secrets.  MI5, with nothing else to do,  spent much time denouncing each other to themselves as Russian spies.   There were of course the typists, the security staff and the cleaning ladies who came into the building at night - all of whom knew a great deal more about what went on than did the Public School Boys - but it would have been too complicated to include them within the suspicions.  Besides that the Public School Boys were forever drinking in spy clubs and anyone could have overheard them  - had there been anything worth overhearing.  Nobody took them seriously - other than Chapman Pincher.  They were obsessed with conspiracy theories that had no relation to real politics.  So, even had Philby understood Russian, could he have given away any secrets?   His job was to discover Russian secrets, not British secrets.   There was no reason for Philby to know what were the designs of  the Rolls Royce Aero Engine or Concorde or the date of  the devaluation of  the pound.   Even if  there had been any reason for giving this information to Philby nobody would have trusted their information with SIS or the Russian Department.  Information was given to the Russian Department, of  which Philby was Press Officer,  only if it was intended that it would be passed on to the Russians.

Perhaps Philby, or his allegedly apostolic colleagues,  were in a position to undermine false information that was being planted -i.e. reveal that is false.  Maybe be so.   There are several well broadcast legends concerning  planting of false information,  impersonations and false identities.  However, politicians, military commanders,  industrial conglomerates, football clubs,  teenage gangsters and everyone else conduct their own espionage and misinformation schemes their own way and with their own personnel.   If they did borrow someone from a government spy pool they would annex him and give instructions directly.  He would not necessarily know that he was being enrolled into a deception.  The person to be deceived would know that he might be deceived and would have to take decisions on the basis of  a greater number of considerations than the instructions of  Kim Philby.   A spy would not necessarily do what he is told and what might be described as the typical spy type might be assumed to be working for all sides.  They have a habit of  identifying with every group and every  boss with whom they have immediate contact or who buys them a sandwich.   That is one of  their uses - they are predictable.  It is necessary to know your spy and also whomever you are misleading.   It may be intended to tell the opposition the truth rather than deception.  It can save a great deal of misery.   It is necessary to calculate the effects as a whole and to take into account that what information is being planted and the reaction to it may not be entirely predictable.  The Accused believed in invariably telling the truth.  There is not a great deal of evidence that either Philby or SIS were involved in deception nor that,  if  they were, they sabotaged it.   If they did, it is unlikely that by doing so they would have seriously damaged the Western World.

It is claimed by spywatchers that alleged elevated Public School desk professionals like Philby would have lists of  active British agents, would have obtained information from them and were in a position to sabotage the information and the agents.   Spy books describe MI5 spending a great deal of time following around KGB agents.   They supposedly used the most elaborate and inefficient contrivances such as following them around in cars loaded with watchers in stead of  pairs of agents, one KGB and one MI5, just walking side by side into the pub.   It is true that some of  these men following around day by day in inobtrusively in expensive suits were sometimes insociable or rather boring with their questions about communists but nevertheless they all knew each other and there was no extra money to be made in revealing their already known identities.   There might have been typists in Russian,  USSR or Warsaw Pact Embassies or in the Kremlin recruited to leak the Dynamo football scores in advance.   It would have been very inconsiderate of  Philby to denounce them.   Philby does claim to have undermined SIS operations directed against Russia when working Turkey, but, if they were undermined, they would have been so anyway.   Philby never worked in any Warsaw Pact countries and, in any case, with his linguistic disadvantages and a physique that had British Spy written all over it he would have had some difficulty in recruiting typists.   There is no published or available evidence of  there being any of  these typists anyway.  The recruitment of  agents giving worthless information who are eventually Found Out is a KGB speciality.   But were there any typists then they would not have been Philby’s personal recruits and should he have known about them at all it would just been as agents G201 and H402.  The Public School Boys took themselves too seriously.   A specialist in any technical topic would have recognised what his rival was up to from the merest hint but had MI6 been fed with anything of  interest they would not have recognised it and would not have known what to do with it.   Nobody who wanted information from Russia that was relevent to his own activities would entrust the task to SIS and nobody in Russia with information to impart would have chosen to give it to an  SIS even if  they found one.  MI5 were more concerned with ensuring that nobody else got any information from Russia than with finding it themselves.  It is not likely therefore that Philby had any information to leak further than that the Public School were cooperating in the prevention of communications and the perpetuation of  the Cold War in order to keep themselves in a job.  If  Philby denounced any typists that would be unfortunate, but even if  he did that would have hurt the typists rather more than the Western Alliance.

