The Mad Monk v KGB5





Dr Roland Graf, when senior house officer at Carlton Hayes’ Psychiatric Hospital near Leicester, in l972,was forced into appealing, on behalf of  consultant Sylvia Reid, who was away on account of an attack of rheumatoid arthritis, to the Ministry of Health and Regional Board, for help in dealing with criminality at the hospital.  Instead the Mad Monk was subsequently victimised as a potential whistleblower and eventually de-registered by the General Medical Council in l998 on bogus ‘psychiatric’ grounds.  The Accused was subjected to a secret kangaroo trial and seeks public trial. At the time this circular was composed Chapters five and six of volume eight were added, now on http://www.geocities.com/intercruck/wendy.html   . The Accused decides to buy a cheap inner cities house, 9 Harley Street, in Nottingham.  The Accused interrupts work for five months while lawyers perform ‘searches’ The Accused has already performed during a brief visit to the city Planning Dpt..  Meanwhile the Tory Government issues a politically motivated edict (reversed in l974 by the Labour government) forbidding NHS hospitals to employ freelance locums (a possible cause of the Accused’s not resuming employment).  The Accused however then  rapidly concludes purchase and moves into 9 Harley Street on Good Friday l974 prior to interview next day by 22 policemen, civil servants etc who have received a ‘directive’ from ‘higher than the Chief Constable’ to manufacture a file to be sent to the DPP to ‘ruin your career’ (via, supposedly, a secret blacklist operated by the British Medical Association).  The police apparently outwit the ‘directive’ by sending a file containing no evidence of anything –which file is  immediately returned with the instruction  ‘No Action’.  The Accused is however to discover in  1981 that, without his knowledge, a claim has been accessible on a police computer that a file has been sent to the DPP alleging ‘buglery’ (sic), nothing resembling which had been mentioned,   - which retrospectively provides an explanation for intervening persecution.





The Accused suggests he had been victim of  mistaken identity.  KGB5, in their ‘war’ against the Irish Republican Army were supposedly engaged in much fraud (including, supposedly, perpetration of  the Birmingham Pub Bombing).  Accused-dad, Dr Kurt Anton Graf (born in Dublin, with a Sinn Fein mother), has set up a psychiatric unit at Holloway Prison.  He interviews suspected terrorist Judy Ward on behalf of the Home Office and reports that she is a chronic confessor, that nothing she says (including an alleged confession) should be taken seriously and that the IRA would never employ so unreliable a person.  Ministry of Health psychiatrists substitute a bogus report.  Judy is set free in l992 when this is uncovered (possibly by Mr. S.Branch, who figures in the book).  The Accused suggests that KGB5 were after his father, not The Accused.





In March l974 The Accused’s article, ‘Yesterday Once More’ appears in World Medicine.  In consequence The Accused is asked to be Regional Rep of  the Junior Hospital Doctors’ Assn.. The Tory government in l971 discovered that junior doctors were employed under illegal terms of service, produced new contracts and sent them for approval to the British Medical Association, who did nothing.. until the contracts were revived in l974.  The JHDA committee has been infiltrated with BMA reps who claim that the government refuses to speak to the JHDA and oppose the contracts because they are contrary to their employment policy (the ‘Social Contract’) whereas, in fact, the BMA is trying to enforce its ‘differential’ - transfer of  the money offered to more senior doctors - which is against the Social Contract.  The Accused foils the plot, the doctors get their contracts and The Accused is expelled from the JHDA in retribution.





The Accused describes the plight of  the Harley Street community.  Chief Inspector Lunatic devotes a police division for six months trying to nail The Accused for ‘everything’.  The fall of  Chief Inspector Lunatic is seen by the community as ‘beating the police’ - which has not happened since the days of Robin Hood.  This gives them self-confidence and civilisation descends on the area.
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
