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 The Name of the Beast

[There is, we are informed, severe penalty for misrepresentation of the following words and I will therefore neither quote them nor claim, as is a common European delusion, that they paraphrase chapter one of volume nine of Pictures in The Attic:-

“He ordered them to set up an image in the honour of the beast who was wounded by the sword and yet lived.  He was given power to give breath to the image of the first beast, so that it could speak and cause all who refused to worship the image to be killed.  He also forced everyone, small and great, rich and poor, free and slave, to receive a mark on his right hand or on his forehead, so that no one could buy or sell unless he had the mark, which is the name of the beast or the number of his name”]

Since readers may be weeping copiously at the recent dearth in press circulars, Ms Miniskirt has decided to send out the present missive which explains a topic which is discussed in chapter 9.6 (02c20bll.PIA), the difference between ‘criminal’ and ‘psychiatric’ trial.  The underlying theory is discussed in earlier as yet unpublished volumes (access to which may be obtained by contacting Ms Minerva Miniskirt on Minniminiskirt@yahoo.com).  This is an important topic which all punters and pundits need to understand.

The Protective (structure) of social system, known sometimes just as The Social System, has an objective reality in the sense that it exists but is at any time also the subjective view of the individual, which is also objective in the sense that it exists even though it may not be consistent with what is experienced by other people or with what the individual perceives at some other time (or even simultaneously!).  This inconsistency in the nature of societal perceptions, concepts and processes is encountered again and again and is none of the author’s fault.  It is rather that sociologists have hitherto oversimplified.

However whether the Protective Structure is taken to be a single objective reality or a transient personal reality it can be depicted as an area on a piece of paper surrounded by a continuous boundary - the cosmophobic barrier.  The social subsytems within the structure can be depicted as discs surrounded by a continuous boundary, the homophobic barrier, and one or more of such subsystems may be inside a larger area, also surrounded by a homophobic barrier, which is also a social subsystem.  This structure is the ‘magic onion’.  However the relationship between all systems and subsystems to what lies outside is similar and the processes can be understood in terms of a ‘golden egg’ - a single social system  contained with another.  What lies outside the cosmophobic barrier or currently relevant homophobic barrier is the Creative (Structure of Social) System.

The operations within a subsystem  conform with the two laws of heterosexualism - the first of which is ‘money passes from man to woman’, or up hierarchy, and the second of which is ‘persecution  - or  treatment, work etc. -  passes from woman to man, or down hierarchy.  The rules (or the hierarchy) may be reversed when the individual crosses over to the other side of a homophobic barrier - so that there is a viable system of circulation of money.  The laws however do not as economists suppose ‘create wealth’ but capture and use up the wealth or energy emitted by the sun.

The ‘psychiatric’ (or ‘kangaroo’ or ‘political’) trial is one in which the accused person or his property is automatically guilty irrespective of  circumstances - and must be destroyed.  The ‘psychocrime’ must be expunged.  The trial is one of  the person on the outside of the homophobic barrier, or his property or properties, by those within - but it does not kick out or permit escape but rather traps the victim within (in altered or dead form in conformity with the internal regulations, stereotypes and concepts).  It conforms with the laws of  heterosexualism.  The ‘criminal’ or ‘criminalesque’ trial is one in which, at least in theory, the accused may be found not guilty on the basis of evidence and argument, and when found guilty is expected to pay a penalty but is free to continue committing the crime which is now called a ‘sociocrime’ rather than a ‘psychocrime’.  The individual is expected to commit the crime, must commit the crime and would be a psychocriminal if he did not do so.  Commission of  the crime is a regulation of his social class and a means of survival - but he must pay for it.

