                                                    Keeping Mum
Sir Denis Q Basher Hill, commndant of the international psychiatric police, angrily refutes suggestions that the recent suiciding in Moscow of  Monmouthshire expatriate Professor Dai Jones of the Serbain Ethnic Cleansing Investigative Commission diagnosed by the GMC lawyer as suffering from the Walter Mitty Syndrome is ‘yet another example of the persecution of  scientists in a world of mentally retarded public school educated lawyers living in a world of fantasy’ and that the recent arrest in Moscow of media tycoon Nikodemos ‘Uncle Boris’ Nikodemopoulos is ‘yet another example of the psychiatric persecution of ethnic minorities’. It is suggested that Mr Nikodemoulos felt lonely and isolated, separated by his ill-gotten wealth from his fellow Greeks, and that to remind himself of his lost heritage he used his billions to erect a statue of Artemis in his back garden.

Yes!  We noticed that statue of Artemis too.  We also knew that all Greeks suffer from chronic schizophrenia and that their condition deteriorates as they grow older.  We put two and two together.  So we arranged a psychiatric appointment   Nikodemopoulos failed to keep it.  So we surrounded his country estate with tanks, sent in the SAS, shot his bodyguards, grabbed him and took him to a place of our choosing.  Mr Nikodemopoulos reacted to this in a paranoid and aggressive manner that constituted a danger to the arresting officers.. and also a danger to himself since it was likely to persuade us to psychiatrise him.  The ECT, however, will cure him!

Readers are however in the interim reminded that the Mad Monk is the leading authority on mental hospitals.  The currently published volumes seven to nine span from l972 to l980. The Accused during his first five years lived at the doctors’ house (Mendiff House) at Mendiff  Court ‘Hospital’ in Abergavenny (or possibly Llantilio Pertoly, next door to Roddy Llewellyn) where Rudolf Hess was detained and probably continued to be detained when you all thought he was in Spandau.

This is the real solution to the conspiracy theories that have been produced.  It was not that all along there was a fake Hess at Abergavenny but there was there all along a real one!  [Though indeed officially Hess was detained at fake location at Neath].  Mendiff Court had been intended to be a mental hospital, or at any rate a tuberculosis unit for patients at the nearby Pen y Val Hospital and then a hospital for army officers,. and it continued sometimes to be described as a mental hospital.  So the information about mental hospitals extends to volumes as yet unpublised, but in the published volumes, particulary volume seven, there is some.

There are plenty alleged accounts of mental hospitals writen by alleged patients or ex-patients.  These do not portray the mental hospitals as they were seen by the doctors.  The doctors did not possess the faith in psychiatry which they openly declared.  Nevertheless patients’ memoirs appear so far removed from reality that medics are inclined to think that they are delusional perceptions typical of psychiatric patients.  The patients regularly describe themselves as having been misdiagnosed as suffering from ‘schizophrenia’, as having been detained, abused and afflicted for years with drugs and electroconvulsive therapy.  Then some progressive doctor examines the patient, discovers that she has not after all been suffering from schizophrenia , stops her treatment, releases her and she lives happily and heathily ever after.  There has to be some explanation as to how the patient survived to tell the tale.  But had some naive doctor  alleged that an error had been made or had he failed to realise that the psychiatric examination irrespective of circumstances leads to a diagnosis, then not merely would she not have lived to tell the tale but the doctor would not have lived to tell the tale.  Yes, maybe somebody invented a new name for what had been called ‘schizophrenia’.  Perhaps it was in some party’s commercial interest to do so and perhaps the change of diagnosis was bought with money.  Perhaps there was a new treatment being sold.  This is possible.  But neverthless if the placebo treatment proceeded for long enough and with sufficient laxity in security to enable the patient to write her memoirs, she deserves to be nominated to the Pope for elevation to the Sainthood on account of her having performed a miracle.

Ms Goldenlay cannot recall any memoirs written by nurses or non-medical asylum staff other than where the author was also a patient or  the same fictions appear as are typical of patients’ memoirs.   But the point is that not merely the miraculous escapee’s doctor but no doctor lived to tell the tale - other than The Accused.  As Ms Goldenlay understands it, The Accused is the only mental hospital doctor in history to have published memoirs.  A high percentage of mental doctors very literally did not live to tell the tale.  Every year thousands of mental hospital doctors committed suicide or where suicided.  It would libellous to suggest that all of those who remained, if there were any, were guilty of ever setting foot on the wards, of ever setting eyes on a patient, of doing any work or actually having any recollection or knowledge of what went on the hospital, if indeed they had visited it..  But if they were guilty of such crimes, they nevertheless had the sense not to blow the whistle.

Psychiatry and medicine as it is today cannot be understood without a knowledge of its history.without perception of its being a branch of politics rather than science.  Some mental hospital doctors openl;y criticised - and they vanished off the face of the earth.  Others very emotionally and dogmatically toed the line in public but dropped the mask in private, when alone with a colleague in some deserted wood (always to be found in the grounds of asyla) devoid of hidden microphones - and then it might only be done through a flicker of the eyelashes or lips.  There were others who supposed that the psychiatrised deserved to be psychiatrised, but because they considered them genetically inferior degenerates, not because they supposed them psychiatric.

Don’t kid yourself!  None of them believed in psychiatry.  No more than Tony Blair or Alistair Campbell believed that President Bush would find any weapons of mass destruction.  They had to keep up the pretence because their jobs depended on it.  Work in a mental hospital was about as low as you could get without actually being a patient yourself, and it wasn’t that different.  Everybody stood to be thrown into the lake if the truth came out.  People on the outside really knew what was going on in mental hospitals just as they really knew what was going on in Iraq. but they pretended not to, pretended to believe the psychiatric spindoctors.  There were no brownie points for a miraculous Colditz style escape from the walled Nazi citadel and blowing the whistle to the outside world.

The reader should be very wary before believing anything writen about psychiatry, whether it be about Dr Bruno or Frank Kelly or anyone else.  Psychiatry is not the product of medics in their capacity of enlightened scientists.  The psychiatric dogmas come first and are the product not of science but of ignorance, superstition, prejudice, persecution and politics.  The doctors are then chosen via the character vetting that goes on throughout their careers to be sufficiently stupid, desperate, ignorant, frigthened, corrupt or politically motivated to act like dad and keep mum.
