Election Special: Chess in Leicester City








The Royaumes Unies are rent apart by the War of the Roses as the descendants of Vlad Dracula compete for the Kingship of the Gypsies.  Sir Toby Liar’s emblem is the red rose, Sir Sebastian Flight’s is the white rose and the Mad Monk’s emblem is the green carnation.  Evryone in the RU is a secret degenerate descended from Transylvanian Gypsies.





We read  in the Mad  Monk’s memoirs on http://www.geocities.com/minniminiskirt/angie.com that the Mad  Monk was apprehended on Whitechapel Market by what is sometimes known as an aggela or angela, aging Romany person from Casteloward in Transylvania and given the gratuitous advice that he had two life lines.  The shorter life line she declared represented what would have happened had his parents not transferred themselves to the Royaumes Unies.  Had this happened, the Pommies would have agreed to a truce in the war they had joined that had been declared by the Ukranian Gypsies on om Sir Adolphus Toby, a disciple of the RU Medical Profession, who was tidying up mainland European genetics.  The Gypsies, however, would have fought on and won and set up their own country and the Mad Monk would have been their leader, liquidated at the age of sixteen, when he went off to meet Toby and sign the treaty.  The alternative life line, the Angela declared, represented a long life of poverty at the end of which the Accused would ‘see wealth’ – though she pointedly did not declare he would possess wealth or whether this wealth was material or of some other designation.  The Mad Monk, who knew that  Tobies had won the war and that his generation, which needed to reverse this debacle, had already irretrievan;u failed, pointed out however tjat the two lifelines amounted to the same.





As every fule knows, these prophesies which predict that some individual will eventually see the promised future never materialise.  This is because the individuals concerned or all individuals do not lead the necessary good life or do not meet with the necessary requirements.  Thus, when The Mad Monk  was victimised  at Carrlton Hayes Hospital in l972 his colleagues told him he was practicing the psychiatry of the future or the psychiatry of  2004.  2004 has been and gone and the Toby Psychiatry is even more entrenched than it was in the l930s.  The Mad Monk, as Director of the International Joan of Arc Office, has also been obliged to urge millions of  Toby postal votes cast in the forthcoming RU general election to self-destruct, irrespective of what Party the named candidate purports to belong.





The Mad Monk, when he was sixteen years old, was awareded by the British Chess Federation, for his efforts to create a peer-structure for the outcasts, in 1960, a Ritson – an award for services rendered.  What has the British Chess Federation to do with the struggle against the Tobies?  This is open to debate.  In a former era however, there existed in the city of Leicester an organisation called the Leicestershire Chess Club.  The Leicestershire Chess Club was full of  people with proscribed foreign names – and even had a Jewish president or two – even three, it is believed – as well as the Leicester Mercury’s egalitarian style chess correspondent, EB Chapman, who was awareded a Ritson eventually when over ninety years old.  On the other hand, the Wigston Chess club was set up in l933- a year which Europa remembers, by the true blues.  So the Wigston chess club represented the genetically perfect and the Leicestershire Chess Club represented the degenerates.





In the Mad Monk’s memoirs we read of  the exploits of the Wigston Mafia, the Mosleyite stormtroopers that lorded it over Leicestershire Chess.   These consisted of  the orginal 1930s founders of the Wigston Club – plus a new recruit.   The nature of the new recruit, alleged by the Mad Monk to have been the most venomous of all, is of some significance.  The Mad Monk writes about the Leviticus Syndrome – the self-persecution by the outcasts.  Herman Eichenkatzl was not only a German but a Jew.  Such inconsistency is not previously unknown amongst the stormtroopers of the Tobies.   The Accused claims that the symptoms of  ‘schizophrenia’ are brought on by identification with the values of the hostile social class and that the concomitant chemical processes are secondary.  He has seen a lot of this.  When insanity is combined with power, as it is amongst stormtroopers or people on committees, it is not recognised as insanity.  The insane instead psychiatrise the normal people or accuse the innocent of what they themselves are guilty.





Chess is a game suited to degenerates because it did not require the purchase of expensive rackets or trainers.  Thus The Mad Monk found it forced upon him that he became the organiser of  the chess club at a school for degenerates – Wyggeston School, in Leicester.  Those not fit to be working class or be offered employment were identified by means of an examination, which only those who were not guaranteed a living bothered to pass, and the most degenerate in the country were to be found in this Wyggeston School.   The achievements for which he was awarded a Ritson include the appearance of  111 contestants in the school in the local under fifteen chess championship and  88 contentestants in the local  juinor chess congress.





The Mad Monk happens also to have set up a county schools under thirteen team competition – eight players per team and entered three teams from Wyggeston, which, admittedly, beat everyone else, except perhaps each other.  The Wyggeston teams were given the letters A,B and C – the Mad Monk being under the impression that unlike lst, 2nd and 3rd, this did not imply that one team was stronger than the other.  Since every team would be playing every other team it was necessary for the more ambitious players to compete on the upper boards rather than to belong to the A team rather than the B or C.  This resulted in Johnny Eichenkatzl, the son of the Wigstonite, finding himself in the B team.  Nobody thought this was of any significance until Eichenkatzl senior started phoning the Mad Monk claiming that the Mad Monk was responsible for this and that his son had been denied a place in the A team because he was Jewish, ugly (He wasn’t) and an ‘exceptionally gifted child’ with an IQ of 140. {Everyone at Wyggeston had an IQ higher than this.  Degenerates would not get very far without it].  This apparently triggered off a paranoid vendetta by Eichenkatzl that was to go on for decades.





