The Doctrine of the Bible

1. What is the Bible?

The word “Bible” comes from a Greek word meaning “Book.” The Bible is a collection of books.

2. By what names is the Bible called?

The Bible is sometimes called the Word of God and the Scriptures (John 5:39; 2 Tim. 2:15; 2 Pet. 1:23,25).

3. Why is the Bible called “the Word of God?”

The Bible does not contain the Word of God; it is the Word of God (2 Tim.3:16).

4. Give some biblical claims for inspiration.

The Bible was written by men who were inspired of God. The Bible is “God-breathed” (2 Tim. 3:16, 17; 2 Pet. 1:21).

5. How many men wrote the Bible?

Over forty men wrote the Bible. Some wrote as early as 1400 B.C. and some as late as 90 A.D.

6. What is unique about the Bible?

Though written by so many men at different times and places, the Bible is without error in the original manuscripts.

7. What is the main theme of the Bible?

The Bible is primarily a revelation of God’s plan of redemption for sinful men (John 20:31; 2 Tim. 3:15).

8. What are the divisions of the Bible?

The two main divisions are the Old and New Testaments. The Old Testament contains 39 books; the New Testament contains 27 books.
