Dear Dr. Hall:

Enclosed is a map and reference materials relating to the aquatic plant survey of Osgood Pond completed on August 7, 2007. The objectives of this survey where to (1) determine the location of any aquatic nuisance species, and (2) survey the native aquatic plant species and map the locations common macrophyte beds (dense plant aggregations).

We are happy to report that presently there are no aquatic nuisance species occurring in Osgood Pond. Please continue to take all the necessary precautions to prevent the introduction of the species that have caused problems in many of the lakes in the Adirondacks.

We found the plant community of Osgood Pond to be typical of small, low alkaline lakes of the north-central Adirondacks. We identified 18 plant species in the pond, not including the numerous emergent and semi-aquatic species that fringe the pond margin. The pond supports 16 macrophyte beds comprising roughly 34 acres. The most common plants to occur in these beds are members of the pondweed genus Potamogeton. The species, praelongus, amplifolius, and gramineus are pervasive throughout the lake and make up the majority of the offshore community. Nearshore species such as the bur-reed Sparganium, the white water lilly Nyphaea, the spatterdock Nuphar and the arrowhead Sagitaria are scattered around the entire lake. The pipewort Eriocaulon is very common in the nearshore environment and occurs along most of the shoreline. 

We have included a few other reference materials to help your association build a better understanding of the plant community of Osgood Pond. The attached tables list the common and scientific names of the plants in the pond as well as a description of which species occur in each of the 16 beds. 

It has been a great pleasure to work on this project and we look forward to assisting you with other endeavors in the future
