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Timothy and Generation Y / 9-11

So who makes up Generation Y?  Well, that’s everyone that was born after 1978 up to around the early 90s.  So that’s pretty much every single one of you.  And who’s Generation 9-11?  Well that’s everyone who was in junior high through college when September 11, 2001 occurred.  So what’s unique about this group?  Generation 9-11 is an age group that is slated to become the new leaders of not only the entire country, but the entire world in a matter of a decade or so.  So start thinking, what will you be doing in ten years?

Timothy was part of a special younger generation in the New Testament as well.  There was the older generation, the “heavy hitters” that consisted of people like Jesus’ disciples, Stephen, James, Paul, Silas, Barnabas – among many more.  What makes Timothy special is his age.  You see, Timothy wasn’t much older than you or me when he began his ministry work.  He had just merely emerged out of his teens when he became Paul’s chosen successor, becoming Paul’s protégé for a good number of years.

In Paul’s epistles, we can take a look at 1 and 2 Timothy and almost picture the transfer of authority and responsibility from one of the most influential men who ever lived to one of its more soft-spoken ones.  Just picture in your head the passing of the torch before the beginning of every Olympics.  In these two letters, Paul is passing on the torch, the light of the world on to Timothy.

Let’s take a look at some particular verses that seem to speak to not only Timothy but to the members of Generation 9-11 today.  First, let’s take a look at 1 Timothy 4 and see what Paul’s instructions are and how we can apply them to our lives today.  Second, lets read 2 Timothy 2:14-26 and see how we can become servants of the Kingdom approved by God.  Third, let’s take a look at 2 Timothy 3:16-4:5 to prep for the activity planned for today.

World View vs. Biblical View

1.) Split class into two teams, one the WORLD team and one the BIBLE team.
2.) Give each team a blank sheet of paper with one side marked PICTURE at the top and the other side marked QUOTES/VERSES/DESCRIPTIONS.

3.) Tell the BIBLE team to use the Bible and other Christian sources (song lyrics, concordances, commentaries, etc.) and draw a picture of Jesus and how He’s described by the Bible.

4.) Do your research ahead of time and find and/or print out articles that the world views Jesus as.  You can use newspapers, web sites, magazines, etc.  Give these to the WORLD team and have them also draw a picture of Jesus and how He’s described by the world.

5.) After 10 minutes or so, have both groups come back together to share their results.

6.) Place the pictures side by side and ask the class how them compare.

7.) Insert witty comments and ask students to think about their own views on Christianity and Jesus Christ.
