CEU’s minimum acceptable TOEFL score is 213 (computer-based) or 550 (paper-based) for Master’s and doctoral support programs, with the exception of the Economics Department which requires a score of 230 (570).  Candidates for admission to doctoral programs who are not enrolled in a CEU course of study at the time of applying must hold a TOEFL of 250 (computer-based) or 600 (paper-based). In both cases, a minimum score of 4 is required on the TWE. Additional information on language requirements and test scores may be found in the Admissions Bulletin.

Economics applicants: please briefly indicate the research topic you would like to pursue in the second semester. Applicants who wish to apply for the one-year MA option must include a one page-letter along with outlines of all relevant courses taken, demonstrating that they have achieved graduate-level proficiency in the core areas of microeconomic theory, macroeconomic theory, econometrics and mathematical methods.



Applicants to Legal Studies (all streams): please submit a 500-word typewritten essay or long summary of a published scholarly paper related to the chosen stream.



All applicants to doctoral support programs: please submit a 3-5 page description of your PhD thesis including research questions, theory and methodology, current status of the project, a 1-2 page research proposal and a letter of support from your PhD advisor.
