B. SEVEN +ONE: THERE WILL BE A FINALE! (see 7:10-8:1; 11:15-19; chps.19-22; see 17:1&21:9; see 2Pt.3)

THERE WILL BE A FINAL, COMPLETE JUDGMENT AGAINST ALL THE WICKED, A FINAL COMPLETE SALVATION OF ALL THE FAITHFUL AND, BY THIS MEANS, A NEW HEAVENS AND A NEW EARTH ESTABLISHED WHERE GOD DWELLS PERSONALLY, IMMEDIATELY AND FULLY WITH HIS PEOPLE.

1. churches: judgment & salvation (e.g., Ephesus, 2:5 & 7)

2. seals: judgment & salvation (6:12-17 & 7:9-17)

3. trumpets: judgment & salvation (11:18a & 11:18b)

4. war: judgment & salvation (14:14-20/15:2-4)

5. bowls: judgment & salvation (16:17-21 (with 17:1-18:24)/19:1-10; 

6. final: judgment & salvation (see 19:11-21/20:4-6; and 20:7-15/ 21:1-8 (with 21:9-22:5))

light at the end of the tunnel; light in darkness; dawning of The Day

judgment/salvation conclusions (BST); are and/or resonate with final end?

alpha & omega; beginning & end; first & last (author & finisher)

history, prophecy & apocalyptic

history repeats itself (God is the same with every generation), but not forever

there is an end to every imperfect thing; imperfection ends in dissolution (cracked will break)

absolute and final, though intensifying? judgment/salvation conclusions (or resonance with final end; ie, history, prophecy, apocalyptic); either way, extent testifies to THE END even if not THE END in that cycle.

The Day of the Lord (see Thes. series; 1Th.5; 2Th.2; 2Pt.3)

Exodus imagery (yet poss. interim

2:26 (cf. xrefs) overcome: i.e., win the final victory; i.e., faithfulness through death (i.e., finish the race); yet beast overcomes the witnesses and this is not final

beginning/end: the biblical view of time (INTRODUCTION?)

creator/judge: the biblical view of truth(wc; i.e., standard)

time, times, half-time (i.e., a quick finish); see 42 months; 1260 days

seven = finished; nothing comes after seven (yet; the unit is seven; that week is finished); yet creation is finished after seven days; see repetition of creation story in Gen.1,2

prologue, epilog: i.e., wrapped up, finished (yet literary work finished)

triplets also = completion?

10:6; etc. delay no longer (Lk.; delay long over them?)
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
