THEME: Christ will judge the world; Rom.2:16; 2Tim.4:1; see Jn.5 (all judgment to Son)

PSALMS: 96,98- surely coming to judge the whole world; 118, the stone: rejected/chief; 2-enthroned, kiss, soon! rod of iron

INTRODUCTION: AN IMPORTANT VERSE IN THE APPROACH TO THE BOOK (1:19)

A. ROUGH SEQUENCE OF VISIONS AND/OR EVENTS (threefold: 1:12f; chps.2,3; chps.4-22; twofold: 1-3; 4-22)

rough: each section not exclusively their own time

B. PARODY OF PAGAN THREEFOLD PROPHETIC FORMULAS (1:19; see 1:4,8,etc.; chps.4,5; 19:16; see Is.44:6-20; Ps.115,135)

C. GENRES: APOCALYPTIC, FIGURATIVE, ESCHATOLOGICAL (heaven, symbols, finals)

D. CONCLUSIONS

1. observation: contents suggest references to each time frame (chps.1,12/chps.1-3/chps.21,22)

not necessarily indicate the order of the visions or the order of events; best to let each context speak for itself in this regard

2. method: let each context speak for itself

  I. THE THINGS WRITTEN FOR OUR INSTRUCTION (1:11,19; see Rom.15:4; 1Pt.10-12)

INTRODUCTION: WRITE (1;11,19; “therefore”, see 12-18; Mt.28:18f)

A. THE THINGS YOU SAW
1. aorist tense refers to completed action

2. suggests past time and/or complete record (see 1:2,11; see Dan.2:29- Heb., (first) ydi hM; Grk., panta osa) 

B. THE THINGS THEY ARE 

1. verb has no predicate

2. suggests simple existence, present state and/or other usage

3. other usage: predicate supplied (1:20; see 4:5; 5:6,8; 7:14; 11:4; 14:4; 16:14; 17:9,12,15)

C. THE THINGS ABOUT TO BECOME AFTER THESE (THINGS)

1. about to suggests nearness, after suggest the future

2. whole phrase is distinctive and strategic in Revelation (wording: same basic phrase; 

structure: 1:1-introduction; 1:19-Letters; 4:1-Visions; 22:6-conclusion)

a. the wording and structure is from Daniel 2 (wording: Heb- (28) after days; (29,45) after this; Grk (28,29,45) upon the last days / structure: 28-introduction; [31f-vision; 35f-interpretation]; 45-conclusion / also see Dan.2:45 with Rev.22:6, wording and structure)

wording and structure; i.e., faithful, true; and at conclusion OF WRITING

b. the wording in the introduction and conclusion has a significant change (after these become quickly; 1:1; 22:6)

c. the wording in 1:19 has a significant change (must becomes about to)

3. conclusions

a. Daniel 2 is the basic source for the writing of Revelation (see 1:1; 1:19; 4:1 and 22:6 with Dan.2:28-30,45)

b. Revelation is the fulfillment of Daniel’s fundamental vision (see quickly, 1:1; 22:6 and about to; 1:19)

c. further question: how or why is Revelation the fulfillment of Daniel’s fundamental vision?

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 II. THE FOUNDATIONAL VISION OF DANIEL (Daniel 2)

A. INTRODUCTION: ABOUT AFTER THINGS (28,29)

B. VISION (31-35)

1. statue: single, great, four parts, declining quality (31-33)

2. stone: cut without hands, destroyed statue entirely, grew to fill whole earth (34,35)

C. INTERPRETATION (36-45a)

1. earthly kingdom: worldwide kingdoms will continue but decline in quality (36-43)

kingdom: i.e., single, see .31

2. heavenly kingdom: a worldwide kingdom will begin, end all others and itself never end (44-45a; see 35; see 7:13,14; “without hands”, see Heb.9:24; Col.2:11)

that will at the end of these worldwide kingdoms God Himself will establish an  kingdom that will end all earthly worldwide kingdoms 

God directly; Ps. 2!  see Dan.44 vs. 37

3. note: Psalm 2 in Revelation!

