Co-ed Slow-pitch Softball

Rules & Regulation

February 17, 18, & 19th, 2006

ASA rules will apply, with the addition of the following rules by the O’odham Tash All-Indian Slow-pitch Tournament.

1.  Roster limit of fourteen (14) players per team, fourteen (14) awards to the top 4 teams.       

     Roster must be turned in by Team Coach or Manager and completed (30) minutes 

     before the beginning of the first game. This will be the official roster and 

NO ADDITIONS OR CHANGES WILL BE ALLOWED AFTER THE ROSTER IS OFFICIAL.

2.   Teams must be prepared to PLAY THIRTY (30) MINUTES before the scheduled game time. 

3.   The game is allowed three (3) warm up pitches in between innings.

4.  The game will have 1-1 count when approaching the plate. A foul ball with 2 strikes-   BATTER OUT!

5.   The flip of a coin will determine home team. An official scorekeeper will be provided; line-ups must be turned in 10 minutes before game time OFFICIAL TIME WILL BEGIN IF LINE-UPS ARE NOT IN AT A RESPECTIVE TIME. THIS WILL HELP SO OTHER GAMES WILL NOT FALL BEHIND SCHEDULED.

6.   Game time will consist of 7 innings or 1 hour which ever comes FIRST. The game will have a grace period of 10 minutes. However grace period time will include into the game time. FINALS WILL GO THE FULL 7 INNINGS.

7.   Team will consist of 10 players. A team may start with 8 players (4 females & 4 males).

8.   Batting order must alternate between sexes. If a team has nine (9) players of which 5 

      Are males, the tenth batter has an automatic out. If a team has (9) players of which 5   

      Are females, NO automatic out will be recorded.

9. If the “EH” is used, all 12 players must bat. But 10 players will play defense.
 “EH” Must be on the book before the start of the game.

PLEASE NOTE: IF YOU ARE GOING TO USE THE EH’S. PLEASE LET THE SCOREKEEPER KNOW BEFORE THE START OF EACH GAME.

10.  Teams will be allowed Re-entry of substitutions for all starting players. Players may   

        Re-enter once in the same batting order, but may play different positions.

11.  Defense positions shall include 2 males & 2 females in the outfield, 2 males & 2 

        Females in the infield. A male or female in the pitcher position.

12.   Last out or non-player (MUST BE ON ROSTER) may run for the batter (same sex  

        Only) one per inning.

13.   WALK RULE:  On any walk to a male batter (intentional or not) the male batter 

        Automatically advances to second base. FEMALE BATTER MUST BAT!

14.  RUN RULE:  12 run lead by the 3rd inning, 10 run lead by the 4th inning, and 8 run 

       Lead by the 5th inning.

15.  MERCY RULE:  (20) Twenty runs’ after any inning if the home team is ahead. (2) Two 

       Innings if the visiting team is ahead.

16.  ALL PROTESTS and a $100 CASH PROTEST FEE will be forwarded to the 

       Tournament Director for ruling.  Committee’s decision will be final. If the decision is 

        In favor of the protesting party, the Protest Fee will be returned; if not in favor, the 

       Protest fee will result in forfeit of the cash.
       PROTEST MUST BE MADE DURING THE GAME.
17.   UNSPORTSMANSHIP CONDUCT will not be tolerated, includes profanity 

        Directed at the officials, players, etc. An ejected player or coach must leave the 

         Playing area. If the player or coach does not leave, the game will result in a team 

         Forfeit.

18.   If the Tournament is rained out, it will be rescheduled for a later date. If a game is 

        Started and play is delayed, game will resume where play was delayed.

19.  Helmets must be worn while on base and coaches box, for all players under the age of 17!
