The Zodiac Constellations are the twelve constellations that the elliptic crosses.  Ophiuchus also passes through the elliptic, but is traditionally excluded from the list.

Gemini, the twins (May 21 – June 20)

Cancer, the crab (June 21 – July 22)

Leo, the lion (July 23 – August 22)

Virgo, the virgin (August 23 – September 22)

Scorpius (also called Scorpio), the scorpion (October 23 – November 21)

Sagittarius, the archer (November 22 – December 21)

Capricornus (also called Capricorn), the sea goat (December 22 – January 19)
