27 minutes, 1987

Agents of Change is a documentary about two police departments that developed creative, effective ways to deal with domestic violence in their communities.  In Rye, New York, the police commissioner empowered officers to act as complainants in domestic violence arrests.  In Newport News, Virginia, the police worked with the courts and social services agencies to mandate counseling for batterers.

Beyond Killing Us Softly:  The Impact of Media Images on Women and Girls

A documentary about the fight against the toxic and degrading messages to women and girls that dominate the media. The film presents the leading authorities in the fields of psychology of women and girls, eating disorders, gender studies, violence against women, and media literacy -- and focuses their ideas on practical solutions and the best tactics for reclaiming our culture.

The Conspiracy of Silence

50 minutes, 1995

This documentary focuses on the problem of domestic violence.  It provides a model for a workable solution to help battered women and their children find safe shelter and counseling

Defending Our Lives

30 minutes, 1993

Shows the magnitude and severity of domestic violence in this country.  The devastating accounts of the women featured in this film reveal the failure of the criminal justice system, and of our society as a whole, to protect the victims of domestic violence.

Presents a dramatization which portrays the problem of domestic violence in the Latino community.

Domestic Violence

29 minutes, 1985

This video gives information on domestic violence, and its various statistics.  One will see the police and their roles in relation to society’s changing attitudes toward the seriousness of domestic violence.

Domestic Violence:  Recognizing and Treating Abused Patients

01 508 (Athens Library Annex)

60 minutes, 1997

Practitioners nationwide are increasingly faced with the need to identify, manage, and/or refer victims of domestic violence.  Within the context of selected case histories, this program addresses the prevalence and forms of domestic abuse in the United States, and discussed how best to assess and manage patients.  Emphasis is given to prompt and accurate diagnosis and treatment based on the latest assessment and management tools.  Cases include standard presentations of domestic violence in the emergency room, as well as outpatient or in-hospital presentations that may at first appear to have a primarily organic or psychiatric basis, but in fact may indicate unreported domestic abuse.

Gender Dynamics in Intimate Environments:  Feminist Insights for Families

House of Fear

28 minutes, 1994

With domestic-related murders growing nationwide, this program looks at the efforts of one city to reverse these trends.  In Nashville, Tennessee, the police have formed a special unit to focus on domestic violence.  This program speaks with victims and the police, and we see first-hand the results achieved from serving warrants on abusers and getting them into the criminal justice system without involving the victims.  A counseling program that aims to help abusers learn to stop the violence and the effects of domestic violence on children are also examined.

Killing Us Softly 3

Discusses the manner in which women continue to be portrayed by advertising and the effects this has on their images of themselves.

Physician’s Role in Identifying and Managing Domestic Violence

60 minutes, 1995

With approximately 10% of emergency department visits by women attributable to domestic violence, battering has a significant impact on the health care system.  Although there is increasing awareness that physicians should have an important role in the management of domestic violence, the nature of that role remains unclear.  In this program, two leading physician-advocates offer clues to its diagnosis and provide guidelines for physician intervention.

Stories of Change

58 minutes, 1991

Video profiles four ethnically diverse women—Hispanic, Caucasian, Vietnamese and African America—who surmount the trauma of deep personal loss and emerge with confidence, strength, and a renewed sense of purpose.  These portraits explore the issues of alcoholism, drug abuse, domestic violence, death, and grieving, as well as problems faced by refugees and immigrants.

Tells the stories of several survivors of domestic violence and discussed why this violence occurs.

Tough Guise:  Violence, Media, and the Crisis in Masculinity

80 minutes, 1999

Tough Guise is the first program to look systematically at the relationship between the images of popular culture and the social construction of masculine identities in the US in the late 20th century. In this innovative and wide-ranging analysis, Jackson Katz argues that there is a crisis in masculinity and that some of the guises offered to men as a solution (rugged individualism, violence) come loaded with attendant dangers to women, as well as other men.

Violence Against Women

The secrecy surrounding domestic violence is the focus of the program.  It contains stories of hope for women who are currently in violent relationships, and provides valuable information on how to leave an abusive partner.

We Will Not Be Beaten

25 minutes, 1987

For the past ten years, this moving documentary has been used by hundreds of educators to build awareness and understanding of the problem of domestic violence.  Countless shelters and programs serving battered women have used the video as the backbone of their outreaching efforts.  The also use it in staff and volunteer training programs.  This updated version still contains gripping first-hand accounts of abuse and of the effects of battering on children, as well as lively discussions of the social roots of battering.  It also contains new information about our legal response to battering and the options that now exist for a battered woman and her children.
