Coastal LNT


Coastal leave no trace uses the same seven principles.   The seven principles are plan ahead and prepare, camp and travel on durable surfaces, Pack it in, Pack it out, Properly dispose of what you can pack out, leave what you find, minimize the use and impact of fire, respect wildlife, and be considerate of other visitors. The most resistant part of all natural surfaces to humans is the intertidal zone.  

· When coming and going between water and land use sandy beaches and slopping rock.   The dirt that is displaced will continue to erode long after you leave.    

· Just like any LNT campsite, choose to camp on an established camping site.  If the group is large make split the group up and make many smaller camp sites.

· When walking on beyond the intertidal zone, stay on established trails.

·  The costal land is very fragile, so do not have camp fires.  If you are permitted to have a camp fire and, you can have the camp fire below the high tide.  
· Waste disposal in most islands near America, all poops should be packed out because of frequent visits by other groups.

· Bring along a container heavy duty contain to store poop.  It is suggested to put the poop in a paper bag and then into the container.  
· If you must bury the poop, dig a hole about 4 to 8 inches deep.  The hole should be above the high tide line.  Urinate anyplace below the high tide line absent from other people.

· It is good to be knowledge able about the wildlife of the islands.  Avoid going to nesting sites of different wildlife.  Also, give marine wildlife at least 100 yards all year around. 
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
