                                ~ Bear Bag, 12 feet high – 6 feet away from the tree trunk – 6 feet   about and below tree limbs 

                                ~ Bear resistant containers

                                ~ On site locking containers 

· Pets in the wilderness

                                ~ Pets as disease carriers – animal vaccination 

                                ~ Collar and leash 

Summery:   Human Travel in wild country must be taken seriously.  By following key rules, we can reduce human impact on wildlife by observing wildlife from a distance.   When you plan on going camping, do research to become aware of wildlife’s sensitive times and habitats.   Never feed wildlife.    Properly store your food and waste products.
