Board of Directors Meeting

May 21, 2002

Minutes – FINAL

The meeting was called to order at 7:30. 

Board Attendees: Patrick Binning, John Childers, Skip Edwards, Ray Piluso, Jose Rodriguez, Steve Smith and Kelly Daly.

Approval of minutes of 4-16-02 meeting:  The Board approved the minutes with the following change: add “for 2002” on page 2 under Draft Audit after “to make up the $30,000 shortfall.”

Committee Reports   

ARCC - Eric Vanderpoel reported on the regular meetings and progress of the ARCC. All filed requests have been processed.

Communications Committee – The Board announced that the Overlook community’s interim website (which is a free Yahoo site that will be available until such time as an official site can be created) is now available at geocities.com/overlookva. All are invited to visit this website to learn more about the community activity and events.

Grounds/landscaping Committee – Adelia Borrasco submitted for Board approval of the Hydrotech irrigation proposal that addressed renovations and repairs to the existing systems located at both entryways to the Overlook Community. 


Action Taken:  On a 5-2 vote the Board approved this request to expend $ 4,270.00 for this request.

Recreation Committee - No formal report was presented but homeowners were reminded of the following:

Pool Party – May 25th from 4:00 - 7:00 pm. The Board authorized the expenditure of up to $500 for this event and $100 for two signs.

Pool Rules & Passes – The Board approved the new pool rules, authorized the mailing of the 2002 Pool passes and announced that the pool passes will not be required over the Memorial Day Weekend  to allow for the timely mailing of the passes. 
Neighborhood Watch  Committee – The following update was provided:

1) a recent Channel 4 News broadcast utilized file footage of the Overlook Community as its backdrop for a repot alerting the public of a serial rapist attack in the VA/DC/MD area.  Overlook was not the site of the attack, but was merely similar to the wooded /residential surrounding of previous attacks in other locations.  2) a drug trafficking arrest was made at the Landmark Mews/Overlook footpath entryway (off Split Creek Dr.). Residents who use that path to access the Metro Buses are encouraged to be mindful of suspicious activity and not to intervene directly but to contact the police immediately if you witness any suspicious circumstances.

AGENDA ITEMS

Landscaping Issues – Community wide mulching and erosion issues were discussed and Ray agreed to bring these concerns to Pulte’s attention (including the hillside area behind Winterview Drive and areas off Timber Forest).
Bond Release – Still no indications as to when Pulte’s bond will be released. Pulte is still working on the punch list following the October inspection of the Winter View side of the community (which includes painting the fire lanes and the curbs).  An inspection of the Levtov Landing area on the Timberforest side is also underway.  Pulte will be completing the paving of the roads in the last section of the community in mid June.


Action Taken:  Ray contacted the county board of health and set up a meeting to address homeowner concerns about standing water, grading and irrigation in the Winterview/Kingfisher area and will, once again, bringing this matter to Pulte’s attention.   

Other Business
Old Business 
· No Solicitation - The Board reviewed and revised the draft letter of outside legal counsel to be sent to entities which are in violation of the Overlook’s posted “No Solicitation” rule warning of possible legal action. The Board will be maintaining a list of offending vendors and contacting them directly.  Homeowners are encouraged to report trespassers to the police and to make note of the different vendor names to ensure that  they are on the Board’s list of vendors to be contacted.

· In-Home Day Care – Board member will circulate proposed changes to the letter that will be sent to the homeowner that has provided notice of its intent to open an In-Home Day Care service in the community.

New Business 

· Ray alerted homeowners of the new Crime Watch signs that will be posted in our neighborhood. As part of this Crime Watch initiative, the first Homeowner Orientation Meeting will be Tuesday June 4th. All are welcome so please mark your calendars!

· STM will be sweeping and removing the sand from the Community parking lots in the next couple of weeks.  Signs will be posted for residents to move their cars from the common space to allow for this service.

· A proposal to plant 10 Leland Cyprus Trees in the area above the retaining wall behind Winterview was submitted for approval by the board. The proposal, which contemplates that the homeowner will purchase and plant the trees, was directed to the ARCC and will be addressed at the ARCC’s May 23rd meeting.

· A resident appeal of an ARCC decision to deny the addition of a privacy screen (surrounding the perimeter of the back of the property and extending 9 ft above the ground) was heard by the board. The board denied the request to conduct a “private” appeal but publicly listened to presentations of the homeowners and the ARCC and deferred ruling on the action until the board members had an opportunity to visit the location of the proposed screen.  Due to the homeowners desire to listen to the Board’s deliberative process in an open forum, the homeowners agreed to waive the 30-day appeal process response period.  As a result, the appeal will be discussed and decided at the June Board meeting.

NEXT MEETING AGENDA ITEMS: Committee reports, Health Department assessment of standing water issues, Discussion on the homeowner privacy screen appeal and discussion and vote on the Parking Committee recommendation.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:50 pm.
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
