The Board of Directors meeting is an excellent opportunity for community minded residents to meet and interact with their neighbors.

You asked for it!  Now it’s HERE!:  Many residents and homeowners have expressed a desire to be kept better informed on what is happening in our community. Please visit it today.
Questions about the Swimming Pool:  Yes, the Overlook Community swimming pool is open – operating daily and will remain open through September 2nd.  The Pool facility can be found immediately behind the Community Clubhouse, with the following operating hours during the regular swim season:

Mondays through Fridays:
11:00 A.M. to 9:00 P.M.

Saturdays, Sundays and Holidays:
10:00 A.M. to 8:00 P.M.

The pool will be open for weekends only, on the following two (2) weekends (September 7-8 and 14-15) following Labor Day: Saturdays and Sundays: 10:00 A.M. to 8:00 P.M.

You are Responsible:  Residents and Homeowners are responsible for the actions of the contractors they hire to conduct work within the community.  Therefore, if contractors leave construction materials or fail to clean-up common areas after performing work, residents and homeowners are personally responsible to ensure that the clean-up is done in a timely manner.  There are numerous complaints from homeowners about construction debris; vehicles blocking driveways or fire lanes; or vehicles being left overnight in parking spaces.  Residents and homeowners are reminded that commercial vehicle parking is prohibited in the community.  Please closely supervise your contractors.

Rainbow AAA Trash:  There are always concerns about the trash pick-up.  If you need any additional recycling containers call Susan Gleba, Rainbow AAA Trash at (703) 227-5251.  Should you need a 

larger, smaller or additional trash can, please direct those requests also directly to Rainbow AAA.  Trash is normally picked up on Tuesdays and Fridays, recycling is also picked-up on Friday.  Trash cans should be placed at the curb in front of your home for pick-up and stored either in your garage or behind your home.  Trash that cannot fit into the receptacles should be bagged and tied.  Boxes should be broken down and tied so as not to blow around the neighborhood.

Am I a Responsible Pet Owner:  You are if you are fully compliant with Fairfax County Ordinances requiring pets to be leashed, licensed and supervised at all times; as well as properly cleaning up after your pet.  In the Overlook Community we ask that you not allow your pet to wander, nor defecate on other people’s property, and that pet owners pick-up pet waste immediately and deposit that waste in their own trash receptacle, not in other residents’ trash cans, the storm sewer, or the drainage collection ponds.

Who is our Supervisor:  To answer the question that has come up on numerous occasions concerning the local Fairfax County Government:  Overlook is located within the Mason District of the county; represented by Ms. Penelope A. Home Modification Requests:  Homeowners are reminded that all exterior modifications to your home require the submittal of a written application for ARCC approval except in specific situations that meet “pre-approved criteria.”  The ARCC is meeting every two to three weeks so this process should not necessarily delay the start of your project.  A copy of the form is at the back of the “Architectural Review & Covenants Policy, Procedures and Design Guidelines” document, or Nancy O’Connell from Armstrong Management (703 313 9359 ext.3004) can mail or fax you one.  Homes sales could be delayed if all exterior modifications do not  have ARCC approval or meet the “pre-approved criteria.”

Parents - Speeding in Overlook:  Community parents are reminded that residents and visitors are neglecting to observe the recommended speed of 25 mph on community streets.  Please instruct your children on the dangers of speeding cars; the appropriate places to play; and on good bike safety practices.  Since we cannot rely on our drivers to take responsibility for good driving habits– maybe the children can be more vigilant for their own protection.  Let’s please not have a tragedy in Overlook!
