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How often and in what ways do you use the Internet in your other classes? Do you find articles, access databases, download graphics and multimedia files, or surf pages related to your topic of research? 
Do you use the Net for other classes? If so, which are they? Describe the course and how you used the Net for whatever assignment or project. Be specific. 
-> Of course I use the Internet when I do homework. The typical example is using search engines. In addition, I use online communities and web-based boards to share ideas with my project team for some of my classes. And one of my classes, “practicing computer” is always lectured with powerpoint program and projector. I download and print out the materials before I go to the class. Otherwise, some of my core classes have homepages but nobody uses them because we can get the same information or feedback offline. Besides my calculus class is totally offline. I’ve never used the Net or computer for that class.

How helpful was the Net? Was it more useful than if you had used conventional means, e.g., finding books and periodicals in the library? 
-> The net is quite helpful when I find information for general courses. However, it’s not easy to find resources for my major classes because the information is specific, concrete, and professional. For example, yesterday I wanted to find some documents for my air pollution class about “PM10”, particles less than 10 micrometer in diameter in the air. But search engines showed almost nothing related in result. Sometimes the net is more helpful but it’s not enough for core class assignments. For example, I go to library every week with my friends because I have to find information about experiments. We cannot find proper databases from the Internet. Nobody uploaded any documents for the topic yet. But we use the Net to check the list of books with the search engine of the library.

Would it help if core classes in your major, or general education classes at Ewha were online? 
-> I think general courses online would be quite helpful in some ways. There are too many people and we cannot have opportunities to discuss, communicate or get feedback from the instructor. It will be more active if they were online. But I don’t think it will be also good for core classes. My major is Environmental Engineering, so we have some experimental classes. For example, we culture some bacteria by ourselves and observe their growth. We can’t do that online, even though we can get information about the bacteria.

Would you like to see other English or other language courses online? If so, what would they be? 

-> We need to speak and listen to improve language skills. The language classes require participation and feedback. Therefore, in some aspects, the language course online can be effective. We can learn how to read with materials online and use some chatting program to learn how to speak. Of course we can develop listening ability using sound files. I think the Net will be especially good for writing classes.
