The phrase “Kilroy was here” originated from World War II. It was written  on walls and equipments all over the world during the war. According to the New York Times of 24 December 1946, Mr. James J. Kilroy, of Halifax, Massachusetts worked for the Bethlehem Steel Company's Quincy shipyard, inspecting parts of warships under construction. He scribbled in yellow crayon 'Kilroy was here' on inspected work to satisfy superiors. This is how the phrase appeared in various places. This has been generally believed as the origin of the phrase, “Kilroy was here”. But we cannot sure because there is an evidence that the name, and the phrase, were being used before the US entered the War at the end of 1941.
