PURPOSE

1.
a. To promote wine tasting and wine making through active participation in an


b. organized group of dedicated and like-minded individuals.

c. To learn and experience techniques to of wine tasting.

d. To share ideas, learn methods and develop skills as wine vintners.

dd. Research and provide pallet cleansers appropriate to the wines

e. Meeting shall be conducted as follows:



aa. Minutes of previous meeting will be read, along with treasury balance.



bb. Old and/or new business.

MEMBERSHIP

3.
a. Requirements to become a member.


b. Voluntarily show a genuine interest in wine tasting and/or wine making and in


c. expanding his/her experience.


d. Be proposed for membership by another member.


e. Proposed member(s) attend their first meeting as a guest. A person may only


f. attend one meeting as a proposed member.


g. Be confirmed by a consensus of the board of Directors after having attended


h. one meeting as a guest.

i. Upon approval to the club each new member shall receive a copy club bylaws,

j. club roster, and pertinent reference materials.

k. All members shall have time to actively participate in club activities

l. and meetings.

m. Membership is capped at 20-25 members.

MEMBERSHIP DUES

4.
a. Dues shall be $60 per household, per calendar year and will be prorated based

b. on the month joined.

c. Dues may be paid either annually (prorated when you join), or $5 per month.

d. Should a member elect to pay their dues monthly, and one or more meetings

e. are missed, said member shall make his/her dues current at the next meeting

f. he/she attends.

g. Dues are not collected from proposed members/guests.

h. Dues shall be used to fund field trips, mailings, supplies, tastings and other club i. business. Any expenditures, other than monthly mailings must be approved by

j. the Board of Directors. Members may propose use of funds for consideration.

VOTING

5.
a. Members must be in good standing and shall be in attendance to vote.


b. A quorum (50% of the membership plus one (1) member) must be


c. present to vote.


d. Votes shall be decided by a simple majority.

ELECTIONS

6.
a. Nominations and election of officers shall be conducted during the December 

b. meeting of each calendar year.

c. Elections shall be conducted by an oral vote

OFFICERS

7.
a. Officers are elected from the membership and serve a term of one year,


b. January 1st to December 31 of the calendar year following elections.

c. President: Presides over all meetings and directs official business of


d. the club. Appoints members to ad hoc committees as needed.


e. Vice President: Assumes duties and responsibilities of the president


f. in their absense.


g. Secretary/Treasurer: Maintains accurate finacial records and minutes of


h. all meetings. Provides a report at each meeting. Maintains a roster of club


i. membership. Provides email and mailings to members of the minutes.

j. The Board of Directors shall include only the founding members.
BYLAW CHANGES

8.
a. Club bylaws may only be reviewed once annually during the December 

b. meeting.

c. Proposals for changes to the Bylaws shall be made in writing to the president

d. prior to or during the December meeting.

e. Changes to bylaws will be by a simple majority vote.