An activity in which alleged spies were reported as greatly involved was importation of  ‘defectors’.   Philby himself was supposedly a ‘defector’ to Russia.   These defections to Russia were good news for the British Security Services.   They proved how much they were needed,  attracted government money and gave an excuse for getting rid of the non-true blues.   There were also numerous alleged defections the other way.  These defectors would bring with them reports of  British agents working for the KGB.   They would give the astounding information that these were educated at Public Schools and had attended Cambridge University - or maybe Oxford and held elevated positions within the security services.   If there are any such persons then they supposedly are conspiring to sabotage the defection.   If this is going on,  then this is a breach of  brotherly love between spies but it does not follow that the security of  the Western World or  of  the Eastern World is being undermined.

Well, what if  these Public School Boys were all accepting money from the KGB?   The impression has been distinctly gained that the CIA are loaded with money.   If the occasional Times editorial is passed the way of  the local CIA rep, then he sends it to his chief  and the chief  keeps supplying the rep with money and some is passed on to the supplier of  the Times editorial.  The chief knows that the editorial is useless and so does the chief of the chief.   But it is all a great game to keep a steady supply of government money.   Maybe the KGB of yore did have money to burn.   This would have gotten round the spy clubs in London and all the SIS and  MI5 employees would have been queing up with Times Editorials and extracts from Hansard to hand over in exchange for  valuable roubles.   Everybody knows this is going on and everyone wants to get into the act.   However,  if  there were a Public Inquiry it might not sound too good were the beneficiaries to tell the truth.   The KGB might ask for its money back! - or the whole spy industry might be Found Out and go into disrepute!

It is alleged that Philby, unlike Alkibiades during the politically active phase of  his life, was not motivated by opportunism but by idealism.   In the l960s there was some reason to travel to Russia in order to break down barriers of  communication.   The Accused himself intended to travel to Russia shortly afterwards with this aim but was scuppered by the Public  School.   However, that would be an entirely novel version of  the story.   There are plenty Philby contemporaries who have reported that in their youth they felt an admiration for the Russian Revolution, for what they  felt was the Marxist or  communist ideal.   They saw communism as the answer to fascism and sympathised with the communist side in the Spanish Civil War.  However,  then, they all report,  they became more and more disillusioned.   Supporters of  the Russian Revolution claim that all went well with the Russian Revolution until the British government interfered by sending over the original James Bond,  one Sidney Reilly, attempted an armed invasion and tried to foment a counter-revolution.   Their reason for doing this was that Russia, or the Soviet Union, had retired from World War l, then known as the Great War and that Trotsky (by the treaty of  Brest Livosk) had negotiated a treaty in which much of  the Ukraine (and some other territories) was ceded to Germany.   They believed the Bolsheviks to have been sponsored by Germany and to be pro-German.   Actually,  this treaty had very little meaning.   The Ukraine was an independent country with an independent government which would take its opportunities irrespective of  what was arranged by Lenin and Trotsky.   The clumsy  British intervention, the story goes, created such destabilisation that it became necessary to introduce repressive measures which then persisted.   This took place well before the era of  Kim Philby or Michael Foot but the defects took some time to come to the notice of  the British or else there were other demons that were then a greater threat.   However, not even the communist parties in countries outside soviety influence were happy about  Soviet politicies and politics and there was an open rift between these and the Russian Communist Party after Soviet military intervention into the affairs of  Czechoslovakia.   So, irrespective of  what might be ideals,  these people did not have any lasting sympathy for  the political system that emerged in Russia, which they felt was not communist.   It could have been that the Soviet Union had a bad press and that in a country of  that side there was bound to be a lot going badly wrong at any one time.    But this exclusion of  admiration for the contemporary Soviet Union from the idealism  was reported universally by the idealists interviewed.   Also, nobody at all interviewed saw any value in undermining the Western Alliance or  changing the political system through some drastic revolution intended to replace ‘capitalism’ with ‘communism’.   This they considered neither desirable nor a practical possibility.  Attempts to undermine the political system, other than gradually, or relatively gradually, through evolution and democratic processes,  they felt would create opportunities for criminals or fascists rather than achieve any ideal.    According to Philby watchers Philby retained his idealism and included within it an admiration for the contemporary Soviet Union.   The activities alleged by Philby Watchers to have been perpetrated by Philby might just be an attempt to equalise or maintain a balance of  power, but they could be taken to be an attempt to undermine the political system in Britain.   If  the disillusionment of  the idealists was justified, then Philby as alleged head of a civil service Russian Department should have been in ideal position to be disillusioned.   Even if  the disillusionment was not justified,  then the question remains how it came about that Philby was the only person who realised this.   Or maybe it was the entire gang of alleged apostolic friends who were not disillusioned - but a gang of  idealists is a rare phenomenon.