Thus, superficially, the psychiatric trial is applied to those outside the homophobic barrier or to property outside the homophobic barrier and the criminal trial is a ‘trial by peers’ of those within or their property or properties.  The theory however may be more complex.  The social system has a series of regulations.  The members of the social class, those who belong within the sub-system, must disobey these regulations but must not be Found Out.  If they are true members and there is not currently some crisis which necessitates a reduction in membership, even though they live in terror of being Found Out and this terror is the motivational force of the system, they either will not be Found Out or else they will routinely be Found Out periodically and given criminal trial (if that is the routine of membership).  Those who are outside the system or intruders are not permitted to commit the sociocrimes that are compulsory for membership and given psychiatric trial - and they, since they are non-members, are automatically Found Out and automatically guilty even though they are very unlikely to be guilty of anything that qualifies for being Found Out.

The accused person or property in a psychiatric trial is not necessarily the person who is nominally the accused or defendant.  In the two major psychiatric trials of the twentieth century in which The Accused was involved he was the complainant, applicant or prosecutor.  There is however a person or entity which accuses and who is automatically faultless and a person or property that is accused and automatically guilty.  There is in the psychiatric trial no open accusation against the accused - other than that a real or imaginary accuser claims to have an emotion aroused by the victim - and there is no evidence.  The accusations, if they are framed in any terms at all, are so in vocabulary which has no recognisable objective meaning outside the court.  Since the victim is accused of  nothing, he is expected to accuse himself, and if he does not do so he is committed to a ‘defence’ of denying everything that possibly could be denied - that is to say, he must accuse himself of everything!

The psychiatric trial is itself a circumscribed social system over whose verdicts the outside world or the general public are permitted no influence.  This may be openly admitted, with the law of the land giving authority that cannot be contradicted to the court or some Yesman (an ‘expert’).  The ‘psychiatric examination’ and ‘psychiatric kangaroo court’ are not the only type of psychiatric trials that exist - and the author in volume 9 discusses the l957 Housing Act!  However psychiatry is an extreme case in that whereas in the case of, say, the 1957 Housing Act it may be obvious to the public, if familiar with the facts, that the houses are not guilty, the public suppose that psychiatry is a reliable science and that its judgements really are foolproof, whereas medics and psychiatrists in fact are a social group who select their own members (or into which members are born) in which a compulsory political ideology is built into false theory.

So, superficially, the ‘psychiatric trial’ is merely the transgression of  natural justice, the judgement by those actually guilty or by a small cabal protecting their own interests - or in the ‘land of the enemy’ (a term in Leviticus).  The victim is not being tried by an appropriate jury of peers.  Since there exist situations in which jury trial or trial by supposed peers regularly perverts fact and justice, this must be an oversimplification.  Nevertheless it is important that citizens are educated, or allowed to remain sufficiently uneducated, to be able not merely to satisfy employers but to tell fact from fiction and that they are not reduced to accepting everything experts tell them without themselves examining the facts and logic.  It is important that democracy is not subverted, that the people retain control over the law and that the right to jury trial, to trial by the entire community, is preserved.  This is certainly so in the cases examined by the author where, according to the evidence presented, a lawyer is above the law and not merely does not represent the community that finances him but does not even represent those he nominally immediately represents, bodies that supposedly act on behalf of the public, such as Nottingham Council or the General Medical Council.

There has recently been a spate of  articles in the economic pages of  newspapers which are reminiscent of the eccentricities in Chapter l of Volume 9 of ‘Pictures in the Attic’.  It is true that journalists are very insistent that Bread and Circuses does not cause inflation, or will not do so on this occasion.  Goods will cost more, the devaluation of currency will increase the cost of imports, savings and pensions will erode, the cost of living will go up relative to assets and income, there will be increased fuel costs ..but very definitely there is not and will not be any inflation.   Nevertheless, these previously taboo comments which have followed the departure of the old man, bear a distinct resemblance to the message of  Volume Nine, Chapter One.  None of the authors of  this blasphemy, of course, have read Ms Goldenlay’s press circulars, but, nevertheless, the relevant circulars were distributed before the blasphemy broke loose and without any knowledge that it was going to.