The Mad Monk also set up a junior section at the Leicestershire Chess Club, originally mainly from the Wyggeston School, but soon also from everywhere else.  This incensed the Wigston Mafia.  Their plan had been to bide their time until the veteran secretary of the Leicestershire Chess Club, Phlip Collier, dropped down dead.  But now the Mad Monk was clearly taking over the secretarial functions and he was surrounded by innumerable young folk against whom the Mafia could not compete on the chess board or in anything else.  There resulted one of the campaigns of  Toby victimisation which we read about in the Mad Monk’s Memoirs.  There is consistently an element of sexual sadism involved in these persecutions – and, initially, the Mad Monk and his associates were all under fifteen years old.  But this was not wicked paedophilia.  The Wigston Mafia were Big Daddies and superior to mere human beings.





The Accused, unfortunately, found himself forced to go to university and thereby stood to lose whatever he had set up for himself and his associates.  He continued, however, from a distance and during vacations to play an active part in the organisation of his club, which took on a structure appropriate to an outcast persecuted population denied home or employment.  However then an inexperienced secretary was then mistakenly appointed by the Leicestershire Chess Club – under the impression that this one of  The Accused’s associates.  The Wigston Mafia worked upon and flattered this naïve personage, who was apt to ignore the advice of his own members and committee, and this resulted eventually in the breakup of the Leicestershire Chess Club.  Disruption was caused through infliltration of the l964 AGM by Wigston Mafiosi and the supposed approval of a series unacceptable resolutions proposed by the new secretary, which forced  The Accused and his associates to leave the club and form a new one of their own, known initially as Highcross.





It was this Highcross Chess Club which was the true successor to the Leicestershire Chess Club and its members were the legitimate members of the Leicestershire Chess Club.  The funds and facilities of the Leicestershire Chess Club were intended for these young men and women, who needed them, and not by the privileged Tobies of Wigston.  But the Leicestershire club was then infilitrated and raped and its facilities stolen by interlopers.   Wigstonites, in a grossly undemocratic organisation or misorganisation, appointed themselves to the committees and allied themselves with the British Chess Federation in the extraction of capitation fees – which, because Highcross was the largest club in the country and had the lowest subscriptions – affected them more than anyone else.  The funds were needed to set up a permanent home for not only the Highcross Club but for chess in general in the City of Leicester.  The Wigstonites as they raped the city and its members enjoyed honours, privileges and BCF training schemes, could not care less what went on in the city.  That did not affect them.





The public has learnt that the folk of the l930s openly declared themselves to be Tobies whereas their decendents openly condemn Tobianism while they really still consider themselves as superior.  The Wigston Mafia was replaced by much more congenial and virtuous gentelemen – but, still, really, they considered themselves superior.  Only Wisgtonites and their allies were allowed to sit on committees and whatever was the norm in the Wigston Club or appropirate to the Wigston Club was  assumed to be what was correct for everyone else.  The Mad Monk.s generation, or those that depended on their own efforts, were shut out and never to be allowed a place.





‘Pictures in the Attic’ gives an account of the persecutions of the Accused and his chess club.  But because space is limited we here only explain why Leicester has no chess clubs.  The Highcross Club, under a succession of names, did all it could to maintain chess in the city – but it was becoming more and more economically unfeasible.  Eventually a deal was done whereby the Accused’s Grasshoppers club, later known as Leicester Academicals, set up chess clubs at Leicester University and Leicester Polytechnic, gave access to the students to the clubs first division and other teams and filled in for the university clubs during vacations and examinations or lean periods in return for which the universities provided accomodation for the club’s teams.  There were thus three clubs affiliated to Leicester Acadenucals, which had teams, including a first division team (at one time, several) in the Leicestershire Chess League.  The Leicester Academicals Club was never affiliated to or part of the Leicester University Union, nor did the LUSU have any chess teams.





When President Thatcher came to the throne things became for difficult for outcast univrsity students and their contribution to the club for a while declined as the Tobies from the South financed by their parents, who had little interest in chess, became thicker on the ground.   The leader of the National Front became temporary interim President of the Union and decided that the Mad Monk was not genetically acceptable.  He was threatened with violence if he set foot in the University.  Meanwhile naïve students who had played no part in the organisation or had never been members were brainwashed with misinformation.  The Wigstonites on the Leicestershire Chess Association were informed by some anonymous LUSU elements that they owned the Leicester Academicals Teams and they were transferred to LUSU, with the former members, who were denied a hearing, being excluded from the taams. 





The outcome of this is that Leicester |University does not have a chess club, Leicester Polytechnic (Now Demontfort University) does not have a chess club and the Wigston Chess Club is the nearest to City.  The Wigston Club can be regarded as the kingpin, the only remaining facility, though it is also all eggs in one basket and can be held reponsible for the progressive deline of the city clubs.  The Wigstonites, who paid the BCF with unnecessary capitation fees at other people’s expense, have been well rewarded by Ritsons but all that remains in history of  The Mad Monk’s Ritson, expuinged from the record under Wigstein pressures, is a opening variation played by Ritson Morry against The Accused in a footnote in the eleventh edition of Modern Chess Openings.