D. CONCLUSION: ABOUT AFTER THINGS (45b)

III. THE THINGS THAT MUST TAKE PLACE SHORTLY!
all below in hidden text!!!

A. THE KING HAS COME AND NOW REIGNS! 

1. in the days of those kings (Lk.2:1f; 3:1f; 23:1f; note: Babylon, Persia, Greece and Rome) 

2. God Himself established a kingdom (Ps.118:22; Mt.21:42; Acts 4:11; Eph.1:20; 1Pt.2:7; see Jn.18:36; see Ps.2:5; Ps.110:1; see Acts 2:30f; Heb.1:3f; see Rev.1:13; 5:6f) 

3. it ends all other universal kingdoms (1Cor.12:3; see Dan.2:37,38;47 with Rev.17:14; 19:16; see Ps.2:7f; (Rev.2:26,27; 12:5; 198:15); Ps.110:1f; see Dan.3:1f and Rev.13:14,etc.) 

Jesus is Lord; He is the king of kings, not Nebuchadnezzar, etc.

Is.9,11; Lk.1; Ps.118; Eph.2; Ps.2; Acts 2; Mt.16

but Frankish kingdom, Holy Roman Empire; especially British empire; American imperialism (these all “Christian kingdoms”; i.e., part of the kingdom of God????; but, rather, limited in breadth and depth of power and influence compared to ancient kingdoms of iron grip; “godlike” power over their subjects?

4.this kingdom itself is universal and eternal (Lk.1:32,33; Is.9:7; see Mt.16:18,19; 28:18-20; Eph.2:11-22)

B. THEREFORE HE WILL MOST CERTAINLY JUDGE THE WORLD SOON! (see Lk.18:7,8; see Ps.96:13; 98:9)

1. effect follows cause with certainty and speed: must, about to, will, shortly (Dan.2:28,29,45 and Rev.1:1,19; 4:1; 22:6; see Dan.2:29- Heb.,(second) ydi hM; Grk., a dei; also v.28; v.45= esomena)

2. He will judge the church first, then the world (chps.2,3 then chps. 4-22; see 1Pt.4:17; see Rom.2:9,10)

see Rom.2:9,10: a. completely destroying all faithlessness, in and out of the church AND completely establishing all faithfulness, in and out of the church

church first; see!!! Rev.1:1 & 22:6 with 2:16; 3:11; 22:7,12,20;

C. SUMMARY: WHAT DANIEL SAW AS FUTURE, JOHN SAW THE CAUSE AS PRESENT AND THE EFFECT AS THEREFORE ALL THE MORE CERTAIN! (Dan.2:28,29,45; Rev.1:19 & 4:1 and esp. 1:1 & 22:6; see Mt.26:54,56; see Rom.8:23,32)

it is in the logical necessity; moral? necessity! i.e., that the Scriptures would be fulfilled

if/then

must take place shortly

D. CONCLUSION: PERSEVERE IN PREPARATION FOR WHAT YOU KNOW WITH CERTAINTY WILL COME TO PASS! (Rev.1:1 & 22:6 with (1:1)2:16; 3:11 and (22:6)22:7,12,20; see Rom.2:16; 2Tim.4:1; Jn.5:22,27; see 1Th.1:9,10; 5:1f; 2Pt.3:3,8,14; Heb.10:32-39)

look over all these refs; Rev.1:1 & 22:6 with 2:16; 3:11; 22:7,12,20; i.e., fact and application!!!

millenium fever has not come to pass; instead, even worse: millenium malaise!  nothing bad will ever happen to us!

* after these things is not the same as what must take place after these things; the first is a simple phrase of ordinary use, the second is a distinctive phrase of unique prophetic use; e.g., “to be” in “it is good to be alive” is a simple grammatical construction; but “to be” in “to be or not to be” refers us to a whole play by Shakespeare; so here

conclusion: Daniel 2 = Revelation