The official Burgess and Philby story is that the Public School Boy can be relied-upon to be loyal to the Cause.   However, sometimes, the argument goes,  it is the opposite Cause to which the training is directed.   The training involves a suppression of all that is contrary to the Cause or its ideology in a somewhat ambiguous manner, creates a split personality in which in the less openly confessed personality there is an identification with the antigod.   This supposedly is likely to happen more frequently where the myrmidons profess an open form of  ‘homosexuality’ rather than the private and secret form of  ‘homosexuality’ that belongs to the myrmidons but must not be Found Out.   The alleged apostolic brothers allegedly were such and felt compelled to enter an espionage culture in which they nominally represented the Cause but actually represented The Enemy.   As a reward,  and to encourage others,  the Enemy, in this case, the KGB or Soviet or Russian Government, rescued them when they were being threatened with being Found Out.   It is also suggested that their colleagues were generally sufficiently similarly inclined in order to turn a blind eye or cooperate.

The Accused however felt it was more likely that the alleged apostolic brothers were always intended to be double agents and that the possibility of  ‘defection’ was always part of  the long term plan.   One of  the reasons for the Accused suspecting this was that professional MI5 and MI6 watchers or propagandists, while loudly proclaiming the ‘official’ story in other contexts openly admitted that ‘spies’ had been trained even in considerable numbers to be ‘defectors’.   Major publicity has been given also to the case of  a supposed Jewish East End gangster, one Eddie Chapman.   This may or may not be a very interesting tale, but it is an official story and the Accused was not greatly influenced by Official Stories.   What was calculated with on the basis of  additional information or subtletey was more reliable.   The Accused recalled that Accused-dad had intimated that ‘homosexuals’ were deliberately chosen to work for the ‘Secret Service’ for purposes that included false defections.   Also, anyone recruited and given a particular role had it for life and had to cooperate in any intended deception even to the cost of  his own reputation.  This was why ‘homosexuals’ were chosen.   They supposedly did not have wives or families to share their ‘disgrace’.    Possibly the Accused also had some further  information that requires more solid verification.   The Accused considered that it must be of some significance that ‘spies’ were deliberately recruited on the basis of  being ‘homosexuals’ and that the alleged treacheries of  the apostolic brothers were encouraged by ‘homosexuality’  the existence of  which was, supposedly, due to a breach of  security or vetting procedures.   Further,  although much play is made about the liking for alcohol and young men attributed to Hugh Burgess,  little actual evidence was produced that this applied to Philby and the others and there was little concrete evidence that the great list of  names supposedly associated with The Apostles, an insignificant Cambridge drinking circle, actually were so.   If  Philby and the apostolic brothers really were ab inititio trained to be defectors the evolution would have been much as has been witnessed.   The Enemy originally was  Germany.   The candidates had to be willing and able and also what the Germans would expect - debauched English aristocrats.   They had to blend in with the rest who milled around with the Nazis or  German Military Officer  Class.  Philby and McLean were ideal.   Burgess, if  the decadence into alcohol, debauchery and despair which part of  the Alkibiades image is realistic, may not have been.  But the story about a spy club at Cambridge where everyone knew everyone else’s secrets is dubious.   Philby did originally hobnob with the Nazis and claims that at that time he conveniently set himself up as pro-communist spy, which was then from the British point of  view respectable, practicable and from the point of view of  the plot desirable.  He would have been groomed for some influential position within enemy organisation during wartime rather than for minor sabotage or for sabotage during peacetime.   However, The Enemy in the Cold War was to be not Germany but the USSR.   According to both Philby and his alleged Russian contacts Philby then became a very convincing Russian agent within the British security services - though doubts must be cast on the significance of any damage he allegedly perpetrated.  Then when already thoroughly discredited he was appointed head of  the Russian Department of  the Secret Intelligence Service when he was apparantly not qualified for the job, if that department actually had any function.   This sticks out like a sore thumb.   Philby claims to have landed the job through nefarious office politics.  That he could not speak Russian (or claimed not to - he would have so claimed, after all)  and apparantly knew nothing about Russia accords with Accused Dad’s concept of espionage.  He is not supposed to appear convincing to The Enemy and if he is employed in gathering information he is not supposed to understand its significance.   His role as double agent actually planted by the British side would however not have been known to MI5 or MI6 colleagues (such as Mr Hollis, who gets much stick in this respect).  This was not an MI6 operation.   The wartime British government did not trust the SIS and the organisation of such operations was, in any case, not its function.   A separate organisation would have been set up for the purpose - though Philby would not have compared notes with anyone else on the scheme.   Philby was ‘exposed’ and discredited at a time when it was particularly easy to plant spies or sleepers in Britain.   The Public School Establishment were so incompetent and so hostile and  fearful of  and paranoid towards Britain’s own intellectuals or the non Public School that they could be led by the nose.    However, as things turned out, there was little point to the whole operation.   The KGB were not deceived, but did their sister service and effectively allies in preserving the Cold War for their own ends a good service, that was expected, in taking on Philby.   If there had been a war, had he been younger and had there not in any case subsequently been breakdown of  the artificially maintained barriers he might eventually have had some purpose to the British.   It was all also good publicity for the KGB - and for the SIS.   

That Philby’s defection was a British plot planned well in advance is, indeed, is a perfectly plausible story and an obvious one.   Philby need not even have known he was a British plant!  The story is confirmed by the unequivocal manner in which it has been denied.   After all, does not a spy have to be a double agent?  However,  the present author  has his doubts concerning the Accused’s theory  that Philby was planted by the British because of  the sheer insignificance of  Philby as a spy.   He certainly did not, as suggested,  undermine all the secrets of  the Western Alliance.  He wouldn’t have known any Western Alliance secrets beyond the private secrets of  the Secret Intelligence Service - which were mainly that the entire international espionage game was a racket in which the spies were in league in exploiting their employers.   What use could he have been to the British in Russia, where he would in any case not be trusted?  According to this interpretation, however, just an in the Accused’s Philby’s welcome would also have been an Old Pals’ Act by an undeceived KGB and also good publicity.   Under either interpretation, also, Philby or his activities, were a fossil from a previous era.    There was no reason for anyone to get into a panic over Philby’s actual or alleged defection.   The real fifth column within Britain was the Public School Establisment as a whole with its mistaking what it supposed to be its own interests with those of  the country.  They regularly turned attention from their incompetence as a whole by focussing on some scapegoat.
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
